The greatest mass polio im-
munization campaign ever at-
tempted in the Metropolitan
Detroit and the Tri-County
area is expected to attract more
than 15,000 Plymouth commu-
nity residents to six stations
Sunday between the hours of
11 am, to 4 p.m. to receive the
first of two anti-polio sugar
cubes.

The campaign, sponsored by
the Medical Associations of
Wayne, Oakland and Macomb
counties, has a goal of three and
a half million persons in the
three counties.

Urged, in a proclamation by
Mayor Richard Wernette, to
participate in the drive which
aims to have everyone over the
age of one year receive the vac-
cine, thousands of Plymouth-
ites are expected to pour into
the stations at six elementary
schools.

School Supt. Russell Isbis-
ter and City of Plymouth
Health Commissioner Dr. Lee
Feldkamp point out that there
will be a fee of 50 cents but
stress that none will be
turned down regardless if
they have the fee or not.

The Trivalent, which is placed
on a sugar cube, achieves the
same degree of protection
against all three types of the
polio virus in two feedings in-
stead of three.

LANSING—Sometimes an interesting bill washes
through the floodgates of the State Legislature and
manages to escape the notice of the newspapermen.

From our point of view House Bill 438, sponsored by
Rep. Mrs. Marie Hager of Lansing, falls into that category
in the current session.

Innocently enough, the wording would permit
any school district to set up “day care programs” and
to charge tuition or fees for such programs and to
accept gifts as part of the financing.

The Bill passed the House by a lop-sided vote and
almost without debate. It slipped by easily, I believe,
because ‘the legislators had other things on their minds
and didn’t really catch the significance of innocent-
sounding “day care programs.” Put another way, this Bill
would put the State, via the local school district, into the
babysitting business.

There is nothing in the Bill which would require
that these day centers teach any subjects. There is no

limit as to the age of the children involved, they could
be infants or they could be of school age. There is no
requirement, such as a teacher certificate,

etermining

who shall supervise the day care program.
no-restriction that such centers be opened only during
the months when school is in session. They could operate
throughout the summer and for 12 months a year,

No matter how it sounds,in print, the aim fis
purely to provide day-time child tending services for
those mothers who need or desire it,

women of the United States were to attain the status to
which they are entitled under law.

Probably the most obvious and least controversial
function of a day center is its taking custody of children
from mothers who simply must work because of economic
necessity. The slums of all metropolitan areas have
thousands of tragic cases where the husband has
abandoned an impoverished family which lives in squalor
and on charity with almost no hope of change or improve-
ment. In these cases the mother not only could be
liberated to take a job but the youngsters would be
spending some of their time in an enlightened environ-
ment.

There are many, other than the poor, however,
who view day care centers with a relish.

In many places there is stress being placed on
attempting to make changes so that American females
receive as much education as the males, Statistics show
that only one out of three MA degrees and only one out
of nine Ph.D’s are won by women in the U.S., though
women numerically lead the statistics. Many women
interrupt their education for marriage and immediately
plunge into the managing of a family and raising of
children, functions which traditionally put a permanent
conclusion to milady’s formal education. In modern times
this has come to be regarded as undesirable. For one
thing it tends to match husbands and wives who have
different depths of interest and knowledge. Also the
modern mother faces some 25 years or more of life after
her children have grown and left the home and the
absence of education makes those years more barren
than they need be. In addition, the ranks of widowed and
divorced women are multiplying tremendously and the
solitary woman is at a relative disadvantage if her educa-
tion has been cut short.

So for all of these reasons, and more — such as
the young married couples on the nation’s college
campuses — an adequate day care program for chil-
dren is desirable for all those who need or wish, formal
schooling of one kind or another.

Day centers have their purpose for mothers who may
be incapacitated, physically or mentally, or for those
mothers who must devote almost full time to a single
child who may be handicapped or retarded. There also
is a huge group of working mothers who do so with the
blessings of their husbands, and because an inner voice
tells them they must, solely because they find the
keeping of a home in today’s modern scene not suffi-
ciently satisfying; too menial; leaving too much spare
time: utilizing too little of their total self.

We have moved a long way from the period when
the home was a little factory wherein the lady manu-
factured food and clothing from raw materials. Our rural
areas are losing population in great numbers to the
n}echanized swift urban sections and the women folk go
along.

To Women It
May Concern

There is a man who roams our land to whom we had
better start listening, or I agree with columnist May
Craig that we shall soon be witnessing the decline and
fall of the American Republic.

