Coat all limb surfaces
well. Avoid the use of oils on
Maples, Beech, Hickory, Walnut,

of more than 125 persons literally
jammed the Plymouth Township Hall
for a public hearing on a request to
rezone roughly 45 acres at the north-
east corner of Joy and Beck Roads
from R-1-E, country estates district,
to R-1-S, suburban residential district.

Obviously, a number of the people
present came in response to a full
page advertisement carried in the
pages of last week's Plymouth Mail,
urging that the request be denied.

There were certain aspects of the
meeting that disturbed us.

• Samuel Stoller, representing
the J.A.R. Corporation - a
development firm, was fre-
quently interrupted by com-
ments from the audience as he

• And members of the planning

One thing becomes apparent. As
sewer and water lines are extended
into the western portion of the town- 0
ship, more and more re-zoning hear-
ings will be held and, quite probably,
increasingly larger numbers of pro-
perty owners will be affected.

Naturally, re-classification of
property that might affect values of
surrounding land is a highly emotional
subject. Owners, in many cases, are
going to be upset and disturbed; and
they have a right to be heard - fully
and completely.

But they DO NOT have the right
to interfere and interrupt either when
the opposite side presents its case or
when planning commissioners discuss' ,
the merits of the question. Often, the
younger generation is criticized for
discourtesy and lack of manners.

We'd hate to point to the deport-
ment of some of the adults at Wed-
nesday night's meeting as an example
for youngsters to follow. Fortunately,
planning commission chairman
Irving Rozian and his associates did
a capable job of keeping things in
hand and they should be congratu-
lated.

But, in the future, The Plymouth
Mail hopes residents attending public
hearings will make their job a bit
easier. Being a planning commission-
er is a thankless job; it deserves a
full measure of co-operation.
