is under attack for failing to give its students enough
sense of moral and spiritual purpose.

Materialism long ago became a creed unto itself in
our land and the charge is valid that our young graduates
today leave with more knowledge in their heads, and skill
in their hands, than any generation in history... but
at the same time with less knowledge of how to apply
their education. and less sense of purpose in their lives,
than any generation in history.

It is still a fact that most graduates of high school
and college depart the campus with no other ambitions
than to "make money" and "get married", the latter in
most cases being a euphemism to describe responding
to sex drives with the approval of societv. Without
taking direct exception hereto either of these "goals".
at their best they aren't enough to make America a
world leader: to bring peace to the globe; to eliminate
hate, disease and poverty: or for a mature adult to ever
find a sense of self-fullfillment or peace.

Yet, little effort is made by educators to instill in
students the terrible importance of living life with an
out-going, non-self-centered. sense of moral purpose.

For whatever can be put into it, the Baccalaureate
Service is one afternoon in four years of high school
where the students can clearly understand that their
teachers and parents do realize this phase of a satisfying
life.

...

As an aside, we recently have read copis of a sylla-
bus for teaching a two-semester course which has been
prepared by Virginia Trevitt and Grace Austin. The whole
aim of the course, which would be taught in high school.
would be to teach the effects of good and bad individual
character (and absence of moral purpose) in terms of
preserving a strong nation and building a peaceful world.

It is a non-denominatinoal approach to the subject
and draws on the precepts of the "Moral Re-Armament"
movement of "honesty, purity, unselfishness and love"
as being practical attitudes for human beings... practi-
cal in the sense that thev could eliminate warfare, killing
and blight in its several forms.

One day's instruction. for example. would be on the
subject "What Kind of a Man Will It Take to Secure The
Future in This Kind of a World?"

The DF€ is a 100·ton car,
capable of carrying at least 50
per cent more than any other
car now used to ship coiled steel.
It handles coil sizes ranging from
30 inches to 84 inches in di-
ameter. It is available with a
permanently attached 'Nam-

shell" type hood. or with a re-
movable hood, whichever is de-
sired by railroads and their ship-
pers.
