ASKED HOW the sign work-
ed, Nixon explained that the
surface of it is coated with a
reflectorized surface that ap-
pears 240 times brighter than
a white painted surface when
struck by light at night. The
reflectorization material has

grees.

The nighttime speed limit
is painted on in white paint,
Nixon explained, which ap-
pears black against the re-
flectorized material when a
beam hits it at
night. '

Most of the department’s
signs are produced by the
silk screen process which
has largely replaced hand
f painting. Others are turned
| out by sealing reflectorized
“’Scotchlite’” material onto
a wood or aluminum back-
ing.

Special requests for one or
two signs are filled by hand
painting, he said. On the main
floor of the building, men
work on production of silk
screen and ‘‘Scotchlite’ signs.

THE LOWER level of the
rshop includes a spray paint
shop where sign material is
primer coated. The primer is
sprayed and baked on to the
aluminum sign material.
“Scotchlite'’ signs are sealed
with a special, sprayed-on
clear coating. Varnish or lac-
quer, Nixon explained would
