Schoolcraft College |
and Michigan State Uni-
versity are co-operating
in offering an Element-
arv Intership program
with the assistance of the
school boards in the five
communities that com-
prise the college district.

The five are: Livonia,
Plymouth, Northville,

trict at an elementary
school.

For every five intern
teachers, there is an ex-
perienced teacher-super-
visor who gives entire
time to aiding the be-

At the same time, the
student is enrolled in a
course taught by Michi-
gan State professors on
the Schoolcraft College
campus.

During the fourth year,
while teaching, the stu-
dent will be paid ap-
proximately $3,500 by the

participating school dis-
trict.

If a student maintains
a 2.6 grade point average
at Schoolcraft, he or she
may apply for a National
Defense Education Act
Loan. Education majors
have first priority on
such loans.

Half of the loan will

be forgiven by the gov-
ernment if the student
teaches for five years.
Each'year of teaching re-
duces the indebtedness
10 per cent up to the
maximum of five years.

A student may not bor-
row more than $1,000 per
year. Scholarships also
are available.

Rights Stand

A statement from the Detroit
Presbytery, made .in a meeting
in the Jeffersan Ave. Presby-
terian Church last week, ex-
plains its feeling on some of the
questions that have come up in
lieu of the recent Civil Rights
demonstrations in. all parts of
the land. The statement was
released by Rev. Edward Cast-
ner of Plymouth.

The statement was prepared
by the Detroit Presbytery Com-
mission on Religion and Race
and follows:

“Because of some specific
tactics being used by various
groups seeking racial justice
and equality, some people have
reacted negatively toward the
civil rights movement. This re-
action has come largely as a
result of real or imagined in-
convenience, disruption of nor-
ma] community patterns of
movement, and the feeling that
civil rights groups are becom-
ing arrogant — that they are
moving too fast.

“To condemn or defend a
certain tactic which a particu-
lar group may choose to use is
not the responsible Christian
response to such reaction.

“The immediate and urgent
question is, ‘What are the
pressures against the group
which canse them to adopt
and employ such tactics?’

“In the current struggle of
our Negro citizens to obtain
civil rights that are equal to
those enjoyed by the white
community, we must be aware
of what Dr. Edler Hawkins has
called ‘a groundswell of agony
and frustration at the slowness
of the movement.” We should
also be sensitive to the tactics
which the majority community

has consciously and deliberately
used to delay the coming of
the minority community into
equality.

“How does one measure
the inconvenience of not get-
ting to a place of amusement,
the disruption of a schedule,
the loss of a few days school
time for our children against
the plumb line of 200 odd
years of slavery, 100 years of
virtual economic and social
serfdom, the delay of 18 sen-
ators to prevent what the ma-
jority of the country feels
should be, the refusal of
white people to act as respon-
sible jurors, the apathy of
police toward bombings—to-
ward the murder of four Ne-
gro Sunday School pupils?

“How can we measure the
arrogance of civil rights groups
against the arrogance of preju-
diced white groups?

“Because we as a Church
have been slow to be about our
Master’s business in the area of
race relations—what can we do
but repent and be prepared to
endure the birth pains of true
equaﬁty."

play. Old Wally insists that it is a two-way street. You've got to
give a little to get a little.

Our long-time friend, Hal Schram of the Detroit Free
Press sports staff, came forth with some information the other
day which certainly wasn't too flattering . . . at least, we didn't
think so.

Brother Schram, whom we had the pleasure of breaking
into the sports-writing business some 25 years ago at Michigan
State when it still was a college, presented glittering figures
that approximately 200,000 are getting ready for the start of
sandlot baseball in the state of Michigan,

This fact was noteworthy.

But, as Schram's story unfolded, there came the report
that the greatest percentage of those who'll play in sandlot
leagues are Little Leaguers, meaning boys 12 and wunder.

Once the young men leave the Little League ranks, the
numbers who remain in active baseball decreases sharply. By
the time boys hit the 18 and 20 mark, there are comparatively

very few still around who are affiliated with teams performing

on a regular basis in established leagues.
L - L]

From a close-to-home standpoint, the figures smack hard
in Livonia, Plymouth and Redford Union. Each community
annually finds itself staging a bigger and better Little League
program every year.

The number of such teams hereabouts probably will num-
ber 1,000 this coming summer!

But take a look at the number of teams which will function
for boys 16-18. If all goes well, the figure will hit around 12
for the same three areas’

Very shocking and disturbing! Agree?

How does one explain the decline in baseball interest
among boys as they grow older?

To start with, with the Little League operations. the
youngsters now canr get thelr taste of baseball competition
much earlier than formerly was the case. Then, too, for
some reason or other, the younger the boys, the more fathers
and mothers seem to want to lend their much-needed sup-
port—athletically speaking.

