That was the decision rearhed
at last week's meeting when the
Board approved hiring the
Livonia legal firm of Brashear,
Brashear and Mies to file the
court action if the company
fails to show that it is taking
corrective measures.

The hiring of the Livonia
firm was approved by ailing
Township Attorney Earl Demel
after a lengthy talk with Super.
visor Roy Lindsay and William
Brashear.

The Board took its action

after Supen·isor Lindsay read
a letter from Evans' officials

in which they stated every
step was being taken to fo]-
low the necommendations of

Lazter Stevens, Chief of Air
Pollution Control for the

Wayne County Department of
Health.

The letter pointed out that
the company was unable to do
the work when the recommenda-

tions were made last fall be-

cause of the approaching cold
weather that made it impracti-
cal for the plant to shut down
one of the two boiIers while

making the repairs.

However, with the approach
of warm weather. the work was
started and is fast nearing corn-
pletion jn one of the two boilers.
As soon as the improvements
are made in one, then the other
will be shut down and the same

steps taken to improve it.
Evans officials said in the let·

ter that they hoped the im-
provements would correct and
end the complaints. They em-
phasized that the changes are
exactly what was recommended
by Stevens.

Lindsay and Treasurer Mrs.
Elizabeth Holmes favored
filing the court action im-
mediately, stating that during
the years they had been on

Up until the blossoms lose
their petals only fungicides for
the control of disease should
be used. Use an all-purpose
spray containing the materials
Malathion, Captan, and Meth-
oxychlor. Many companies pro-
duce an all-purpose fruit tree
spray containing these mate-
rials so they are readily avail-
able at your garden center or
hardware.

Mixing of separate chemi-
cals on your own for one or
two trees does not pay. Only
with large numbers of trees
could any saving be realized by
mixing your own aII-purpose
sprays.

The all purpose :pray

should be applied falthfully
each week from petal fall un-
til one week before harvest-
inc the fruit. And if it should
rain after application then
reapply the material the fol-
lowing day.

Some people follow direc-
tions and apply sprays without
fail but do not use enough ma-
terial for good coverage. This

With growing emphasis on

outdoor living, the areas that
serve this way of life are be.

Not too long ago, outdoor
living meant a front or side
porch.

Carport Walls
Offer Storage

Does the boss of the house
complain because he doesn't
have any room where he can
store his sports gear and his
fishing and hunting equipment?

Many families have discovered
a new source of room or space
where sports storage units can
be installed without crowding
the interior of the home. The
new area waiting to be devel·
oped is the space along the
walls of the carport.

Storage units can be built air-
tight so that guns and other
sports gear will be wei[ pre-
served. The units can be locked
for added protection. They can
be designed wide enough to in-
clude a work bench, a tack
room, gun and fishing rod cases,
cupboards for camping equip-
ment and other specialized
sports storage needs.

They should be framed in
solid 2x4s and you can use the
same cedar siding on the outside
of these storage units as is used
on the rest of the home. They
can be stained or painted to
match the siding of the home.

The units can be hung from
the carport ceiling to keep them
free of the ground, or they can 
be set on posts a foot above the 
ground. If the doors open into
the area where the cars are

parked, it's a good idea to in-
stall sliding doors rather than 
hinged dpors.
