$146,000 over that for the cur-
rent year.

In presenting the budget,
which was approved' by the
Commissioners after numerous
study sessions, City Manager
Albert Glassford pointed out
that it was necessary to esti.
mate the revenues upwards be-
cause of the rise on the cost of
operation for the new City Hall.

"While the budget shows
an increase of approximately
$146.000 more than last year,"
he told the Council "from
this must be subtracted for
compalison purposes $40,467
from CAntracted personnel,
$31.000 income from overhead
for central services. $5.340
for rental and $30,000 for
highways unexpected in 1963·
64 or a net increase of $25,-
000 in operations.

"Of the increase in revenue,
$23.000 will be realized from the
tax yield from additional assess
ed valuations."

In touching on pay increases
for personnel, Glassford told
the Commission that the bud-
get "reflects only merit in-
creases."

He mentioned that cost of liv-

ing has increased one and a
half per cent in the past year
but the Commission took no

action in regard to a general in-
creise for all employees.

Karl Starkweather, who
probably knows more about
the history of Plymouth than
any other resident of the com-
munity, made a big hit at the
cornerstone laying ceremonies
with his short talk of Plym-

outh's Municipal Building of
yesteryear.

Following is the text of
Starkweather's talk which we

are sure will bring laughs
from every one of our Plym-
Outh readers:

"We are here to witness the

laying of a cornerstone. For
all Plymouthites, this symbol-
izes a happy day within com-
munity life. And I'm just as
proud about the whole thing
as anyone else. My special

purpose here today, however
-and I was asked to do it is

to relate for you some of the
history of the old City Hall.

"To tell the full story of
the old City Hall would take
a long time. There are no
moments to attempt it here.
At the outset let it be said
that the old City HaII and
myself are of equal age.
Both of . came into being.

right here in Plymouth. at
one iod the same time.

-The site upon which the
old City Hall was erected was

purchased in late spring of
1889. Subsequently, there
arose a great controversy as
to exactly what type structure
should be constructed there.

UOne element wanted a
combination Village Hall-
Village Open Hoose. The
other camp insisted that the
boil•11•5 should be con-
structed on lines for the one
purpose only-for a Village
Hall and nothing else-no
shows permitted.
0After a court fight, how-

ever, the combination people
won. Hatchets were soon
buried. Everybody was happy
again.

"Finally, on January 6,
1890, the contractors pro-
nounced the building com-
pleted. The ViUage Council
at once accepted. A great in-

i formal celebration immediate-
1, swept through the town.

 _ 1Ve now had a Village

Hall and a Village Opera
House all combined into one
neat package. From thls
date on the structure con·
Unued to be the political,
cultural and entertainment
center of all Plymouth and
for long years to come.
'*High school commence-

ment exercises were usually
held here-and so were Me-
morial Day exercises. Many
patriotic events occurred
within its walls. The G.A.R.
held its meetings here.

"Here also Plymouth's first
showing of movies occurred-
and crude indeed they were-
although we didn't think so
then. Likewise, Plymouth's
first demonstntion of the new
phonograph occurred here.
The house was packed - 25
cents for adults - a dime for
kids.

"All during the gay 90'3 -
and after - Plymouth devel-

oped many varieties of home
talent and minstrel shows.
Traveling shows, for two or
three day stands, stopped at
the Village Hall Opera House
in Plymouth.

"I well remember, for in-
stance, "Ten Nights in a Bar
Room." Sharp,teeng Medi-
cine Show always billed for
a full week. Admittance was
fne but their cure·alls were
the kill The actors became
pitch men between the acts.
They then moved through
the audience with potions
for whatever it wu that
ailed you.

"Community sponsored lee-
ture courses were regular
features through the winter
months. The oId Plymouth
Village Hall Opera HouM was
always a great place to stage
state and national political
campaigns. Mass meetings of
various kinds were sometimes

staged there.
"I well remember the hot

times there during the 1896
Bryan and McKinle, cam-
paigns. And I remember my
grandfather, on the stage
platform during a political
rally, and in his long frock
coat, declaring to al[ and
sundry that he believed the
time would come when wom-
en would be allowed to
vote.

"Before the high ceilinged
auditorium portion had been
reconstructed in order to
create two floors, there were
two tien of windows-some
high, others below. For many
years Polley's blacksmith shop
had stood snugly by at the
north.

"Then, during warm weath-
er show nights, with all win-
dows open, town kids without
dimes would climb atop the
blacksmith shop. From their

perch there, by standing on
their toes, they could pro-
trude their heads just above
those upper tier window sills,
and see the show for free. In
my mind's eye, from inside
the auditorium, I can see
those perky little heads yet.

