It will come as a surprise to many Plymouth school
voters Monday when they encounter a proposal for
enlarged borrowing power for the new Schoolcraft Com-
munity College district.

The proposal has been discussed in The Observer
several times, but it just hasn't picked up much public
notice.

New matching funds recently have been made avail-
able from Lansing and Washington, a sort of windfall
for our local college, and the Schoolcraft Board and Staff
has been on its toes and has moved quickly to take
advantage of the funds.

No increase in millage is sought, or involved. Taxes
will NOT change if the borrowing authority is granted
Monday.
“YES” is the correct vote on the college proposal.

And the usual warning to Plymouth voters. School
elections here in the past have been “stolen” by small
organized groups who maneuvered while regular inde-
pendent voters stayed at home.

Vote Monday! Polls will be open from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m.

When the handsome, imposing new City Hall cere-
monies were held in Plymouth last week, the thought
crossed the mind during one of the speeches that the
Councilmen of Livonia and the Trustees of Redford, not
to mention the Mayor and Supervisor, should have been
required to be present in the audience.

Now HERE is a City Hall!

It is large, substantial, awe-inspiring . . . rising
above all other architecture in the City of Plymouth,
save for some of the schools and churches . . . a cen-
tral place of attention and the seat of authority in a
cohesive community. ,

. It would have been right for the decision makers of
neighboring Livonia and Redford Township to be forced
to compare the image in their minds with the “dwarf,
rectangular little boxes” which represent the breadth
and height of government buildings in these commu-
nities. It is possible to drive past the “civic centers” and
never realize you’ve even done it.

ahead. How well this job is done will constitute the final
judgement of the work of the councilmen and trustees.
Whether they were able to slick-talk the voters into an-
other term in office is a2 matter of little consequence,
in a historic sense.

Somehow right here we are compelled to think of
a new administration building opened last autumn by
the Livonia Board of Education: it is the operating head-
quarters of one of the largest school districts in the
State of Michigan.

The building sits back unnoticed off Farmington
road, plain and square, but there’s another facet . . .

This building never has had a dedication, a public
‘open house,” or even a passle of publicity. The reason,
we've been advised in,confidence, is that the Board
feared bringing the takpayers into the act; they were
wary that such a dquarters would be regarded as
“extravagance” in one way or another and that it might
place in peril a future ballot millage request. '

All of this is leading into a review of a book which
was one of several fascinating volumes brought to The

Editor by benefactors while he wrestled with the long [

recent hours in the hospital.

It’s written by an angry architect (Peter Blake) and
called “God’s Own Junkyard.” He blasts away at the de-
sign of suburbs, at the mixing of the beautiful and the
ugly in the inner cities, at billboards; at the lack of
imagination in residential living areas; and, ves, at the
failure of public officials to recognize the need for Sym.-
bolic Buildings in a balanced, interesting community:
and at planning commissions and politicians.

Excerpts from “God’s Own Junkyard’':

“No people has inherited a more naturally beauti-
ful land than we . . . the only trouble is that we are
about to turn this beautiful inheritance into the biggest
slum on the face of the earth . . . the mess that is man-
made America.

“. . . our suburbs are interminable wastelands
dotted with millions of monotonous little houses on
monotonous little lots and criss-crossed by highways
lined with billboards, jazzed-up diners, used-car lots,
drl!;e-in movies, beflagged gas stations and garish mo-
tels . ..

“. . . as for the preservation of man-made improve-
ments, it is almost non-existent; ever, when a building—
whether handsome or indifferent—has ceased to be a
‘money-maker’, down it comes to make way for a super-
market or bowling alley . . .

“...in our land we have just about empowered a
branch of government (FHA) to specify the size and
shape of the typical American suburban master bedroom
(in which all Americans are thus created equal); to
specify the size and shape of the typical family room
(in which all American tots crawl around equal); to
specify the size, shape and style of every suburban house:
and we have empowered the FHA to specify the width,
length, curvature or straightness, surface, presence-or-
absence of trees, sidewalks, poles, of every single subur-
ban street (on which all American teenagers play equal—
at considerable peril).

- - -
MORE ON SUBURBIA

“... suburbia has more space, more greenery, more
modern kitchens, more gadgets, than Urbia. But all of
this, and much more, could have been achieved in in-
finitely better ways.” (The author urges some high-rise
apartments on narrow lots, attached together, with small,
private patios; easy to maintain . . . the surplus land then
could be pooled for great common playgrounds, parks
or gardens).

“Studies in Philadelphia and Connecticut showed
that taxes levied on apartments produced an annual
surplus of close to $35 per unit which applied just to
the cost of maimtaining public schools . . . the reason
is obvious: high-rise apartments tend to attract young
families without children, older families whose chil-
dren have grown up, and people living alone . . . it
makes eminently good economic sense for Suburbia to
encourage a mixture of building types . . .

“. . . as for symbolic buildings, what do we see in
Suburbia? It is true there probably are some churches
along the nearest highway. But while the churches of
our early New England towns and villages were tall
enough to be visible from almost everywhere, the sprawl
of today’s Suburbia has pushed the churches so far out
that their spires are no longer visible farther than a
block away. The Howard Johnson spire, more often than
not, is more visible . . . one of the important functions
of a-tall building in any community is to serve as a point
of reference, to permit people to find their way about
without trouble . . .

