BOUNCING AROUND THE SPORTS BEAT:
Remember those baseball questions and answers which
appeared here a couple weeks ago?

We're told that we goofed slightly on one question . . .

In such a situation, with runners on first and second, or
first, second and third and less than two out, the batter auto-
matically is out if be raises a fair fly which an infielder may
catch with reasonable effort.

If
Yyou take the wrong thing you could find yoursel! barred from
all school sports next year . .. or you may run into a situation
where your ineligibility is discovered after your team has won
some games. How would you feel if your school had to forfeit
some victories . . . and maybe a championship?

It has happened, you know,

ADULTS, who have anything to do with schoolboy athletes
during the summer, also should keep the rule in mind.

Most times when athletes have encountered trouble, the
real blame has belonged to some eager-beaver adult, who
thought he was a bigr shot and made a presentation illegal
under the State rules.

Sponsors of any competition involving boys should take a
moment first setting up a prize list to call State Director
Charles Forsythe, or one of his assistants in Lansing.

As the old saying goes:

“An ounce of prevention is better than a pound of cure.”

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Insect Disease Control of

Roses Weekly

If June is going to “bust out
all over” in the rose garden,
homeowners must take effective
measures against disease and
insects, says a Michigan State
University horticulture special-
ist.

“Control of both insects and
diseases is a weekly project.”
says Dr. Richard F. Stinson. |
“Think of spraying and dusting |

thoroughly cover the upper and
lower leaf surfaces.”

Stinson says the worst pest
of roses is barely visable to
the human eye. The red
spider mite—also called the
two-spotted mite — damages
plants by sucking the juices
from the leaves, thereby re-
ducing plant vigor. They
multiply at a phenomenal
rate in hot weather.

Rose Care

Old rose blooms always die
and usually do so by fading
away.

Michigan State University
borticulture specialists recom-
mend removing old faded rose

soon after flower petals begin
to wither, Studies show that
these old blooms have a bear-
ing on the size of younger
flowers produced during the
blooming period.

If an old flower is snipped
off just under the flower
head, the stem will branch
from small buds near the
upper end of the shoot, giv-
ing many small, and some-
times misshaped flowers.
Every gardener strives for

large, well-formed flowers. A
good rule to remember is to re-
move the shoot just above a
strong five-leaflet leaf, not a
three-leaflet one. The bud in
the axil of this large leaf is
usually the one which will pro-
duce the superior bloom.

| Stinson says that the best
| “all-purpose’ pest control for-
| mulation is one that contains
| the least number of ingredients
that will effectively control
| pests. He recommends mala-
thion or diazinon as effective
pesticides.

The two leading rose di-
seases are mildew and black
spot. Both are troublemakers
in moist, hot weather. Mildew
produces a very fine white
webbing over buds, leaves
and stems. Infected stems
may be twisted, leaves puck-
ered, and flower buds may be
killed.

Black spot starts as black
spots surrounded by yellow
zones. The spots first occur on
lower leaves, enlarge quickly,
and may spread upward in the
plant in a few days. Rapid de-
foliation often follows.

Disease control is similar
to insect control. Effective
chemicals are Mildex and
Captan or sulfur and Captan.
Spraying may be done in a

light wind where as dusting |
can only be effective when the
alr is still. Many people prefer
to use a dust, however, because
the equipment is much lighter
than that used for a spray
solution made up with water.
Either method is effective when
applied regularly.

Sam Clark's Modern Squares
are looking forward to their
26th birthday in June. It brings
back memories to Sam of how
he was drafted into the square
dance movement at an early
age.

A group of teen-agers were
holding social dances in the
front rooms of their pareats’
homes, when interest started to
wane.

We had a couple of sharp
boys in the group — Dick and
George Marshall. George said
to me one Saturday night —
“Sam, our group is going to
start square dancing.” I said—
“Fine, who's going to call"? He
said—"You are".

I said, “I don't even know
how to square dance, let alone
call square dances"”.

He said — "“you'll have to
learn how to call”,

'So, being a good sport, Sam
agreed to try. The oaly place
sponsoring square dancing was
Kendall Hall, at 10% Mile Road
and John R., in Hazel Park. Abe
Hill was the caller.

The first square dance we did
was ‘Around that couple and
peek-a-boo’. Between my sister
Bessie and myself, we were
able to remember three pat-
terns or movements well
enough to teach at our next
party.

“My popularity as a caller
continued to grow. During the
depression, when beer gardens

were brought back, one of my
friends who started a garden
asked if I would call Square
Dances for him at the rate of
$3 per night,

“At first I refused, telling
him “I don't call for money—
I just call for my friends for
fun”. He continued to insist
till I agreed to call one square
dance for him.

