Di Ponio Wins

The Michigan State Su-
preme Court has reversed an‘
earlier decision by Circuit!
Court Judge James Breakey
who ruled against the plaintiff|
Angelo Di Ponio and in favor
of the defendant Denver Coc-
rum.
