felony cases have been reduced by 49 percent and
traffic cases by 75 percent. _

The Judge actually got his system working after
pushing a bill through the Montana State Legislature (it
took three years of pushing) which says “. . . whenever
the hearing in the juvenile court is had on a written pet:-
tion charging the commission of any felony, persons
having a legitimate interest in the proceedings, including
responsible representatives of public information media,
shall not be excluded from such hearing.”

In practice: the county prosecutor files a petition
charging Billy Doe, 16, with any felony offense that
would be punishable by imprisonment in a penitentiary
if the offender were an adult (burglary, auto theft, rob-
bery, assault and other serious offenses). The judge then
requires the prosecutor to produce any information he
has showing that a crime has been committed. If he is
convinced a felony charge is warranted, the judge orders
the case tried in open court.

First case heard under Montana’s law involved
brothers, 15 and 13, who had stolen $1,500 worth of
electronic equipment. The Judge committed both to the
state children’s home. The local newspaper devoted 35
column inches to detail: names, ages, parents’ identities,
addresses and verbatim testimony. Today the Judge says
the “youths are doing very well, and the older one is
going to college.”

The Judge admits his methods have made him un-
popular with those who believe that juvenile offenders
are emotionally maladjusted and must be treated rather
than punished. He replies:

“Our crime problem is critical because our court
systems have become infiltrated by dreamers. They
hold that juvenile offenders are sick, have no free will,
are made worse by punishment, are gravely damaged
by publicity, and can’t choose between right and wrong
unless a psychiatrist guides them.

“They believe every young punk who robs a gas
station, or snatches an old woman’s purse, or assaults
an innocent girl is a mental case who can only be
reclaimed through ‘treatment’ . . .”

Facts and Opinions long has contended that teen-
agers as a class are solid and sound but have suffered
under a “bad image” because of the capri of a
minor segment of their group. Yet, by withholding
names, the effect is to stain the reputations of every-
body in it. The voungsters of good character would be
more eager to have the names of offenders publicized
than would anyone else, we suspect.

~ Anonymity also shields the parents of offenders and
In many cases makes it possible to evade responsibility
for their voungsters’ behavior. :
But above all that, all members of society should
accept identical responsibility with privilege. When a
teen-ager is mature enough to drive, then he should drive
under the same rules as anvone else. He also should be
allowed to vote, smoke, drink, be married—and all else
—at a given age of maturity BUT he should be subject
to the full responsibilities for his conduct simultaneously.
Anything else provides a double-standard of
hypocrisy which never works successfully.

For Area Prep Athletes

THIS IS THE YEAR THAT
WAS

With apologies to the TV
program for borrowing part of
its title, one turns the tables
back on the 1963-64 school
year and what it wrote, ath-
letically, for the teams repre-
senting Bentley, Franklin,
Redford Union, Thurston, St.

Northville ]
Gets Off
To Big Start

Architects are utilizing subtle
details in home building design
to create dividers in open area
homes to separate one use area
from another.

One of the most interesting
uses of this technique has been
developed by William Fletcher,
an architect who uses the ex-
posed post and beam timbers to
divide a long living room so that
the dining room is subtly sepa-
rated from the living room end.

Fletcher has designed the post
and beams so that they protrude
a few inches into the room as
upright posts and he also ex-
posed the beam across the ceil-
ing about two inches. In this
delicate way he has given the
dining room end of the living
