country.

Nothing in our democratic
heritage is more sacred than
the right to vote as we choose.
This means not only a free
choice of candidates but an or-
ganized, understandable, com-
pact set of rules and procedures
to allow this free exercise of
judgement. Burdening voters
with unwieldy ballots and un-
reasonable time limitations dis-
criminateg against the slow read-
er, the older voter, the handi-
capped, the first-time voter, and
the' busy housewife or worker
who cannot stand long lines.
The Massachusetts ballot is a
clear denial of the intent and
purpose of our voting privileges.
That is why, the people of Mich-
igan will find the energy and
the forces to produce the 250,
000 signatures required to main-
tain the full freedom .of our
right to vote as we please.
