Suit intended to test the legal-
ity of Plymouth Township’s

has been filed in Wayne County
Circuit Court by J.A.R. Corpora-
tion against the Township
Board.

The building corporation is
headed by Detroiter Sam Stoller
who made his intentions known
to the Planning Commission at
its regular June meeting.

Many of our patrons will lift an eyebrow or two
and say “What’s wrong with these wonderful auditor-
iums at Thurston High, Bentley, Franklin, or Redford
Union High Schools?” Yes, we realize the seats are
comfortable. They appear to be adequate to the public.
Let’s examine them from a theatrical standpoint.
First of all, the stages are quite inadequate. Wing space,
the area on either side of the stage opening, is always at a
minimum. To cut down on the space here is disastrous. You
must be able to store scenery wagon stages props, etc. None
of the stages are able to “fly scenery.” In all theaters worth
their true value you are able to fly at least 10 to 20 pieces of
scenery. In this manner you then can do productions with multi-
ple scenes. Or you can have other equipment flown that would
be used . for additional community functions. The stage becomes
more versatile and functional as you enlarge it, build it higher,
and provide more basic equipment.
None of the stages mentioned have lighting facilities that
could be approved by a theatrical lighting firm. When the
architects were designing the lighting for these stages, they
must have fallen asleep at the switch —the light switch that is.
Beam spotlights are absent. Tormentor lighting is non-existent.
Ancient border lights persist. You would think that our present-
'day high school stages were being readied for a 19th century
| production of “Hamlet.”
5 High school drama directors for years have been removing
| large tufts of their hair as try to do worthwhile produc-
tions for the public under trying situations. Schools should
prepare our youngsters for J?Ie the outside world. How can they
truly know how a professidnal production should fit together
and become a truly cooperative work of art when they must
labor under the most ban-en of conditions? Taxpayers for cen-
turies have been saying “NO" to the expenditure of funds for
such frivolous goings-on. Yet they dearly love to go out to the
movies, stage plays, and watch TV.

Where do we train people for this profession? The fine
arts program in our high schools should be as important as the
more academic side of life. And who is to say that musie, art,
or drama is any less exacting than the unraveling of a binomial
theorem? Educators for centuries have been arguing about this
and have yet to come up with some solid answers. Old Wally
will not attempt to provide the solution.

We need a community auditorium in Livonia, Redford
Township and Plymouth. Nothing like asking for the moon. The
way I figure this pitch is to ask for three and who knows we
may get at least ONE, It's my fond hope that much of the money
realized off the Show Train effort would go into some such Fund.

Now if a philanthrople Livonian has some acreage in

the Farmington, Five or Six Mile area to donate for this
good cause, let him speak up. Address your leiter to our
office. Of course another method is what the good citizens
of Rochester, Michigan are in the process of doing. They are
ralsing the money necessary for this community auditortum
via short term bonds. The local bank informed them that
they only had to raise $15,000 to move into a $50,000 building
project. The citizens over-subscribed the issue by buying
$22,000 worth of bonds.

Old Wally {s certain that by the combined assistance of
Show Train, millionaires, public subscription of bonds, and the
persistent efforts of some community auditorium zealots we
could have a structure for use by 1866. Not only could this audi-
torium be for community functions, but with wise planning it
could be a youth center.

“Hutch,” fully dressed, took the second to remove
what clothes would hinder him in diving and made a
neat, clean dive to the bottom of the pool. No easy job.
He pushed the now-unconscious Curran to the surface
where he was pulled out by two men and immediately
they began with artificial respiration—one applying the
strength and the other the timing.

Although the Township firemen pullmotor responded
promptly, the neighbors had already brought John Cur-
ran back to life themselves, by keeping their. heads—
heroes all.

Particularly does John Curran think so—although
mighty uncomfortable in the hospital stretched out on a
frame to correct his break. Still he is around to complain
about it.

of the school system feel that
there is a definite need for a
change in the curriculum to
take care of those youngsters
who are not college bound.
“As the situation now exists,
there isn't anything or very
little in the school curriculum
for these voungsters who have’
little interest in the collede
preparalory courses — they
need something to keep them
interested and keep them in
school.

“At the moment, there isn’t

and naturally they drop out l

of school rather than sit- |

around. I emphasize that this |
problem isn't Plymouth's
alone. It is true in all school
districts.”

Hoben told of some of the
problems the Employment
Service faces in placing workers
in the Plymouth area.

These ranged from conflict
between the child labor laws
and the compulsory school at-
tendance laws, employvers seek-
ing a Phi Beta Kappa for a
$1.50 per hour job, conflict |
with unions over apprentice-
ships, short time employment
and factories with their own |
employment agencies or depart-
ments,

“We feel we have made tre-
mendous progress in the past
vear and hope it continues in
the future,” said Hoben. “We
think we are easing the young
adult employment problem con-

ward to even more progress in
