Lindsay predicts the total will
be as great and perhaps go even
higher in the second half of
the year.

He mentioned the multi·

dwelling apartment projects re-
cently approved by the Plan-
ning Commission and the Board
of Trustees on Plymouth and
Schoolcraft Roads and the sin-
gle dwelling subdivisions
planned in all sections of the
township.

"Then we have the peti-
tions to consider for a large
apartment project at the in-
tersection of Sheldon and N.
Territorial Roads and the

growth we expect in the west-
ern side of the Township once
the sewer and water lines are
extended to that section," he
said.

Melkllan's report shows the
Township handled 46 permits
in June for a total of $378,623
for which it collected $1,717
in fees.

The high for the six-months
came in May when 51 permits
were issued for a total value-
tion of $934.440.

Despite the tremendous up·
surge this year, the single
month high is still below that
of April in 1963 when 35 per-
mits were handed out for a
total of $968.325.

The breakdown by months in
1963 follows:

January, three permits for a
total of $12,100 and fees of
$80: February, 7 for $30,090
and $191 in fees: March, 11 for
$74,520 and $338: April. 35 for
$968,325 and $1,326; May. 38 for
$334,611 and $1,616: and June,
39 for $287,462 and $1,414.

The record totals for 1964:

January, 7 permits for a
total of $119,000 and fees of
$498; February. 65 for $672,-
000 and $3,477; March, 55 for

$566.536 and $2,681; April,
63 for $657,805 and $3,010;
May, 51 for $934,440 and

That was the news given to
the Plymouth Board of Educa-
tion Monday night by Trustee
Ernest Henry after sitting in on
a meeing in Lapharn Township
a week ago.

Under the new state laws,
Lapham Township voters have
only to make it known by a ma-
jority vte that they wish to
have thoir school district be-
come a liart of Plymouth and it
takes pace.

Henry learned this in a con·
versation with Washtenaw

County school officials who
informed him that Lapham
Township already has met
some of the requirements by
having a small portion of the
Township become annexed to
the adjoining township.
Thus, the Plymouth Board

Monday ma8e plans to study the
situation thoroughly and learn
exactly what the impact of the
Lapham proposal would have
on the school district.

Lapham has an area of 2,400
aerea and a state equalized valu-
ation of $925,000.

It has a total of 46 students
in kindergarten to grade six and
22 from grades seven through
12.

The students In the secondary
grades already attend Plymouth
Schools on a tuition basis but
those in the elementary classes
would be added to the school
district for the first time.

Henry indicated no definite
action has been taken but there
is a strong possibility that Lap-
ham Township residents will
make an effort to have the vote
quickly so that the students will
become part of the Plymouth
system by September.

Notwithstanding the fact,
they were lomng at the time, they wanted to finish
the contest the way it should be...by playing right
down to the final out.

The manager left the diamond burning mad.
What extra remark he rendered about the umpire
ean't be re-printed herewith. Or any place else, for
that matter.

What the manager obviously didn't realize was
that he was degrading the authorities who were placed
in charge of this particular game.

Umpires are pretty much like policemen. The
men in blue, or in striped shirts, are there to render
decisions, to make certain the rules are followed and
supervise the proceedings.

They represent the league in question. They
couldn't care who wins, or who loses.

***

Managers and coaches who act up, especially in
the presence of youngsters, aren't d{8ng a very good
job of teaching their charges. The same goes for par-
ents, who at Little League games are forever picking
apart the umpires.

The kids are instructed in school... and at
home...to obey the laws. We tell them that they
should be careful when thev cross the streets...to
drive within the speed limits...to get to school at
the prescribed hour, etc. We also tell them to have
faith and believe in the law enforeement officers.

Why then should it be any diNerent on the
baseball field?

Why should managers lead their young pupils
to believe that umpires and referees are bums who
are eheating, degrading and messing up the games?

Let's be honest.
The chronicler of this column has officiated thou-

sands of sports contests over the past 25 years. Yes,
we have made mistakes. We have called strikes on
pitches which were balls... and vice-versa.

We have goofed on base calls... when a man
should have been declared safe, instead of out.

***

Every ump misses a play here and there along
the line. The professional gents who work at Tiger
Stadium slip just like their counterparts on the local
sandlot diamonds.

But, let me say this: Umpires make fewer mistakes
by and large than the players, managers and the fans
who seem to know it all.

It's no snap calling 200 pitches in a game ...
or trying to cover three bases, plus the plate...at
the same time. It takes time to study the rule book
so that you know what regulations are and how to
administer same.

Occasional - blasts at umpires are good for the
umpires. We say this because when an ump goes
inning after inning and game after game without any
complaints, he tends to take his work for granted.

But for a player, manager or fan to carry on end-
lessly with foul language attains no results. The ump
won't change his decision and the real losers are
kids... who came to play and enjoy baseball.
