Each and every time there has been a Detroit news-
paper shutdown during the past seven years, Facts and
Opinions has viewed the circumstance with despair. Our
long-time readers have heard us before on the subject,
and we won't go into it with any depth tonight again.

Only this—if they keep it up, the newspaper me-
chanical unions soon will punch another Detroit news-
paper out of business. When and if it goes, there won't
be only jobs disappearing. . . there also will be the snuff-
ing of another point of view, the blinding of another set
of eyes which otherwise would be evaluating the every-
day movement of life. The store of information which
all of us in this metropolitan area use to judge, will be
that much reduced.

Gone will be the other judgement, the second point
of view available and useful to all of us who depend
upon others to describe and analyze matters upon which
we have no chance to conduct our own observation.

AGED TRIO SUFFOCATE IN CLOSET

Livonia Police are seeking a
diabolic robber - killer who
locked three elderly doctors—
two sisters and a brother—in a
small clothes closet on the sec-
ond floor of their home at 11040
Melrose and left them there to
die in the steaming, searing
heat of last week.

The badly decomposed bodies
of the trio were found by in-
vestigating officers Sunday
afternoon when they answered
a call from neighbors who re-
ported they hadn't seen any of
the three for several days.

Patroiman W. Cryak made the
initial investigation after
Charles Bowdlear, 11026 Mel-
rose, called police to check
since he hadn’t seen any of the
trio for several days and
thought there might be a sick
person in the home.

Patrolman Crayk entered the
home with Paul Drumm, 34765 |
Standish, a friend of the family, |
and they discovered the bodies
in the closet.

Crayk immediately dispatched
a call to: the Livonia Police
headquarters and officers from
the vice detective bureau under
the supervision of Capt. Michael
Vorgitch and Lieut.

Turner ‘told reporters they
found the: house in shambles
where the robber or robbers ap-
parently ransacked the dwelling
from the roof to the basement.

“New York is a fine place to
visit, but I'd never want to live
there” is the familiar statement
of many people after a trip to
New York City. However, here
1s one transplanted native of
Michigan who disagrees with the
statement. After 15 months of
battling the subways, coping
with 2 New York landlord, and
dealing with the problems of
day to day living in the City,
I have reached exactly the op-
posite conclusion—New York 1
a fine place to live, but I
wouldn’t like to visit it.

Why do I feel this way? To
understand this you must first
understand my impressions of
New York prior to becoming one
of its eight million residents.
Before I moved to the *“Big
City” I had visited Manhattan
on a number of occasions. Each
time I left with the impression
that New York consisted pri-!
marily of the Times Square area
with a few fashionable Fifth
Avenue shops thrown in for
variety; that all New Yorkers
were unfriendly; and that the
cost of living was too high.

I readily admitted that these
were generalizations, but some-
how 1 believed that if any gen-
eralizations were ever true these
were. Experience has taught me
that these were most erroneous. |

The first point I would like
to make for visitors to the City
is that Manhattan is not New |
York. New York City is com-

Did vou know that sections
of Brooklyn, Queens and the
Bronx are completely residen-
tial and consist of one and two
family homes on tree lined
streets? This too is true, for not
ALL New Yorkers live in apart-
ment houses. Inhabitants of these
areas tend their lawns, have
outdoor barbecues in the sum-
mertimes, and engage in neigh-
borhood activities just as each
one of you. These people are

'as friendly or as unfriendly as

yvour neighbors and are as con-
cerned with raising their chil-
dren and protecting their prop-
erty investment as you are. In
other words, they are much like
people who live in any other
section of the country.

Did you know that areas of
Manhattan have their own
political clubs along with
P.T.A.'s and neighborhood as-
sociations? They do, and these
activities are widely sup-
ported.
