Township Building Goes On
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Like fingerprints, tastes in curry seem to vary with the individ-
ual. The cook of India makes her own curry powder, and may
pulverize from five to fifty different ingredients to obtain just the
precise flavor she wants for a particular dish. In other countries
such preeision is not required: prepared curry powder will do the
trick. But the foods to be curried, the amount of spice used and
the accompaniments are subject to wide variation. Two faets do
not seem to change, however: curries are popular, and are always
accompanied by rice.

The reason for the latter fact is simple. Whether the curry is
hair-curling hot or subtle as a hint, the bland flavor of rice sets
it off ideally. Rice adds to the attraction of the dish, too, with
its contrasting texture and compatible color — snowy white or
delicate yellow as in the Saffron Rice below, '

Cook onion, green pepper, and garlic in 2 tablespoons oil until
golden. Sprinkle on flour, stir until well blended. Add meat stock,
simmer until thick and smooth. Add tomato sauce, parsley and
seasonings: simmer about 15 minutes. Stir in the meat and let
stand in the sauce preferably overnight but at least an hour.

Shortly before serving, cook banana slices in remaining oil. Cook
lamb mixture just long enough to heat it through. Serve over
Saffron Rice and garnish with the santeed hanana slices. To pre-
pare Saffron Rice, combine ingredients in a saucepan. Heat to
boiling. Stir, cover, and cook over low heat until rice is tender,
about 15 minutes, )

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS

Section 1. There shall be created new sections in Or-
dinance No. 153 entitled, Sections 36.1, 36.2, 36.3, 36.4,
36.5, 36.7, 36.8, 369 as follows:

Section 36.1. There is hereby created a special li-
cense for “produce markets” and “produce merchants”
under the terms and conditions as herein after stated.

The term “produce merchants” shall include any per:
son or persons selling vegetables, eqgs, fruits, and farm
products and produce of any and all kinds

The term “produce market” shall include any stall,
housing unit, stand or place where said goods are sold.

Section 36.2. It shall be unlawful for any person,
firm, or corporation either as principal or agent to engage
in the business of a "produce merchant” in the CHy of
Plymouth or to operate a “produce market” without first
having obtained a license in the manner herein provided.

Section 36.3. No license shall be granted to en-
gage in the business of a produce merchant or to operate
a produce market until there has been full compliance
with all of the ordinances, rules and regulations of the
City of Plymouth and until there has been proper certifi-
cation of the Chief of Police and Health Officer.

Section 36.4 The produce merchant license shall be
valid only for the period from May 1 to December 1, in
each and every year, and the licensee hereunder shall pay
therefore an annual fee of $25.00.

Section 36.5. In addition to all other rules and regu.
lations of the City of Plymouth no produce merchant shall
permit any fruits, vegetables, or produce of any kind to be
less than 18 inches off the gound either within or without
containers.

Section 36.6. The City Commission of the City of
Plymouth may permit the ercction of a temporary struc-
ture as a produce market for the first scason of operation
only. All other stuctures must be of a permanent nature,
as approved by the Building Department and the Health
Officer. -

Section 36.7. At all times the produce market shall
be maintained and kept in a clean and sanitary manner.
All refuse being kept in steel containers with tops and ade-
quate provisions made for the cleanliness of the establish-
ment.

Section 36.8 Every structure erected in compliance
with this ordinance shall provide toilet facilities or in lieu
thereof the produce merchant shall produce satisfactory
evidence that said toilet facilities are available at a reason-
ably convenient and nearby location.

Section 36.9 If there be any temporary structure
erected in compliance wth this ordinance, it shall be re-
moved upon the completion of the first season and the lo-
cation of the produce market returned to the same'cond!—
tion as before the structure was erected. All piher provi-
sions of Ordinance No. 153 shall be complned with so
long as they are not inconsistent with the intent of this:
amendment and any viclation of said ordinance shall re-
sult in immediate suspension of the license granted here-

under.

Section 2. This ordinance is hereby declared to be' an
emergency ordinance and shall therefore be given immediate
effect.

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Heartfelt thanks is deserved

Last Friday evening marked the
last performance of the Plymouth
Community band for this season and
Kellogg Park was packed with listen-
ers, both adult and small. The band,
under capable direction, performed
in its usual stellar fashion and the
crowd — especially the kids — seem-
ed enthusiastically pleased.

At intermission time, director
James Griffiths paid tribute to those
who had made the season possible.
Included were City Manager Albert
Glassford and D.P.W. Superintendent
Joseph Bida, both of whom co-operat-
ed in the setup and operation of the
city's portable bandstand.

In addition, Bida was cite@
part in stringing lights and prpviding

facilities while the band shell was
out of service and being repaired.

