At last week's Plymouth Township

Board Meeting, held Tuesday in the
Township Hall, trustees voted to give
Evans Products Company an ad-
ditional month's time to come up
with a satisfactory solution to the
smoke problem which has been
.plaguing both the industrial firm,
township officials and - more im-
portantly - township residents.

By the end of this month, accord-
ing to Evans Public Relations Direc-
tor Sam Hudson, the firm will have a
report on the nnatter fronn heating
consultants Cummins and Barnhart.

Based on that .report, Evans will
presumably decide whether to modify
their existing heating facilities or to
-.convert to gas. '·

But, meanwhile, Mrs: Fred Davids
·and other homeowners like her are
scraping soot · and greasy film from
their furniture, windows and home
exteriors. After an extended period of
little tangible action, they are under-
tandabIy impatient.

On May 19, when Plymouth Town-
ship, in the absence of Attorney Earl
Demel, engaged the Livonia law firm
of Brashear, Brashear and Mies to
handle the smoke case, this news-
paper applauded Trustee Ralph
Garber for his argument in favor of
moderation and reas€n.
