One of our newspaper offices sits near an ancient
firehouse on Five Mile road in Livonia and out the
window we see much of the comings and goings from
the station.

For some time, Facts and Opinlons has watched
dolefully as the old truck wheezed out of the tiny build-
ing. Our thoughts ran sarcastically something like *. . .
a modern city of 80,000 people . . . one of the red hot
communities of Michigan . . . and they send out a sad
piece of equipment like this . . . from a beat-up old
station such as this?”

Last Saturday night, the truck chugged out as ever
into the roadway, the fireman standing on the platform
at the rear, putting on his raincoat . . . as the way in the
'40s and before.

A car plummeted down the street and slammed
into the rear of the fruck, cutting right into the fire-
man. So stiff was the impact, the driver of the car was
hurled through the windshield.

Now — only now — they are remembering in the
Livonia City Hall that a modern new fire truck (where
the firemen don’t stand unprotected in the open) would
have been in use last Saturday night, if a few hundred
dollars had been appropriated to enlarge the station door.

The truck was purchased long ago and operates
elsewhere.

But now the fireman has had two legs amputated
at St. Mary Hospital.

Times change. So must methods.

There’s a moral in the tragic episode . . . applicable
to Farmington, Plymouth, Redford or wherever.
