1924-28—During this period
the homes constructed were
of excellent workmanship and
best quality materials. They
were built to last many life-
times by master craftsmen
who took pride in a fine job.
Designed for gracious living
the homes had large rooms,
attics for expansion and stor-
a%e and roomy basements
which could be used as play-
rooms.

1929-40—Homes built in this
period were still of good qual-
ity. The econamic depression
caused some attempts to re-
duce costs by short-cuts in la-
bor or materials.

1941-46—Because these were
war years with great short-
ages of skilled labor and ma-
terials not many homes were
built.

1947-50—A colossal post-war
housing shortage developed

1951-56—A new problem now
appeared. Although building
products and methods improv-
ed, styles became stereotyp-
ed, dining rooms, basements
and attics continued to be-
come scarce, and entire areas
of construction would consist
of homes recognized as be-
longing to one income level.

1957-64—Home building be-
gan to definitely improve,
However, skilled labor was
scarce. Land prices soared
and locations became more
distant from urban centers in-
creasing commuting tim e.
This was the period of homes
built at higher prices to match
the larger incomes earned.

Naturally in buying an older
home, it is always wise, first,
to have it checked by an arch-
itect, or a professional ap-
praiser.

ORDINANCE
NO. 306

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND NO. 85 ENTITLED AN
ORDINANCE TO REGULATE HAWKING, PEDDLING
AND STREET VENDING AND TO PROHIBIT THE
SALE OF GOODS, WARES, MERCHANDISE, FRUITS,
VEGETABLES AND FOODSTUFFS WITHOUT A LICENSE.

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

Section 1. Section 2 of Ordinance No. 85 is hereby

amended to read as follows:

. Section 2. The City Clerk is hereby authorized to
issue a license to any person of good character to en-
gage in the business of hawking, peddling, or vending as
aforesaid upon the payment of fees as hereinafter set
forth and upon a form prescribed by the said City Clerk.
No license thus issued shall be transferred or assigned.

Before, however, any license shall be issued, such
applicant shall furnish to the City Clerk a true photograph
of himself, his address, signature and physical description:
and shall furnish such other information as may be re-
quired by the City Clerk and in addition thereto shall pre-
sent a health certificate from a competent physician resid-
ing within the City of Plymouth, who shall first have made
a complete and thorough physical examination of said ap-
plicant to determine whether the applicant is affected with
any contagious or infectious disease, which said health
certificate shall bear a date not earlier than one year of
the date of termination of the license being applied for.

- No applicant may sell fruit, vegetables, or foodstuffs that
are unfit for human consumption nor may said applicant
pedc:le or sell same from vehicles which are unsanitary or
unsafe,

Any license issued under this ordinance shall be ap-
plicable during daylight hours only and no licensee under
this ordinance shall engage in the business of hawking,
peddling, or vending during the hours of darkness.

The clerk shall also have the power and authority to
require such other and further information as in his judge-
ment Mmay seem proper in order to determine whether the
applicant is a fit and proper person to be given a license,
having in mind the safety and welfare of the public.
