There is a Cooperative Nursery Council—to which 72 Cooperative

| nurseries belong—many in this very area.

Parents administrate the pursery and hire a professional
teacher. Mother participates in an orientation program and then
assists teacher on a rotating basis. She sttends a workshop at
Wayne State U. twice each year as part of the parent education
program.

These nurseries are licensed and inepected regularly by the
State. They are endorsed by Detroit Board of Education, Wayne
County Board, Merrill Palmer Institute and Wayne State U.

Preschoolers from three to five may attend.

Even father gets into the act repairing and bullding toys and
equipment. Supplies are purchased from tuition which is low.

Children attend two to five mornings or afternoons each week
for approximately two hours each day.

Activities include easel painting, crafts, finger painting, colage
(and then they can teach you), playing with large climbing equip-

| ment, building blocks, trucks, ete.

There is a doll corner or housekeeping corner in every
nursery with dress-up clothes, dolls and all the mama-type equip-
ment.

The children love it — particularly after all summer when

Remember that neither price,
look nor feel of a fabric gives a
clue to shrinkage.

Look for clues in Iabels to
help you discover degrees of
shrinkage. The term “sanfor-
ized” on a label means that
the fabric won’t shrink more
than one percent in either
length or width. “Preshrunk™
has meaning only when fol-
lowed by a line telling how
much the fabric will shrink,
such as “Preshrunk—will not
shrink more than one per-
cent.”

“Will not shrink™ “shrink
proof,” “unshrinkable” or
“shrinkless” are inaccurate
terms,

Label Tells The Story of Shrinkage

Homemakers can do their own
detective work. When buying
a garment, multiply the shrink-
age percentage given on the
label by the number of inches
in the garment.

This result gives you the num-
ber of inches a garment may
shrink in length. For example,
2 dress for a woman measures
about 50 inches long; one per~
cent shrinkage would
the length by 5/10 or half an
inch. But three percent shrink-
age would make a change of an
inch and a half, hence alter
ations would be necessary.

The toughest job in high school belongs to those men who|

direct football teams.

We have to sympathize with the likes of Mike Hoben at
Plymouth, Dave Brazil at St. Agatha, Al Webster at Our Lady of
Sorrows and all the other fine gentlemen who will start working
their prep gridders bright and early next Monday.

Here are men who have the most complicated task of all
coaches . . . they must deal with the largest squads and are
faced with the assignment of moulding 11 men into a unit and
also to develop adequate supporting material.

But how much time does the State Prep Assoclation give
them?
Not even three full weeks!
The public schools start their regular schedules on Sept. 18,
the parochial schools on Sept. 20.

Those close to high school football will tell you that “it's a
miracle that coaches accomplish as much as they do.”

What's more, the friends of the bootball coaches insist that
they (the coaches) are receiving a bad shake from the authorities.
They say:

“In other sports, the coaches can start working their
charges almost when they want to. Lots of basketball coaches

get going the first day school starts in the fall after keeping
their boys together during the summer in special leagues.

“Swimming coaches likewise aren’t restricted on when they
can start drills. Nor are baseball coaches.

“The baseball mentor is permitted, if he wishes, to keep
his charges going throughout the vacation. That's exactly what
Bob Leggatt has done at Thurston and Bob Atkins has done with
his Redford Union boys.

“But the football coach isn’t supposed to talk with his boys

while school is going on.

“Yep. the poor football coach. Everything is stacked against
him. He's even under more pressure than any other coach in the
school system.”

There also are those who say that the short time permitted
the prep footballers explains the great number of injuries — and
eve ntragic deaths — each season.

“How can a coach truly get his boys in shape " one veteran
prep authority recently asked us. “With so little time to get
set for the first game, the coach has to hurry his practice
sessions.

“So maybe he cheats a little on conditioning, etc. This is
something he probably never would do if he had an extra week
or two for practice going into the season.

The act, however, makes the
state and county authorities
fully liable for any actual dam-
age done to the premises by the
surveyors. Fences, trees and
shrubbery cannot be removed
for survey purposes without the
written consent of the property
owner,

Thus, the property owner is
amply protected by the law and
is guaranteed against financial
loss, while the state is permit-
ted to perform its service to
the public.
