Family Service

What Is 1? What Does It
Offer To The Community
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Family Service opened its doors in
Plymouth in February, 1964, just
seven months ago. To date, 122 fam-
ilies have applied to the agency for
service.

The requests for service have
come from many sections of the com-
munity, from the city and the town-
ship; and from many segments of
the population, business and pro-
fessional as well as laborers and un-
employed. The old, the young, and
the middle-aged have called for help.
Services requested have ranged from
calls for financial help, for house-
keeping service, for temporary care
of an invalid, for marriage counsel-
ing, for help in coping with behavior
problems of adolescent or younger
children, to requests for help in deal-
ing with many kinds and degrees of
psychological problems affecting an
individual or a family.

Some families have called for help
at a time of crisis and when the
crisis passed they have not felt the
need to explore the causative factors
that led to the crisis. Some of these
families will call again at another
crisis point in their lives. Some fam-
ilies are using long-term and inten-
sive treatment to alleviate long-
standing, chronic psychological stress
which has caused or contributed to
a breakdown in family relationship.

From the above paragraphs it ap-
pears that this community has readi-
ly availed itself of the services
this social agency, which was esta
Aished through the cooperative efforts
of Family Service of Ann Arbor and
the Board of Directors of the Plym-
outh Community Fund. Financial sup-
port comes primarily from the Com-
munity Fund, augmented by fees
from clients.

Many families have contacted the
agency on their own initiative, having
learned of its existence from local
newspaper publicity. Other families
have been referred by doctors, at-
torneys, or school personnel. Why,
then, ask what is Family Service?

In spite of the extensive publicity,
locally and nationally, about family
service agencies, a great deal of con-
fusion exists in the minds of many
people as to the nature, the purposes,
and the functions of these social
fagencies.

The word ‘service’” in the titles
of most family agencies seems to be
the prime culprit contributing to this
confusion. Some clients equate the
word ‘‘service’” with housework, for
some reason, and they assume that

the agency provides housekeeping
service at little or no cost to the
client! Some agencies use the word
‘“‘society’’ in the title and this com-
pounds the confusion; some people
have interpreted this to mean a
“‘social club’’ where they could meet
people and make friends.

Some clients think of the family
agency as a source of authority which
can be utilized to punish a misbehav-
ing child or a recalcitrant spouse.
No, the family service agency does
not provide any of these functions.

In order to clear up some of the
misconceptions about family service
agencies, and to make it possible for
this eommunity to utilize the re-
sources of Family Service most ade-
quately and effectively, I have agreed
to write a series of articles describ-
ing the work of the family agency
caseworker. The word ‘‘caseworker”
is, itself, a stumbling block to under-
standing the nature of the service
provided by that professional person.

Clients often ask, ‘“Are you a psy-
chologist?’ or ‘“What is the difference
between a psychiatrist, a psycholo-
gist, and a caseworker?’’ Other ques-
tions often directed to the caseworker
imply an assumption that understand-
ing of a client’'s problem and help in
solving problems can come only from
a person who has experienced similar
problems. Thus, the unmarried case-
worker is often asked, ‘“How can you
help me with my marriage problems
if you aren’'t married?”

It seems in order, therefore, to
answer some of these questions In
public print. Included in the series
will be articles describing the educa-
tional requirements for the Master of
Social Work degree; discussion of
sogial conditions which breed social
and psychological problems; and case
examples to-illustrate the kinds of
problems that clients bring to family
agencies and how the caseworker
helps the client to deal with the stress-
ful situation.

Case material will be drawn from
a broad background of experience
and will include hypothetical situa-
tions tailored to illustrate a particular
point. Under no circumstances will
case material from the Plymouth
community be used: However, since
human problems know no social, edu-
cational, or geographical boundaries,
it is likely that the reader will ‘'see
himself’ in a case now and then.
Questions or suggestions of topics of
general interest may be submitted
by readers.

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Next Monday, the Plymouth Com-
munity School District will become
the victim, or beneficiary — depend-
ing on how you look at it — of state
aw,

That’s the day when residents of
the Laphams Corners School District
in Washtenaw County are expected to

vote to divide their district and attach .

the major portion of it to Plymouth
schools.

In a legal opinion handed down
about three weeks ago, School Dis-
trict Attorney William Sempliner —
terming the action ‘‘somewhat arbi-
trary”’ — noted that law does not
provide for the consent of the acquir-
ing districts in such cases.

“. . . It seems” he wrote, ‘that
the whole procedure can be done
without the consent or even the
knowledge of the ‘district which thus
acquires part of another district.

**. . . The only voice that the ac-
quiring district might have is to ap-
veal to the Superintendent of Public
Instruction within 10 days of the time
of the action of the County Board of
Education in setting up the election.

“This procedure is perfectly legal
and valid.

needs changing

**Assuming that the proceedings in
connection with the Laphams Dis-
trict are regular, the Plymouth
Schools have acquired a part of that
district and there is nothing we can
do about it.”

It would seem to us that acquiring
school districts should be given some
say in the matter. Under present law,
districts with no conceivable com-
patibility can be joined together at
the expense of one, the other, or both.

Fortunately, the Lapham District
is reasonably’ well endowed from the
standpoint of valuation and will be
able to carry mqst of its portion of
the cost of educating students sent to
Plymouth Schools.

Its residents will be taxed at the
same 23.71 mill rate that other Plym-
outh School District property owners
will pay.

But it still seems highly inequit-
able that this district should have
nothing to say about the annexation
of another area to Plymouth Schools.

We think the law that sets up this
procedure is one which could stand
change. Residents of the annexing
district deserve a voice in the pro-
ceedings too.

New concept merits attention

This week, on the front page, The
Plymouth Mail carries the story of
Dynavoice Corporation and a small
portion of the story that lay behind
organization and location of this
firm in the Plymouth Community.

Dynavoice is a brand new com-
pany with a brand new product and,
on that basis alone, is perhaps no
more deserving of notice than any
other new industry. '

However, the concept which
brought Dynavoice here and made
possible its corporate birth in Plym-
outh is so unique that it merits atten-
tion. ;

When it appeared that enough
cash was not available locally to get
Dynavoice off the ground here, it was
a Plymouth resident who came up
with a new, untried plan of attack.

Why, reasoned City Commissioner
and I.D.C. director George Lawfon,
couldn’t Plymouth residents pledge
services in lieu of money? And, in
line with this highly unconventional
suggestion, that's precisely what
happened.

Flymouthites pitched in with what
they had to offer.

Engineers and draftsmen helped
on final design of the Dynavoice
piano player, an artist turned out
work for stationery and advertising
material. Professional men chipped
In with accounting and legal services.
Space was provided for engineering,
tool making and construction of a
pilot model.

The men were paid for their con-
tributions in stock and debentures in
the new company. One third of the
value of their services will be paid
for in stock, the other two thirds in
debentures.

And the whole thing seems te have
paid off -handsomely — Dynavoice
took the music ‘'show at Chicago by
storm.

We must confess that the implica-
tions of the Dynavoice story are

somewhat awesome. Never before,
to our knowledge, has such an un-
orthodox method of industrial deve-
lopment been applied.

Applied properly, the new concept
could open up whole new vistas of
expansion for communities willing to
give time and skill to an enterprise.

We applaud the men who gave of
themselves to bring another new
business to the Plymouth area. In the
highest sense of the word, they are
pioneers.

And tribute should go to the quiet,
soft-spoken Lawton for fathering the
concept of investing services on a
local basis. His brainchild is apt to
pay dividends, many times over, to
this community.
