Bida called the Plymouth
Township Water Department
and workers there opened the
Sheldon Road gate to furn-
ish water to the south end of
the city, Township Engineer
Herald Hamill reported the
Township furnished more
than 500,000 gallons in a
nine-hour perioa.

Later in the evening, the City
of Plymouth Fire Department
pumped water from the Town-
ship system into the City mains
at the Park Entrance Estates
subdivision No. 3.

DPW workers repaired the
16-inch main shortly after mid-
night and by 1:30 p.m. the
water tower on Church Street
was starting to gill

The broken water main was
shut off at Beck Road and water
was fed from the Six Mile Road
well field through the North-

ville Road line to serve custo-
mers in that section.

Early Friday morning the
main was dug up and re-
paired, showing a long split
in the 10-inch lime.

River. The site, approximately
four acres, includes a heavily
wooded ravine area with a ram-
bling stream at the bottom.
Across the valley from the
stream stretch wooded lots of
private residences so that the
view will never be marred by
commercial construction.

Prospective tenants have
their choice of two buildings,
both in a quaint Williamsburg
architecture.

, Did you know that high school football referees get ready
for the season just like the teams?

The whistleblowers take advantage of every chance they
can to work scrimmages so that:

1 — They can freshen up on their officiating techniques,

2 — “Warm up” on the rules.

3 — Maybe lose a pound or two of extra weight collected
during the spring and summer.

4 — Also work the ol' legs into shape.

The referees also take in a special meeting staged by the
State Association. One such affair was held last Wednesday at
| Bentley High School and more than 150 members of the striped-
| shirt fraternity gathered to watch a movie on rules and listen

to Assistant State Director Al Bush discuss the new adoptions, etc.

You'll probably note more schools hiring a fourth official
| for varsity games this fall. This move results from the need to
have an extra man to cover the side of the field opposite the
head linesman and also to make possible better coverage on the
gridiron,

The fourth man isn’t hired to help call more penalties. The
fact is, with an extra official on the field, very frequently fewer
| fouls are called, because the players then realize they can get
away with less.

This corner is very hopeful that Athletic Director Jack
| Cotton of Farmington, who is a member of the State Prep As-
sociation’s Representative Counecil, will succeed in re-writing
some of the regulations governing ninth graders in the junior
high school athletic programs.

As you probably have read on these pages in the past,
there is a wide variance in the rules as they pertain to a ninth
grader in a four-year senior high school such as St. Agatha or
Our Lady of Sorrows, or a ninth grader who plays on a junior
high team in Redford Township, Farmington, Plymouth or
Livonia.

Despite the fact, the two boys are the same age .
the same size . . . and are studying the same subjects . . . the
one who is in high school is considered the more superior athlete
the way the state rules are now written.

The boy who attends high sechool as a ninth grader can
play in nine football games and 16 basketball games. His counter-
part in junior high is restricted to six grid tilts and 10 in basket-
ball.

The high schooler (as a ninth grader) may play in football
games whose quarters run 12 minutes and basketball games
whose quarters extend over eight minutes. The junior highs
have to settle for eight minutes in football and six in basketball.

In track, the high schooler can run up to two miles: in
junior high the limit is around 100 yards.

We have pointed out these inconsistencies for several years,
dating back to the days when we wrote a prep column in the now
deceased Detroit Times.

This writer also can remember many instances where junior
high coaches demanded that referees violate the rules and extend

| the playing time of games to conform with those permitted for
| ninth graders in high schools.

If the official objected, he was politely told off . . . and
usually never got another contract to return. Of course, the
coach didn't think he was cheating on the rules which come
down from Lansing. ;

Men like Cotton now realize that something should be done.
The job may not be easy, however,

That's because in many rural sections of the state, the 9-12
grade system predominate. You'll find junior highs more preva-

' lent around Detroit and the other bigger cities.

Just what results remains to be seen. Even Cotton doesn’t
know.

But when people are talking, it's a good sign. Something
might happen.

Editor:

I have never before written
a letter to a newspaper, but
your editorial meoment on page
one of The Observer, forces me
to write. Your insulting and
arbitrary classification of a
group of Farmington Township
citizens as “petty politicians,
hysterical and/or ill informed"”
bas disturbed many of us.

We were present at the zon:
ing meeting you mention, and
you were not. I wish to inform
you that no one was hysterical,
and that we are probably much
better informed on the so-called
“Village Green” than you might
wish. You are a politiclan, but
we are only citizens who have
a citizen's interest in events
that affect us all deeply. We are
from “Old Homestead,” my hus-
band is an attorney, and I am a
college graduate with a degree
in chemistry. We are not given
to hysterical behavior, nor are
we given to espousing causes
without sufficient information.

We object strongly to the re-
zoning proposal for the follow-
ing reasons:

1. There is no need to rezone.
The property is beautiful and

boarded buses on opening
day.

“These youngsters,” Bedell
said, “met the man or woman
today who will be responsible
for their safety for some 10
hours a week for the next 40
weeks.”

Bedell pointed out that the
kind of person selected for this
responsibility, and the method
being used for matching drivers
to bus routes, is an important
part of opening school. In addi-
tion to meeting rigid local and
state physical, moral, and driver
requirements, drivers must be
able to handle a huge 60 pas-
senger bus loaded with exuber-
ant children.

His job is not made easier by
the fact he must keep his back
to the children while trying to
move over our crowded roads.
Drivers must drive flawlessly,
control large groups of children,
and avoid creating traffic jams
by moving briskly and pulling
to the side of the roads when
possible.

Before drivers meet to choose
bus routes, the Board’s trans-
portation supervisor, William
McLellan, must first create the
“runs”. He has the task of
scheduling 70 buses for 12,000
children among 40 schools.
