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The first blankets with in-
tricate patterns appeared in
Europe during the Renais-
sance. They were woven on
the draw loom, which was
invented in China and brought
to Europe by Marco Polo's
successors.

In the draw loom a separate
cord controlled each yarn,
and any combination of yarns
could be fitted together to
create beautiful patterns. The
cords were fastened to a bar .
at tne top of the loom. and
there a draw boy, us. ally
under ten years old, crouched
ready to pull strings at the
weaver's command.

These machines made

weaving blankets dificult and
time consuming and for cen-
turies attempts were made to
develop a loom that would
have all its parts controlled
from the center. In the year
1661 such a loom was report-
edly set up in Danzig, Poland
for which the claint was

made that it could weave four
to six sheets of cloth at one
time without human aid, and
it could be worked night and
day.

It was not known how this
loom was constructed. but it
caused several injuries to the
'men operating it and the 1
Polish authorities suppressed

that all we really need is the #th dimension, leaving
the household drudgery to someone else.

Add that up and try to understand yourself.
But, as Dr. Fromm so boldly states, "I am as

you desire me, therefore I am not I.
Make sense?

Personally. I decided that what he was trying to
tell us is that you cannot be all things to all people.

For our own peace of mind, only we can decide
what we are.

Are we merely a reflection of what someone else
sees? Or are we flesh and blood?

Are we what magazines tell us to be and social
status seekers demand we be, or do we have courage
to let go of the cr-utch of "the group", and lead our
own lives?

Unfortunately for Betty Freidan, "The Feminine
Mystique "' still exists in a great many of us.

I for one, like.being a housewife.
I like being a mother, and I don't really look

upon those of us who do as "kooks". although I'm
sure Miss FreBan may disagree with that statement.

It really doesn't bother some of us to have a
little crabgrass on our lawns. After all, even the
grass has a right to get crabby once in a while.

If the house isn't always in perfect condition, that
may be because something more fasinating caught
my attention. There'are days at my own home when
the beds Just don't get made. They will be there
forever, but the moments I spend with the children
in the neighborhood are, to me. far more important.

And children are children for such a short time.
True. I admire women who have the ability to

keep their homes neat and tidy, and whose yards
are not constantly filled with trampled grass or lit-
tered with tovs.

But I do not envy them.
My way of semi-organized living suits me just

fine. Some of us simply don't have the time to be-
come involved with too many social circles. To us
service to our community ranks second to the wel-
fare of our family.

We simply don't have the time. Each day brings
forth a new' adventure, and not the question, what
shall I do today? Rather, what new thing will I ex-
perience, and learn?

Dr. Fromm has said, "Keeping up with the
Joneses can be an emotional drain, and a full time
occupation.".

I, for one, intensely dislike that type of ungainful

:ubside quickly or continue for sever-
al days. Swelling and discoloration
may be the external evidences of pain
Die patient is feeling.
, The surgeon inflicts greater pain,

resulting in a longer period of discom-
fort and, usually, loss of a part of the
body, even though it may be a very
small part, the loss of which does not
iriterfere with the patient's function-
ing and may even improve it.

Most of us have experienced dis-
comfort, if not pain, in the dentist's
4air. Yet we take it for granted that
we must visit the dentist once or twice

a year, allow him to probe, drill if
hecessary, grind and pick at our teeth
if We want to maintain healthy teeth
and gums.

If the dental repair work is to be
extensive, or if the patient has a low
tolerance for pain, the dentist may
decide to inject Novocain, to enable
the patient to tolerate the treatment.

Few of us feel impelled to treat our
physical problems, except perhaps
colds or other minor illnesses which
generally respond as quickly to home

remedies as to a physician'spinistra-
tions. We would not dream of trying
to fill or pull a tooth.

Yet many people expect to be able
to '"treat" their own emotional prob-
•7'•

lems, or problems of other family
members,' relatives, or friends.

