tioned to guide them across
the busy highway.

The children are in danger
all the way - while walking
along Ann Arbor Road and then
crossing Haggerty. The mothers
believe the intersection is one

of the most dangerous in the
community,

"We are fearful that one of
the motorists going in either di-
rection on Ann Arbor Road may
miss the signs and speed
through the interseetion before
he realizes it is a school cross-
ing," said one of the mothers.

"We don't want to have three
or four of our children mowed
down by a driver before action
is taken," she said. "It's better
to solve the problem ahead of
time than to have a tragedy
bring the need to the attention
of the community and the au-
thorities."

The mothers point out that
the school guard receives $65
per month from the school
board and that the cost of an
overhead passage could be
amortized within a period of
eight or nine years by saving
payments to a guard.
It is believed a portable

overhead walk could be in-
stalled at a cost of $8,000 or
$9,000 and then could be moved
to another site if the situation
eased up at Haggerty and Ann
Arbor Roads.

"Furthermore," one of the
mothers stressed. "our cross·
ing guard i. a bit unhappy
at this time. He hu been

It's nice to be famous...or isn't that the word?

Ron Linford. who has done so much for kids and sports
in Redford Township, has taken a few pot shots at yours truly
because of our raps at Little League baseball.

Linford suggests we grow up.

Okay, Mr. Linford-we were born back on March 14, 1917,
which means that we aren't exactly a novice on this earth.

Secondly, our first association with newspaper writing
dates from 1931 when we first punehed out a story for the
now deceased Detroit Times.

In the interim period, Mr. Linford, we have sat in press
boxes in such fabled spots as Yankee Stadium, Tiger Stadium,
the University of Michigan, Olympia, Kiel Auditorium, Mich·
igan State University, Fenway Park, and a couple hundred
other spots.

We have written, perhaps, five million... maybe ten
million words, on athletes.

Not only have we reported sports events, but we have
officiated football, basketball and baseball.

We have worked games involving Little Leaguers, high
schoolers, collegians and professionals.

WE DON'T SIT HOME AND WAIT FOR THE PHONE
TO RING ... MR. LINFORD.

When we are assigned to cover 10 different high school
football teams, we are for the Observer newspapers, we
naturally can't be in 10 spots at ONE TIME. Hence, we must
use the telephone.

Now, let's talk about Little League specifically.
...

Our big growl, Mr. Linford, on this subject has been
twofold:

1-That the mothers and fathers have become so ab.

sorbed in Little League, that they (the adults) have become
the dominant figures-not the boys.

2-Because of all the concentration placed on Little
League youngsters, the parents seem to have NO TIME for
boys when they get to be 13, 14 and even 17 and 18 years
of age.

Who's to deny, Mr. Linford, that in your own commmunity
of Redford Township, where as you had over 100 Little League
ball clubs this summer, there were only around a dozen Babe
Ruth ( 13-14-year·olds),three or four teams for boys 15-16 and
JUST TWO for boys 17-18?

Explain, Mr. Linford, why in the present baseball picture,
the curve of participation shows that the peak in play is
reached at age 12 and then takes a sudden downward swing?

It is that young boys are getting their fUl of playing
on organized baseball at age 12? Is it that because of partial
fathers who often play their own boys over others for selfish
reasons that so many boys get fed up with team baseball
so early?

...

Oh, yes, Mr. Linford. We umpired a flock of Little League
baseball this summer and last summer and for summers before
that. The league in which we worked was on par with Redford
Union's, Plymouth's, Farmington's, Livonia's.

What left us with a pain in the side was that the players
showed no improvement-or almost none-in the last week of
the season over what they had exhibited when the schedule
began.

The fathers-and we love them all-had taught the Kids
VIRTUALLY NOTHING. First baseman didn't know where
to stand... pitchers lacked form in their deliveries...
every batter had to look to the bench before each pitch...
for a sign ... And this was true with the count two strikes
against him.

And, the mothers and fathers screamed... screamed at
the umpires. who could do no right, and boys themselves.

Mr. Linford, we have three children of our own. One of
them has been a source of a great many problems. He has
done a few things wrong. But, am I to tell the law the kid
is right and the police are wrong?

That's what you have in situation after situation in Little
League. Partial parents overly protect their proteges. The
boy takes a pitch right down the middle for a third strike.
But, is the boy blamed for letting one sail in? Of course not.
The Umpire was rotten, a bum, a thief, a blind man.

...

In conclusion, talk to anybody connected with law enforce-
ment.

The big problem today is NOT WITH BOYS down around
Little League age.

It's when the kids get to be 16, 17 and up to 20.
But, what are the communities doing for these boys...

and girls?

Not much in baseball, Mr. Linford ...orin any other
sports, outside the schools. And, even in the schools only a
small percentage of the boys can be accommodated on the
varsity and reserve teams.

In Redford Township, a man like Al Turner told us just
a few weeks ago that he might not be able to field his team
for boys 17-19 next summer because of the pinch of funds.

So, come on, Mr. Linford, let's get down to the basics !
Nobody's saying that it's harmful for kids to play baseball

at the age of 11 or 12.

If they're going to play, LET THEM PLAY so that when
they're 15 and- 18, they'll still want to play baseball... and
not be diverting their attentions elsewhere.

Little League baseball should be laying the seeds for an
expanding junior adult and adult program. Instead, it's done
exactly the opposite.

Refute this statement. if you will. Mr. Linford!

In a nutshell, this is the story
of Coach Ralph Temby and his
work last week with the Clar-
enceville High School football
team.

other. When neither the family
nor the community provides op-
portunity adequate to let the
young people "let off steam,"
to utilize their energies con-

structively, nor do they offer
strict and sensible rules of con-
duct and behavior, then we
have not fulfilled our responsi-
bility as adults and parental
leaders.

In this instance, both parents
and the young people must bear
the brunt of responsibility and
guilt: the parents for their per-
missiveness and not exercising

their rightful duty of parental
control: and the young people
for their lack of respect for
sage counsel and guidance.

Let it be said, also, that our
community is possessed of many
fine, conscientious young pew
pIe who delight in their eco-
nomic condition but at the same

time recognize their responsi-
bilities that accompany that
status. I was happy to see that
George Maskin in his Sports
Comment of the September 23
issue shares somewhat with this

thought. May Gold help us,
however, if we as adults do not
soo n recognize our responsi-
bilities in this status also.
