Plymouth Vote Registrations Hit All-Time High
If ali of the eligible voters go to the polls on Tues-

day. Nov. 3. the Plymouth Community will have its
greatest turnout in history.

This was the comment of Township Clerk John
MeEwen and City Clerk Richard Shafer after releas-
ing figures showing the registration totals for the two
governmental units are the highest ever.

Shafer reported the City was mobbed with last-

minute registrations a week ago Monday when 262
eleetors poured into the office from 8 a.m. to
8:30 p.m.

McEwen and his aides handled 150 registrations
on the final days for their greatest single day total.

Thus, the totals for the City climbed to 5,128,
contrasted to the 4,638 in the· presidential election in
1960.

' In the Township, McEwen reported an all-time
high of 4,400 compared to the 3,541 who cast votes
in 1960. The Township registered 474 since the pri-
mary in September.

McEwen produced records which showed that the
Township registrations have varied considerably since
July, 1962 when the total was 3,663.

The figure climbed to 3,906 in October 1962;

dropped to 3.864 in February 1963 due to culling the
files on a four-year basis; increase to 3.871 in March
1963 and to 4,029 in November of the same year.

The rolls dipped considerably in February 1964
due to culling the files on a two.year basis and then
started upward again with 3,973 in August 1964 and
now 4,400.

Figures in the foregoing paragraph show that it
would require spreading just about twice as much tax
millage upon home owners in Redford Union or Clarence-
ville as it would upon home owners in South Redford or
Plymouth to raise the identical amount for spending on
a student's education.

Then there is a Bgure, "Total School Tax Rate in
Mi.Us." Northville 24.70: Livonia 26.75: South Redford
23.90: Plymouth 23.70: Redford Union 32.80: Nankin
Mills 31.90: Farmington 29.95: Clarenceville 30.90:
Garden City 30.90. (These figures includes both oper.
ating costs and debt retirement costs.)

Thus, Plymouth has the lowest tax rate for schools
in the immediate area and Redford Union the highest,
with the spread going from 23.70 mills to 32.80 mills.

...

All of the aid to local districts for grades Kinder-
garten through 12 today is in the form of funds for
operating expenses on the basis of a certain amount for
eachstudent.

This means that if there are buildings to be built
or repaired, or sites to be purchased, the money must
come entirely from local sources--no Lansing as-
sistance whatever.

This is true, by the way. only of the K-12 grades.
For colleges and universities land more recently. for
community colleges, too) it long has been an accepted
principle that it is right to appropriate some of the total
State funds for capital construction.

...

At last week's hearing, the Garden City superin-
tendent noted that his district (one of the really low
valuation districts) was staggering under a bonded debt
load of more than S9 million. The interest and debt

service alone in that district amounts to $30 or so per
pupil... money which simply goes to the banks and
does not hire a single teacher or buy a single book.

Highland Park has a different version of the same
problem. the superintendent said. Most of the buildings
are ancient. Maintenance and heating costs are huge.
There is no money in the general fund to replace them.
The Superintendent believes any bond issue proposal
offered on the ballot would be turned down by the voters.

It is our belief that some State Aid should be
directed toward buildings and sites and in three general
ways:

• Very low interest loans which would be repaid to
the State on a -revolving fund" principle.

• Matching funds rur new elementary, junior high,
and high school construction. similar to matching funds
which are given to community colleges today.

• Straight State grants on a per-room basis to be
earmarked by local districts for construction and main-
tenance.

When interest charges and debt service charges are
blended into the total, $1,000 of State Aid (which avoids
the necessity of a local bond issue) actually is worth
$1,700 to the district receiving it... the extra $700 rep-
resenting interest which does not have to be paid over
the 25 or 30 years of a bond issue.

This probably is dull stul for long-time readers.
We've been ripping away in Lansing trying to get the
decision-makers there convinced of the soundness of

putting aside some State Aid for capital purposes.
Progress has not been noteworthy, so far.

Proposes Bureau
for Quick Trials

"I propose in order to all-
eviate the crowded docket in

the Circuit Court, and make
possible faster trial of civil
cases, a bureau of assistance
be established . and adminis-

tered by the County Clerks of-
fice for eisting personnel now
handling the filing of docu.
ments. This bureau would su-

pervise all of the details in the
filing of a civil case. and police
the formal allegations of the
parties until a single point at
issue is produced by the plain.
tiff and defendant. Once the
issue or issues in the ease are

formulated. then the judge
himself would take over."

"This bureau would function
in the same relation to Cirruit
Court as the Friend of the
Colin bureau now does in
Domestic Relation Cases, and
as the Probate Analyst Depart-
ment does for Probate Court."
This is the message to the
people of Wayne from Joseph
Leonard Craig. prominent De.
troit Attorney and candidate
for Circuit Judge at the elec-
tion, niesday, November 3rd,
Ballot *509.

"Any additional cost to the
taxpayers," continues Mr.
Craig. "would be avoided by
using some of the employees
now filing documents for the
County Clerks offiee, to staff
the new bureau."

Attorney Craig further Bug-
gests that, wherever possible,
the forms used in both divorce
cases and other types of civil
cases should be standardized
and printed with areas left
blank for the insertion of a
claim or demand that is ex-
traordinary. He also believes
that opinions rendered by any
Court in any case should be
filled in a Court Library for
the use of Judges and lawyers
only.

the nations to usher in the 1964 Olympic Games.

But. it too much more ... like
a special satellite that man had fired in¢O the sky...so that
TV signals could be bounced off this invention... bounced
off from a transmitter in Tokyo to one in the United States.

Have you noticed lately that
other people just aren't talking
loud enough much of the time?
It could be that your family and
friends have all started mum.
Ming. But it's much more likely
that your own hearing is begin-
ning to fade.

Or, has someone in the family,
or a close friend, recently begun
to ask you to repeat words,
phrases and 6entences frequent-
ly? Even when you're reason-
ably certain you spoke loud and
clear? This friend or relative
may be suffering hearing loss.

To find out whether hearing
is fading. the first person to con.
sult is the family doctor, says
a pamphlet of the American
Medical Association.

The physician may find that
the hearing loss is due to im-
pacted wax in the ear canal or
some other obstruction. Or
there may be an infection that
can block the transmission of
vibrations inside the ear or af-

feet the nerves of hearing.
Certain drugs and industrial
chemicals can affect hearing,
and mumps and scarlet fever,
a cold or acute sinusitis f»
quently cause swelling of the
mucous membranes associated

with the ear. A very loud
noise or a sharp blow may
damage the ear·drum.

The physician can determine
by a variety of tests whether
loss of hearing is due to nerve
damage or to an interference
with the transmission of sound
waves. If there is obstruction
he can tell whether it is due to
infection or another cause. He
will determine whether treat-
ment will help or correct the
hearing problem. Several surgi-
cal procedures are used to help
the deaf to hear, and there also
are medical treatments.

In cases of severe hearing
loss it is frequently necessary

to complement a hearing aid
with lip reading to secure
maximum communication.