The very thing that President Kennedy’s favorite
at press conferences, Miss Craig, said are the things he
is urging citizens all over the world to put aside. “Self-
indulgence, immorality public and private, lack of prin-
ciple.” Miss Craig says, “One listens with dismay to the
campaigning for the Presidency that is going on. Oh, for
a crusader to call us back to dignity and strength and
austerity—putting our money into the real things of life;
public servants who are not Bobby Bakers.”

Miss Craig says we must, every one of us, “FIRST
clean out weakness and selfishness and immorality of
all types. Then choose leaders who with strength and
principle and intelligence lead us to where we-can have
self-respect and respect of others. She challenges us,
would we elect.a man if he campaigned on such a plat-
form?”

And I challenge wives, mothers, teachers ta read
the words of a man from England who has put forth his
time and talent to try to lead us back to the strong sure
nation we once were, binding our wounds when neces-
sary, correcting our mistakes and welcoming all mankind
fearless and unafraid. Peter Howard heads the World
program for Moral Re-Armament. Contrary to many
organizations, there are no dues, no membership and
impressive letter heads. People just give as they believe
in the principles. Their international headquarters is
Mackinac Island. One is welcome any time to visit there
and learn first-hand of the urgings for “rearming morally”
—professional films are made there with talented artists,
books written, and many visitors from all over the world
come and meet and learn. Rajmohan Gandhi, grandson
of the Mahatma, certainly unquestionably a human dedi-
cated to peaceful co-existence, is one working with Moral
Re-Armament.

It is not a “Pollyanna” outfit either. I was arguing
this point at dinner the other evening with a young (very)
liberal. He said Moral Re-Armament was allright, but
it was “too fuddy-duddy . . . not enough accomplished,
not enough action — for instance on the colored issue”
— it was his belief that ever since we brought Negroes
to America against their will, they had been repressed
— we now owed them a debt and we should bend over
backwards now and give them preference — job prefer-
ence, legal status in every way — if it took law to do it
then we must pass those laws quickly. Too long have
the colored people been repressed.

I couldn’t disgree with him more — and I believe
there will be bloodshed if his doctrine is put into practice.

Equal treatment true, but not preferential. My argu-
ment was that 2 man should not be judged by the color
of his skin at all — if you were going to do it because
of his being dark — it was also discriminating.

Why can’t these extremists in both directions see
our nation has always been great because our strength
is based on our being a melting pot?

Peter Howard of MR-A says it so much better.

He says, “The different races in America are her
strength and her glory. They are an asset no other nation
possesses.”” He says “laws cannot by themselves alter the
character of a human heart.

“The Negro is neither worse nor better than his
neighbor. The same is true of the white man. We all have
our loftier side, and our more debased.

“The black man’s chance is surely coming. Segrega-
tion yesterday. Confrontation today. Transformation to-
morrow.”

Howard is spreading his message across our nation
— “My faith is 1n modern America. I believe America
will arise with a character that conviets, captivates and
changes nations. I believe those who have suffered most
will show the greatest passion and compassion for long-
suffering humanity.”

If you have a growing family, and care about them,
your home and community, you had better know -how
important you are as one person — speak up, set your
own sights high — put away the hate-mongers, the birch-

ers, the poison-pens. Since these breed on hate, if none
home, neither can they.

need soil temperatures of 60

Now there is one more

like to bring up and thqt is the
question of grass clippings.

In England you never see

| them left on the lawn. In fact,
| you can't buy a mower over

there without a contrivance for
catching the clippings. Here,
many people leave them to de-
compose on the theory that
they help the soil texture by
putting back some of the ma-
terial Jost by mowing.

The fact of the matter is that,
whereas the value of the clip-
pings is negligible, there is a
lot to be said against them.
When they turn brown they
can give a lawn an unpleasant
burned-out look. Worse than
that is their tendency to form
a mat or what nurserymen call
“thatch.” Another thing: matted
grass makes a good breeding
ground for fungus diseases.

So don’t think that sweeping
up lawn clippings is a waste
of time. Far from it. And if
you can buy a grass catcher to
attach to your mower, by all
means do so. Some mowers
have an ingenious catcher that
is supported on its own feet
so that the weight of the clip-
pings is taken off your hands
entirely.

Shrubs are pruned for a num-
ber of reasons. The reason you
prune a shrub determines when
it should be pruned.