By the time a boy reaches 12 and is ready to depart the

Little League ranks, he already knows whether he has any
baseball ability.

Those who have sat on the bench in Little League, or
played on a minor division team, get the idea they don't stand

much of a chance in Babe Ruth or Pony League play,

Besides, the managers and coaches in Pony and Babe Ruth
Leagues want only the stars from Little League. These pilots
figure they can be more selective, because there are fewer
teams in operation; hence fewer boys are required. So why
fiddle around with a boy who wasn't a standout in Little

In more and more homes, the
backyard swimming pool has be-
come the focal point of outdoor
living. There is growing aware-
ness of the appeal of a well-
thought out “poolscape” achiev-
ed by the imaginative use of
color and texture in tile, coping
and deck-work.

Pool-side accessories, such as
umbrellas and patio furnishings,
are chosen to coordinate with
the hues of the pool.

OUNCE OF PREVENTION

Aluminum storm doors,
screens and storm sashes should
be cleaned periodically and pro-
tected with light coats of paste
wax to prevent pitting and oxi-
dizing.

Wallpaper Sets Mood

Redecorating a room is some-
thing that very often is post-
poned—perhaps we can’'t make
up our minds. A change would
be nice—but a change to what?

The best way to plan a change
of a single room or the whole
house is to decide just what ef-
fect you want to achieve.

Getting down to cases. con-
sider what you have that you
really want to keep, then think
about exactly the right back-
ground for it. Wallpaper can
set the mood and add import-
ance to the effect.

of your rooms. Wallpaper can
do a lot of things.

To achieve a sense of height
in a low-ceilinged room, use a
light color for the ceiling and
cover the side walls with a pat-
tern that leads up. A striped
effect is good. It need not be
a plain stripe, although that is
very effective, but could be a
climbing design of foliage;
widely spaced pattern of branch-
es and fruit; vertical bands of
flowers. A scenic paper on one
wall, with others covered in

a feeling of greater height, too,
particularly if part of the design
is a tree.

If your problem is a ceiling
that is too high, consider using
a dark colour on it, with side-
walls papered in an allover de-
sign or a horizontal pattern. A
contrasting dado at the floor
level can also help to adjust
the size of a room that seems
too tall.

Today there are many decora-
tive wallpaper borders which
can be used under the ceiling in

plain white or a color, can give 'the traditional way.

If you have formal traditional
furniture, such as Louis XV or
XVI, you should consider flock-
ed papers, medallions, scenics,
chinoiseries, stripes, panels and
beautiful florals.

If your furniture is Chippen-
dale, Hepplewhite or Sheraton—
or an adaptation of any of the
18th century English traditional
—these types of paper are also
suitable, although less ornate
patterns go with the simplicity
of line usual in this period.

If a visitor finds the spec:a”
education classroom at the
Clarenceville Senior High
School empty, it is only be- |
cause the students are out learn- |
ing to prepare for their future.
Job training and placement is
part of each student’s daily pro-
gram, and from the reports that
have been coming into the
ld_lool, it has shown some sur-
prising results,

Three years ago the School
Board approved a special edu-
cation senior high program that
was aimed at helping the men-
tally bandicapped students of
the area to achieve a future
that would not be hopeless.
With this in mind the special
education teacher set up the
senior high job training and
placement program.

Cooperative training has as
its primary purpose the train-
ing of imschool youth for basic
competency in specific occupa-
tions which fit their abilities,
aptitudes, and interests, Coop-
erative training enables second-
ary schools to offer vocational
training in many occupations in
which the practical phases of |
the training cannot be provided
for in the classroom.

The - “mentally handicapped”
students at Clarenceville are
those with the capacity to be
trained for work and the ca-
pacity to hold productive jobs
when properly placed. “Mental
retardation” does not mean
that the person’s total being is
retarded. Only his intellectual
capacities happen to be re-
tarded.

He may have other skills and
aptitudes in which he conceiv-
ably ecould excel other workers.
Those skills and aptitudes can
make him a valued employee.
This is the Clarenceville story.

A visit to the Redford Gen-
eral Hospital might find a Clar-
eneceville student in a bright
and cheerful yellow and white
uniform, which gshe made her-
self, making beds, bringing wa-
ter to patients, straightening
hospital rooms, and assisting
the nurse in charge with “pa-
tient” care.

Reports from this and previ-
ous job - training placements
commend the quality and quan-
tity of her work and mention
that ghe is courteous, agreeable,
cheerful, tidy, and dependable.
Mrs. Ethel Druding R.N., who
supervises her work says all
this in a different way: “she’s
a darling.™