"Well, these are necessarily
just a few of the highlights
pertaining to our old and
revered City IIall. And the
time has now come to bid our
old friend a rueful farewell.

But it's going to cost just as
much to tear her down in 1964
as it did to erect it jn 1889.

"Personally. I'd like to see
those still sturdy old walls
round out a century of useful-
ness. But no miracle has been

brought to bear to save them.
Neither has any guardian
angel appeared. So, we'll just
have to take things as they
come. As is so often said -

'You can't stop progress'."

some 3,000 fewer students than
we hauled during the present
school year. We will draw from

four nonpublic schools includ-
ing St. Hilary, St. Robert Bella-
mine, St. John Bosco and Hosan-
nah Tabor Lutheran.

"At this moment, we see no
difficulty at all. Matter of fact,
it appears as if most of the stu-
dents from the four schools re-

side within the mile and a half

limit and do not qualify for
transportaUon."

Stanley Irish, assistant su-
perintendent of Clarenceville
Schools, in a very cautious
manner, indicated that his
school system would ' absorb
between 10 and 30 from the
one school in its district.

"If only 10 students are in-
volved, then we anticipate no
problems since they can be ab-
sorbed in our present routes.
However, if the total hits the
maximum of 30, then the school
district may have to add a bus
to take care of the students un-
del· the law as it now stands."

Plymouth District schools
are anticipating an additional
240 to 260 students from the
two nonpublic schools in the
district. They are Our Lady
of Good Counsel and St. Pe
ter's Lutheran.

"We are in the process of
purchasing four new buses," said
Business Manager Melvin Blunk.
"Two of these were added to
take care of the additional load
for a cost of some $13,000.

"We will have to do some jug-
gling of our routes but won't
know exactly where and to what
extent until after classes have
started next fall.

"After a couple of runs, we'll
know exactly where we need ad-
ditional runs and will make our
plans accordingly."

Blunk stated that Plymouth
will continue< its present pol-
icy of picking up youngsters
in kindergarten through Grade
2 where traffic hazards exist,
those'between Grades 3 and 6
residing more than a mile
from the school and then the
mile and a half limit for stu

dents in Grades 6 through 12.

So you think you can umpire-as well as the man
who wears the blue suit on the field of play!

Okay, prepare yourself for a little test-the same
examination every gent, who handles games for the
Livonia Recreation department, must take and pass
before he receives any assignments.

Promise yourself that you won't look at the
answers (which appear below) before you read the
questions. Actually, those who take the test at the
recreation office not only must know the proper an-
swers, but they also must cite the number of the
specific rule involved.

Here's the test:
1-With a runner on first, second and third base,

the batter hits a fair ball which bounced and hits the

runner going to third before it passes a fielder.
2-With runners on second and first, the batter

hits a fair fly w'hich drops between third and the
pitcher's mound. The pitcher throws to the second
baseman, who touches the base ahead of the advanc-

ing runner. How do you rule?
3-As the batter swings at a pitch, it strikes his

arm and rolls away from the catcher. The runner ad-
vances safely to second. What's the verdict?

4-As the runner on first breaks for second, the

batter steps in front of the catcher, delaying the
catcher's throw to second. Is this legal?

3-The batter hits a fair ball that strikes an um-

pire before passing a fielder. The ball then rolls into
foul territory and the runners from third and second
both score. Is this okay?

6-4 fielder throws his glove at a batted ball...
but misses the ball. Rule on this one.

7-Bases loaded, one out. Batter slams the ball

into right center on the ground. Runners from third
and second score easily, but man from first is thrown
out at the plate. Meantime, batter-runner has reached
third. but team in field appeals to umpire that batter-
runner failed to touch first base. The ball is thrown

to first base and umpire rules batter-runner out. Do
any of the runs count?

8-Two runners wind up on third base. Fielder
tags both. Is either runner out?

9-Runner standing on third base is hit by a
batted ball. Is he out?

10-Manager sends a pinch hitter to the plate
with two runners on base. Batter belts a triple. Nei-
ther manager or batter had announced the substitu-
tion to the umpire. Call this one.

ANSWERS

1-The runner, hit by ball is out. Others must
return to original base unless forced to advance to
permit batter to become a runner.

2-The batter should be declared automatically
out under the infield fly rule. Other runners may ad-
vance at their own risk. They must be tagged in order
to be ruled out.

3-The ball becomes dead. A strike is rule and
runner must return to first.

4-The batter is declared,out, unless the catcher's
throw retires the base runner. The runner would have
to return to first, if he's safe at second.

5-The ball becomes admittedly dead. The bat-
ter is credited with a single. No other runs can ad-
vance unless they must do so to permit batter to
reach first. (If umpire is standing behind the fielders.
the ball stays in play. Under this situation, the runs
would score.)