‘The meaning of all this is two-fold: first, we do
not seem to possess the sort of common faiths that
shaped cities like Florence (whose only tall buildings
were symbols of religion and of government); and, sec-
ond, one reason we are not so committed is that no-
body living in Suburbia is conscious of the physical
symbols of democratic government—the one faith we
do CLAIM to hold in common . . .

“We find ourselves with 50 million suburbanites
most of whom are totally disinterested in local govern-
ment, refuse to participate in it, and frequently don’t
even know what community (if that is the word) they
belong to.”

The concluding words are not The Editor’s, but those
of Peter Blake, angry architect and author of “God’s
Own Junkvard” . . .

“The only local issue that arouses anv degree of
passion is taxes—and that one tends to generate more
furore than constructive illumination . . .

“. . . just about the ONLY factor that determines
the shape of the American city today is UNREGULATED |
PRIVATE PROFIT; profit from speculation with land.
profit from manipulating land and buildings. and profit
from the actual construction and subsequent lease or
sale of buildings . . .

“. . . our planning commissions generally bend for
everyone with political connections, and permit vari-
ances . . .

“. . . our elected officials think of little beyond
taxes and their chances at the next election.”

LIGHTS GIVE POOLS
DREAMY GLOW AND
ADD HOURS OF FUN

A setting sun doesn’t have to
be the signal that the day’s fun
around the new back yard pool
has ended.

Up to 100 hours of nighttime
poolside enjoyment can be
gained every month of the out-
door swimming season merely
by providing the right kind of
overhead and underwater light.
ing.

Post-mounted yard lanterns
give a soft illumination to pool
decks, patios and walkways.
Mushroom lighting units—dome-
shapes, mounted on stems—are
increasingly popular.

Automatic controls that switch
on the poolside lighting system
at sunset allow the fun to go
on without interruption. They
also discourage prowlers if the
family happens to be out for the
evening.

Underwater lighting units are
now being used almost as much
for dramatic “glow” effects as
for swimmer convenience. A
glowing pool has much the same
hypnotic, “dreamy” influence as
a fireplace on those around it.

About two to four watts of
illumination in the pool are
recommended by most electric
companies for each square foot
of water surface. The average
pool (16’ x 32') thus would re-
quire sub-surface illumination
of between 1,000 and 2,000
watts.

It's important, lighting ex-
perts agree, to “soften” light so
that it does not glare in swim-
mers’ eyes. Lighting that comes
from more than one direction
gives better visibility and more
uniform illumination.

Don't try to install your own
sub-surface lights un less you
know what you’re about. This
is a job for a qualified electrical
contractor.

Portable back yard swimming
pools are more popular this
vear than ever before. Dealers
expect to sell more than a mil-
lion of them in a range of sizes
from waders to kings. Users will
get several million hours of fun.

Regular pool builders, ex-
perts in below-ground pool de-
sign and construction, are be-
ginning to go into the above-
ground pool business in the
larger sizes, particularly when
the project involves facilities
for the filtering, chlorination,
cleaning and draining of above-
ground pools.

Although portable or above-

At its meeting of April 29,
1964, the City Council did auth-
orize the City of Livonia to
install a traffic signal at the
intersection of Levan and
Schooleraft Roads in the Cxty of

van and Schoolcraft Roads is
scheduled to be done this month
(June). The Edison Company
will, however, have to set poles
and install service before our
service crew is able to actually
erect the traffic signal,

“Why chlorine?” (Yes, it
sounds like a new Frankie
Carle recording, but it’s No. 1
on the hit parade of questions
about pool purification.)

Experts will supply the an.
swer. Let's start with Attmore
E. Griffin, water treatment con-
sultant, writing in Swimming
Pool Age. Griffin says: .

“The chemicals used in swim-
ming pool water treatment can
be generally classed as disin-
fectants, algicides, co-agulants
and conditioners (acid-alkali
stabilizers),

“Disinfectants are agents
which, when properly added to
pool water, will kill the organ-

isms present that may in some
way cause skin infections or
other body disorders.

“Of all the disinfectants
available for this use . . . chlo-
rine is the most widely used...
it is easy to store and apply,
is non-toxic to humans (in the
amounts used for disinfection)
and is approved for use by
health authorities the world
over,

“When properly used, chlo-
rine . . will not produce odors,
It kills bacteria faster than any
other agent. It gives water a
sparkle difficult to surpass.”

In connection with portable-
type back yard pools that are

enjoying increasing popularity,
Dr. David E. Overton, Commis-
sioner of the Suffolk County
Department of Health, New
York, issued this public caution
not long ago:

“Small temporary fill-and-
draw back yard swimming pools
probably constitute the most
hazardous type of bathing facil-
ity insofar as bacteriological
contamination is concerned.

“These pools should be
emptied and cleaned frequently.
During their use, a chlorine
residual should be maintained
in the water at all times. Chlo-
rine sanitizers are a cheap and
effective method for the de

struction of bacteria, and
through their residual effect
provide a lasting protection.”