“The first night I called, all
we could get to try was four
men and three girls. I had to go
across the street and get my
sister to fill in, though the
place was just about packed.

“Anyway, 30 days from the
time we started square dancing
there, by 8:30 in the evening
the place was filled and people
would be standing outside in a
line sometimes a block long,
waiting for someone to leave,
so they could get in. It seemed
each week-end thereafter, the
lines got longer, the place more
crowded,

“Since we lived across the
Street, there was nothing to
prevent my mother from seeing
the crowds, so finally she called
me to her room and said:

“Son, I don't blame you for
liking to dance, and liking to
call square dances. When I was
young, I was denied the pleas-
ure of dancing and I always
felt that I missed something.”

She said: “I don’t care how
many square dances you call,
just promise me that you will
quit calling in places where
alcoholic beverages are sold.”

“So, I promised her that, as
soon as I could train another

caller to take my place, I
would leave there, and would
never again make a policy of
calling where aleoholic bever-
ages were being sold.

“After I left, I had no place
to call 50 I was restless — I
missed the crowd, their friend-
liness, and the applause I had
grown used to,

“One night I saw an ad where
there was a ‘Square dance
caller's contest’ — the winner
to be awarded the job of calling
in one of the largest square
dance halls in Detroit.

“I entered, with no idea that
I would win, but then I won
the contest — and wound up
calling six nights a week, and
working five days a week —
and a year of that was all I
could take!

“Though I was popular with
the dancers there, I was not
satisfied with the job we were
doing for square dancing, so
once more I was forced to
leave.

“Then in my sub-conscious
mind was born the idea of start-
ing my own barn dance.

“I had some friends, Mr. and
Mrs. Pontius, whom I visited
often. We did a lot of chit-chat,
and one day, I happened to
mention that I'd like to have
a barn dance to fool around
with.

“He said: “I have the land
right here, I'm not using it —
you might as well be using it
for a barn dance. If you want,
I will be a silent partner and
you manage it”,

Later I happened to mention
to the boys at the shop that I
would like to have a barn dance
but that it was beyond my
reach.

‘“Harold Schupring, as
spokesman, asked how I
knew it was ont of my reach.
He sald: “Tell you what we'll
do, you buy the material and
the boys and I will come out
and help you build”. I still
hesitated, but everyome kept
bugging me till I finally de-
cided to do it. Over the years
I have always felt that, with-
out my friends, the barn
dance wouldn't have been
here. -

dance was held — we had 10
squares. I had contracted with
a man to bring sandwiches and
coffee to sell during intermis-
sion. At our second dance he
told me somebody on the corner
told him I would be broke with-
in 30 days. I told him to go back
and tell that fellow “we're broke
now ~— that's why we started
the barn dance — to try to earn
a dime.”

“Among many pleasant things
over the years here at the barn
Captain Fred Davids, present
Commander of the Redford
State Police Post, paid me as
great a compliment as I ever
hope to receive,

sula, I was made honorary mem-
ber 797. On our 20th Annivers-
ary, the Livonia City Council
declared Square Dance Week
in recognition of the services
rendered to square dancers by
the barn dance.

Vallier pointed out that the
Detroit Water Board contract
is written in such a manner
that the Board has control at
all time and can raise rates at

any time without consulting the
customer.

He told of the experiences of
Redford Township which is
fighting a 40 per cent rate in-
crease in the courts at this
time,

“We would like to have pro-
visions inserted in any con-
tract we would consider that
would allow us to use our
pumps in any emergency. We
would also like the Detroit
Water Board to agree that our
rates would go up or down
proportionately with any in-
creases or decreases in the
City of Detroit. There hasn't
been any indication of an af-
firmative reply to either
provision after months of

negotiations,” he said.

“That’s why we can't get any-
where in talks, The Detroit
Water Board talks one way and
one way only."”

Vallier told the audience that
despite stories to the contrary,
there isn't much hope that
water mains in this area will
be tied into the proposed new
Detroit mains in Lake Huron.
Everything points to this area
receiving water from the lower
end of the system in the De-
troit River where the sewage
is at the highest level.

He also contradicted the
rumors that the mains will be
coming down Sheldon Road
from Northville within a
short time, pointing out that

at this moment there isn’t any
guarantee that the lines will
cﬁme down Sheldon Road at
au,

“Moreover, the City still has
a big investment in bonds that
will have to be paid off, wheth-
er we take Detroit water or
not,” he emphasized, “None can
pay off obligations if the in-
come takes a sharp dip and this
is what would happen to the
City even though the customers
would be paying twice as much
then as they do now.

“This question isn't going to
be resolved in the near future.
It's one that's going to take a
great deal of negotiation, a
great deal of work before we
even come close to a decision.”