Others, including musicians who
donated their talents without pay,
were thanked for their part in the
successful season. Then Griffiths in-
troduced Plymouth Community
Federal Credit Union Board Presi-
dent Harold Guenther.

Guenther noted that next week,
when the park is dark and empty,
people will realize that something is
missing. Without the support of local
residents and that indefineable spark

that makes the Plymouth Community
a little bit different, he noted, some-
thing could be missing permanently.

Then Guenther pointed out that the
concerts have been made possible
through financial support by the
Credit Union. The financial institu-
tion has, for the second year in a
row, donated $1,500 to underwrite
the cost of presenting the weekly pro-
grams.

It's unfortunate that the Credit
o Union’s role has, for this long, gone
relatively unnoticed. Certainly its
part in financing the concerts de-
serves widespread recognition.

The Plymouth Mail applauds all
those whose efforts have made the
concert season a success. The un-
selfish devotion of the musicians, the
work donated by city officials, the
service performed by those who man-
ned the concession stand during the
programs — all are worthy of com-
mendation.

But, most important, we salute
the Board of Directors of the Plym-
outh Community Federal Credit
Union. They have made this past
summer a little more worthwhile.

The entire Plymouth Community
should say a heartfelt ‘‘Thanks’ to
them.

Citizens duty in free society

Telephone calls to Plymouth
Police complaining about irresponsi-
ble drivers on residential streets
have proven more of a problem than
a blessing in recent weeks.

Time and time again residents
have called to tell law enforcement
officers that drag races are under-
way in their neighborhood and, in-
variably, to demand immediate ac-
tion.

Equally as often, offenders have
disappeared by the time officers ar-
rive on the scene. The next step is
to contact the person making the call.

Sure, he says, he can give a de-
scnptxon of the car. Of course, he
knows who was driving. It’s that
hare-brained Jones kid who lives
around the corner. He's forever
peeling off in front of the house.

“If I've called you guys once,”
says the complainant, “I've called
you a hundred times. Why don’t you
nab that guy?'’ Then comes the hitch.
Officers explain that they can do
nothing unless they either catch
Jones in the act or some citizen
signs a formal complaint.

“Oh, no! Not me, brother,” the
caller replies. *‘I'm not about to sign
anything. First of all, the kid's old
man would get mad at me and,
secondly, the boy might retaliate.”

What kind of world, pray tell, are
we living in? This newspaper would
be the first to admit that, as a whole,
the younger generation has been
maligned. But when a few knuckle-
heads make life miserable for the
rest of the neighborhood, why are
we reluctant to take the necessary
action?

When the tyranny of youthful
puhks begins to make itself felt in
Plymouth, it's time for people to
begin to assess their responsibility to
the community and to forget what the
pimple-faced kid in the too-tight pants
might do to them personally.

Chances are, he wouldn’t do any-
thing.

The Plymouth Mail deplores the
“I’m not gonna squeal”’” sort of
mentality that seems to hold sway
in our society today. When flagrant
violations of the law have been com-
mittgéd, it is the duty of the indi-
vidual citizen to see that legal mach-
inery is set in motion to counteract
the situation.

Closed doors
should open

At the conclusion of last week’s
City Commission meeting, two of
Plymouth’s lawmakers questioned
the concept and practice of commit-
tee-of-the-whole sessions as they re-
late to the public’s right to know.

Both Commissioner George Law-
ton and A. E. Vallier said they felt
the governing body had devoted far
too much time to committee-of-the-
whole meetings in recent months.

Lawton said it seemed to him that
the commission had scheduled virtu-
ally everything of an even remotely
controversial nature for closed door
meetings. He and Vallier pointed out
that the press is invited to attend
such sessions, but the public is not.

This type of meeting, also known
as executive session, is designed for
the discussion of matters involving
individual personnel problems and
other items not conducive to public
airing.

We, like the two commissioners,
would hate to see any governmental
unit abuse the concept of private ses-
sion. The city has, in fact, scheduled
a number of committee-of-the-whole
meetings recently and the warning of
the two men comes appropriately.
But this newspaper would hate to
think that any of the meetings were
set with conscious intent to deprive
the public access to information
rightfully theirs.

Rather, we prefer to assume that
the press of business dictated extra
sessions and committee-of-the-whole
was the most convenient way to dis-
pose of them.

_ In the future, however, The Plym-

outh Mail wishes to go on record in
firm opposition to closed-door meet-
ings, except when absolutely neces-
sary. We suggest that the city fathers
consider scheduling a greater num-
ber of regular meetings for the dis-
position of city business.

And we urge a larger number of
city residents to participate in these
meetings. Government, any govern-
ment, only deteriorates when the
public it serves chooses to ignore it.

Large-scale attendance at city
meetings would stimulate the inte-
rest of both citizens and lawmakers,
and squelch the tendeacy % refer
business to committee-of-theswhale.