When we go to th6 dentist or to the
physician we tell him how we feel,
what is bothering us, and what we
think is the trouble. But we expect
that he will use whatever procedures
he finds necessary to diagnose the
problem, that he will tell us what
needs to be done, and that he will de-
termine the treatment methods neces-

sary.
The patient has the right to decide

whether to accept treatment. He may
also decide whether to accept total or
pattial treatment. But the physician
has a professional obligation to inform
his patient of the dangers to which he
is exposing himself by accepting only
partial treatment,, and to use legiti-
mate means to persuade the patient
to accept total treatment.

We shall examine specifically, and
in detail, the objectives generally con- qr
sidered to'be within the scope of the
family agency's casework program.
Broadly speaking, the objectives may 
be divided into three categories:

(1) To help the troubled person to
feel better by reducing external or in-
ternal stress.

(2) To help the client solve a prob-
lem which he has been unable to solve

by himself through giving informa-
tion, advice, and guidance.

(3) To help the client to learn how

to solve problems so this knowledge $1
will be available to him in the future.

We need to take into account the

fact that life consists of an endless

series of problems, or "develop-
mental tasks", that we must learn to
cope with.

A certain amount of tension and N

anxiety is necessary to propel us in
the direction of problemisolving. Too ,
much anxiety may result in loss of
coping ability; too little or no anxiety
may cause emotional stagnation.

Like the physician, the caseworker
has responsibility for diagnosing the
problem; he must elicit information 
directly from the client andsome-
times from other sources such as the

minister, the physician, the teacher,
to understand the problem.

The probing may cause psycholo- -
gical pain for the client, just as the
dentist's driU causes physical pain. 
The "Novocain" the caseworker uses -

- -4

to make the pain bearable may conl L
sist of reassurance, understanding, i
and acceptance of the client and his L
problem.

The caseworker also has responsi-
bility for defining the problem to help
the client understand and decide what
he wants and needs to do about the

problem.
The caseworker recommends ,

treatment goals and methods to /
achieve the goals. The client decides
whether he will accept treatment, 2
and he participates in the selection -
of treatment goals. Like the physic-
ian's patient, the clients may decide
to accept only partial treatment.

Keeping the client's welfare in 
mind, the caseworker may use per- S
suasive techniques to encourage full- J
er participation in treatment, but the [
client ultimately has the right of c
self-determination.

members of this newspaper have had
occasion to discuss with City of Plym-
outh officials problems that relate
themseives to law enforcement.

Included have been serious

matters and such mundane things as
bicycles being illegally ridden and
parked on sidewalks in the downtown
business district.

it seems to us that one thing is ap-
parent:

The Plymouth Police Force is
spread a little thin.

Insufficient officers, for example,
are available to crack down on some-

thing as simple as littering down-
town sidewalks with bicycles. e

Insignificant, perhaps, except that
09 one occasion a blind man, coming
6ut of a local store. tripped and fell
oxer a carelessly parked bike -
avoiding serious injury only by luck.

At full strength Plymouth Police
0plude 12 men. At present. 11 are on
Ihe force and officials are in the pro-
c-As of hiring another.

From darkness until 10: 30 p.m.,
only two men in one patrol car are on
duty in the City of Plymouth. That's
one man for about 4,500 residents.

After 10: 30, two more men come
on and, from then until 2 a.m., four
officers are on duty.

. There is no cut and dried formula

for the number of law enforcement

officers needed in a city the size of
Plvrnouth. In the inventory manuals
ot. the International Association of
Chiefs of Police, the inventory cri-
turion for cities of 5,000 to 10,000
population is a minimum of one and
a half man per 1,000 residents.

However the required number will
vary according to local industria]
makeup, crime rate and other fae-
ors.

Officials in surrounding law en-
forcement departments are generally
quick to admit that Plymouth Police
are more than willing to co-operate,
both when called upon and when they
appeal to outside agencies for help.
But one officer, connected with an
outside police agency, noted that Ply-
mouth Police are not as well equip-
ped as they might be. He said:

"Plymouth's absence of investi-
gating personnel hampers (his
agency) when we work together."