Those that are mis-shapen,
damaged, or overgrown, should

'be pruned during March and
| early April — before the new

growth begins. At this time you
can easily see the old rotted,
damaged, or diseased branches,
and the outline of the shrub is
plainly visible for corrective
shaping,

If the shrub is healthy and
you are pruning to encourage
flower production, use this
guide. Prune early spring
flowering shrubs such as spirea,
lilac, forsythia, azalea, and
mock orange immediately
after flowering. Pruning be-
fore bloom would merely re-
duce the spring floral display.

On the other hand prune sum-
mer shrubs such as rose of sha-
ron, butterfly bush, and hibiscus

now — during March and early
April. Rose bushes fall into this
group. Their flower buds have
not yet formed, therefore, prun-
ing now will interfere with this
summer’s bloom.

When pruning shrubbery, re-
move overgrown older canes to
ground level and leave the
younger growths. Tops of shrubs
may also be thinned to invigor-
ate the plants. Cut the canes
back to a lateral branch or bud.
When pruning overgrown neg-
lected shrubbery, one half to
one third of the plant can be
removed.

If cuts are made which are
larger than a half dollar it

would be well to paint the cut
with some type of paint or prun-
ing compound.

If you wish to have shrubbery
with a natural look, don’t give
your shrubs a brush haircut with
hedge shearers. This is fine for
privet hedges. On most flower-
ing shrubs, this gives an unna-
tural look and causes many
short twiggy growths which do
not produce good flowers. It is
also often the cause of bushy
tops and bare leggy lower parts
of shrubbery.

EAST LANSING — Pruning
seems more frightening than
it really is. Most home garden-
ers, who raise their bushes and
trees from “mere seedlings,”
have a tendency not to prune
often enough and far enough
according to Michigan State
University horticulturists,

First, why prune at all?

(1) To remove broken, dead,
diseased and insect damaged
branches.

(2) To produce a more sturdy
and dense plant

(3) To control the growth of
the plant and produce the de-
sired size and shape.

(4) To improve flowering and
fruiting,

Then, when should you
prune?

From the point of view of
necessity, you c¢an prune at
| practically any time of the year.
|Bougha can be cut from ever-
'greem for Christmas decora-
\tiom. Early blooming spring
| shrubs like pussy willow and
ifonythia can be pruned early
and “forced” inty blossomed
boughs in the warm basement

Normally, plants which lose
their leaves in the winter can
be more easily pruned during
the dormant season because it
is easier to see the framework
of the branches.

As a general rule, shrubs and
bushes flowering on new
growth during the current sea-
|son (roses for example) grow
| better if pruned early in the
|spring. This induces the pro-
|duction of flowering wood.
| Those that flower on last
|vear's growth (like forsythia)
should be pruned as soon as
flowering is finished.
| Maple and yellow wood trees
bleed less when trimmed in
the summer. It's easier to trim
most shade trees in fall and
winter months.

How far do you go when
pruning?

When pruning hybrid tea and
floribunda roses early in the
spring, before growth begins,
[you cut back the black and
| dead canes, MSU horticulturists
recommend, Old canes that look
diseased and split are cut to
the crown. Vigorous growing
roses can be cut back more
severely.

Climbing roses should not be
pruned until flowering bhas
ceased. Then remove all the
old stems that have produced
flowers and cut back the new
vigorous canes to where they
are the size of a lead pencil

Shrubs that are over-grown
should be pruned by cutting
back older, discolored canes to
the ground level. Reshape the
clump by pruning back the
branches to side shoots.

Ground covers and vines ¢an
be pruned to suit the location,
Vines need to be trimmed to
keep them within bounds, eway
from windows or on a treilis.

An evergreen will become
more bushy and maintain its
| natural shape. You remove the
tips of branches at least once
a Yyear.

When you trim a hedge re-
member that it is important for
the sun to reach all the leaves
and branches. So it is important
to keep the top more narrow
than the bottom. Do not make
the side perpendicular or nar-
row at the bottom. Trim with
a round top leaving the bottom
wider or so it is even across
the top, but flares out at the
bottom. Vol

Prune

At planting time, trees should
be pruned to produce an even
distribution of main branches.
When you trim trees first re-
move dead and injured
branches. It becomes dangerous
for inexperienced people to
trim large trees and a profes-
sional should be called in, MSU
authorities advise,

You can prevent the weight
of the limb from tearing the
main trunk when removing a
large branch, Make the first
saw cut from beneath the
branch a few inches from where
the limb joins the trunk. Then
make the next cut a few inches
farther out on the limb. When
the limb breaks with its weight
you will have a stub left. This
can be sawed flush with the
main truck and the wound
treated with asphalt wound
dressing or sprayed with a
aerosol spray specially pre-
pared for this purpose.