6-Nothing happens. The glove must strike the
ball. In that case, batter would be credited with at
least a three-base hit.

7-This is a real tricky one. The rule says that
no run can score on a play situation when the third
out results - from the failure of batter-runner to reach
first safely. By failing to touch first, the batter-runner
is considered not to have reached the base. Play could
bring a lot of arguments.

8-The second runner to arrive at base is out.
9-Yes. sir. Any base - runner. who is hit by a

batted ball in fair territory, is automatically out. The
bases are all in fair territory.

10-Nothing can be done. The hit stands. In the
major leagues. managers are fined for not notifying
the umpires of a change in plavers. But. under the
baseball rules. as soon as a pinch-batter takes his place
in the box. he's officially in the game-regardless af
whether he's announced.

You'll
find the lines shorter, the atino·
sphere cooler. and the press of
the crowds lighter.

Wha t about the money
needed? Is it as expensive as
you've heard? Yes and no. You
can go to the Fair, spend the
$2 admission ticket only, visit
the hundreds of free exhibits
and have a wonderful time. Or
you can go on a moderate plan:
have lunch at one of the foreign
pavillons, take in a few of the
paid attractions, and you will
spend close to 12 or 15 dollars
a day. Of course, if you really
want to pay six dollars for the
Smorgasbord at the Swedish
building, visit a bar or two, take
a helicopter ride ($6.50), and
indulge in some of the other
luxuries, prepare to drop at
least fifty bucks a day.

The point is that you can '
spend as little and as much as
you like. To really enjoy the
Fair old Wally recommends
that you should Wan on alloting
at least $15 a day. Hotel room
costs will add still another ten
to twelve dollars. And don't for.
get to include some money for
a tub of warm water and Epsom
salts.

Gandhi gays not everyone who praises his grandfather
lives the Mahatma's spirit He tells the Indians it is
exploitation to call on Gandhi's name unless you possess
the power to change human nature and turn enemiel
into friends.

In new patterns of power unfolding across every con-
tinent revolution to change the aim and character of
humanity is blazing. Ikt us ensure that blaze creates
more light and less heat. At a time when it is God's will
and man's desiring for everybody-black, brown, white,
yellow and red-to walk with head upheld in dignity,
equality and peace, selfishness alone breaks homes,
divides races, moltiplies hate, bedevils the hope of a
moral maturity to match the technological and indus-
trial opportunity of our times.

 opposing America, with her Negro and Latin Ameri-can and Caucasian and Indian minorities were able

to proclaim in honesty to the listening earth, "Come and
see how all men everywhere are meant to live. We need
you all in our bid to change world history. In this
essential task, black men, white men, all men are needed.
Here in this land we live like sons and daughters of the
God who created all men equal, planting in each human
heart the knowledge of right and wrong that makes man
different from a beast"

Africa, emerging into freedom, would leap with joy
and clasp hands across the ocean. Asia would turn her
eyes to the West. Latin America would forget the nirta-
tion of Fidel Castro and follow the advances of her

comrade in the North. Peking and Moscow would cease
to glare, yellow to red eyeball at each other as they
realized their plan to take over Mr. US.A. was outmoded.

n Ale white men are prone to tell everybody else wliat
¥¥ to do. But we are too proud to listen to the voice of
God and, in obedience, learn what to do ourselves. We
preach unity and call ourselves the United Kingdom or
the United States. We transfer idealism to the United
Nations but we remain, behind the doors of homes
offices, churches, deeply divided by jealousy, ambition,
greed or prejudice. I pray the black man does not fall
into the white man's ways in this regard.

Today, the long-awaited tide of history flows toward
the non-white races. That tide will lift burdens of
centuries and wipe out bloodstains in the sands of time.
Be sure it elevates all humanity. You cannot expect
every Negro, any more than every white man, to be a
genius of ability, a paragon of virtue, a miracle of
grace. But I hope, pray and expect that the Negro
people of the United States will have the wisdom and
human greatness to avoid mistakes that men like my-
melf have made.

The black man's chance is surely coming. What will
he do with it? I do not say, "Be patient" I say, "Be
passionate for something far bigger than color. Be
passionate for an answer big enough to include every-
body, powerful enough to change everybody, fundamen-
tal enough to satisfy the longings for bread, work and
the hope of a new world that lies in the heart of the
earth'g teeming millions."

Segregation yesterday. Confrontation today. Trans-
formation tomorrow. Let the hands of the black man

stretch out above the heads of government:and nation/-
alities to welcome all people ready with them to remai
the modern world.