Taking all available information,
it still appears to us that Plymouth
Police are understaffed. Two men on

duty from darkness until 10:30 p.m.
are not enough. Plymouth is now too
large, its industrial base too big to
operate a law enforcement agency
on a marginal basis.

In addition, we need a man who
can devote his time and talent to in-

vestigating duties. Fortunately, this
problem may be well on its way to
solution since city authorities have
considered the assignment of a man
to investigative and youth work.

Before next year's budget session
rolls around, however, we think city
fathers should consider beefing up
the Police Department.

Peace Corps -

Is Well Represc

Less than three and a half years
ago the Peace Corps was created by

. executive order. In his inaugural ad-
dress the late John F. Kennedy said:

"And so, my fellow Americans:
ask not what your country can do for
you - ask what you can do for your
country." The Peace Corps provided
a new means by which Americans
could respond to this challenge, and
serve both their country and the world
community.

To date over 100,000 people have
responded to the challenge. and volun-
teers have been stationed in 46 coun-
tries in Africa, Asia, and Latin Amer-
ica at the request of these countries.

The Plymouth community is well

represented in many of these coun-
tries.

During his two year assignment,
t h e Peace Corps Volunteer (or
P.C.V.) helps the country in which he
is assigned to meet its need for train-
ed personnel, promotes a better
understanding of the American peo-
ple. and gains a better understanding
of the people with whom he works and
lives.

On September 6, I left for Sierra
Leone, a former British colony in
West Africa, as a P.C.V. librarian. My
responsibilities will center arvund
strengthening existing libraries,
creating new school and public libra-
ries, and developing a bookmobile
service.

From June 15 to Aug. 27, I was
part of an intensive training program
at Indiana University and Indiana
State College. Of the 85 people who '
started the training program 69 were ·
-selected to go to Sierra Leone where
there' are approximately 80 additional
volunteers serving as teachers and
commurtity development workers.

Our contingent is made up cf peo-
plo from 29 states and the District of
Columbia (seven are from Michigan)
who range from age 21 to 66. The
average age of the group is 24. There
are eight married couples in this
group.

Three of us will serve as librarians
and the others will be secondary
school teachers. Peace Corps Volun-
teers make up over half the college
graduate teaching force in Sierra Le-
one.

Included in our 10-week training
->rogram were 600 hours of classroom
instruction in Krio, technical training,
area studies, American studies, world
affairs, health, driver education, phy-
sical training, and Peace Corps orien-
tation.

Krio language training develops a
mastery of the sound and grammar
patterns of Krio (one of the two offi-
cial languages of Sierra Leone, Eng-
lish being the other one) and to a less-
er extent of Mende and Temne, two

of the prominent tribal languages in
Sierra Leone.

Technical training increases the
volunteers' skills in teaching, English
grammar, and in my case, library
science.

Sierra Leonean area studies ex-

amines the geography, history, eco-
nomics, and cultural patterns of that
country.

American studies reviews many of
our Political, economic, and cultural
characteristics. And world affairs ex-

amines the role of the U.S. in world

affairs, the histaory of international
organizations, and Communist ideo-
logy.

Health training includes basic
health care, mental health, health

conditions in Sierra Leone, first aid
instruction, and weekly immuniza-
tions.

Driver education encompasses dri-
ver proficiency testing, driver instruc-
tion stressing driving conditions of
Sierra Leone, and basic vehicle main-
tenance of jeeps.

Physical training develops physi-
cal strength and endurance, and re-
views U.S. and Sierra Leone games.

In addition, each volunteer under-
went a battery of proficiency tests and
psychological tests and interviews.
Eleven students from Sierra Leone,
now studying at American universi-

ties, served as language instructors.
By living with us they were also able
to acquaint us with many of the cus-
toms and conditions in Sierra Leone
which were not included in classroom
instruction.

Through them we were able to
sample Sierra Leone food and learn
the "high life", the most popular
dance in West Africa. Several volun-

teers who had just returned from
Sierra Leone were able to furthel
supplement our knowledge of that
country.

In short, the training program was
intensive, rigorous, and informative.