1 Inless we accept a world aim, we may be lost in
U narrow disputations. It is difficult if not impossible
for others to place confidence in a system of democracy
that preaches inalienable rights of the individual with
its lit,0 but rot)s men of their rights with its customs.
Yet, nothing would suit the enemies of freedom more
than to see this country tear itself apart, preoccupying
itself with internal strife, while dictatorship takes over
the world. Some demagogues, white and black, inside
and outside America, desire to push the problem for the
sake of personal power instead of curing it for the sake
of all people.

It remains my belief that crossless Christians do more
to camouflage the reality of Christ's revolution from
humanity than any Communist or Fascist

There are sincere men who have no faith in God. To
them it can be said, "Accept the challenge of living

What color is God's skin? In fifty years half the earth's
population will be Chinese. The South African govern-
ment seems to think Chinese.are black. Contrariwise,
because South Africa does much trade with Japan, the
Eame government says Japanese are white.

Laws are essential I believe legislation must often
march ahead of the growth in man's character that
makes much legislation unnecessary. But laws-though
in South Africa they change the color of a human skin

-cannot by themselves alter the character of hMn
heart.

On the day President Kennedy was assassinated, I
talked with two Negroes. They agreed a civil rights bill
with teeth would probably pass Congress. Then one said,
"Whatever laws pass Congress, I can never trust a white
man. It is in my bones to hate them all" Unless you've
been a white man, you don't know what it means to have
that said to you.

I told those Negroes how I, an ordinary Englishman,
had made the experiment of listening to the voice of
God, the inner voice that speaks to each human heart.
I saw it was the selfishnese, arrogance and pride of men '
like myself which had caused untold suffering and in-
justice.

il/hen I spoke to the Mau Mau, detained in the Athi
¥¥ River Camp in Kenya, they covered their faces.
They would not look at a white man. My first words
were, 9 was born white. I could not help it, could I ?"
They began to look at me. It began to slide upon their
undentanding it was as immature and ignorant to
hate a man because he was born white, as to hate him
because he was born black, brilliant foolish, ugly, bean-
tiful, big, small, Jew or Ard When I had •ni•hed,
theirl,aders •aid, "If w• haddreamed whitomencould .

think as we heara you speak today, there would have
been- no Mau Mau in Kenya."

Some of these former Mau Man leaders have become
my friends. They saw white men chang& They learned
that black men, too, could change. They changed. They
now are- fighting with people of all races to bring God'•
revolution to Africa. They understand that violence,
sometimes regarded as a good servant, can swiftly be·
come a bad master, and that history never long remains
on the side of hate. Hate knows no color bar. Neither
does love. Heart power is America': strength. Hate
power is her weakness.

The two Negroes said to me, "Do you think education
and environment can change human nature?i I long
for every man, woman and child to have the best educa-
tion and environment civilization can provide, but
neither environment nor education changed me. God did.

God made men in different colors. A white man's
world-in the sense that a white man because of the
color of his skin, is closer to God than his neighbor-
affronts the will of the Almighty and the conscience of
humanity. So does a black man's world. So does a world
of yellow or red domination. We need a world where all
men walk the earth with the dignity of brotherhood
that should be normal to all who accept the fatherhoed
of God.

The Negro is neither worN nor better than his
neighbor. The same is true of the white man, We all
have our loftier side, and our more debased.

America will set the continents free when sheexperi-
ences lasting freedom-freedom from the immaturity of
hate, the underdevelopment of aelfishness, and the in-
fantility of impurity and dirt. We exploit our wife or
oomebody elds wife, our neigN-, our busin- riv,4
and Icream 0Ut 8/inlt *Ipleitation.

Absolute moral standards of honesty, purity, unselfish-
ness and love are a yardstick by which all men can
measure their conduct.

- An expanded optional
service providing broad toll-
free calling privileges for cos-
ton,ers in the Detroit metro-
politan area, which includes
Plymouth.

-A new budget service that
will offer residential service
for less than 10 eents a day.
The toll reductions will make

it possible to talk longer for less
on calls up to 10 miles and to
talk longer at present rates on
toll calls of IO-20 miles. These
"short-haul" calls represent 35
per cent of all toU calls placed
within Michigan.

For 1011 calls of 10 miles or
less. the charge for the initial
period will be cut from 15 to 10
cents. In addition. the initial pe-
riod will be lengthened from
three to four minutes and the
overtime period will be doubled
from one to two minutes.

As a result. Plymoath phone
users. for example. will be
able to call Farmington for
10 cents instead of the pres-
ent 15 cents. And a six-min-
ate call from Plymouth to
Farminglon win be reduced
from the present 30 cent, to
15 eenta.

On a call from Plymouth to
the Kenwood exchange. for in-
sunce. the initial charge will
continue at 20 cents. but a six-
minute call now amounting to
35 cents will be reduced to 25
cents.
