Charming is the best word to describe Bennett
Cerf. It was my privilege to introduce him to the Livonia
Town Hall as their first speaker of the series. I regret
not having had an opportunity to become acquainted
beforehand. He put both myself and Livonia Town Hall

Series Chairman Dottie Blacklock at our complete ease. -

Having rehearsed my little piece of introduction
in the shower in the morning, before and after break-
fast, driving over to the Terrace Theatre in the bright
and beautiful morning, there didn’t seem to be a prob-
lem. EXCEPT before the mike and all the lovely ladies,
my mind went blank. But fortunately I did remember
his name and my own and my favorite authoress, Ayn
Rand, whose book he published as President of Random
House.

What a delight he was on his behind-the-scenes com-
ments of the TV show “What's My Line”—one of the
oldest in TV history—and only one of two not taped.
(He hates “canned laughter.”) His witty comments on
current events, books, plays, and celebrities were all in
good humor and in the best of taste. His real secret is
he likes people.

Despite the fact his family and business asso-
ciates discourage his lecture work, two weeks out of
every vear he likes to take off by himself and prowl
our United States talking to people. He said it is
stimulating to him.

What a twist—he is stimulated by us. Incredible.

This love of people, coupled with a philosophy
adopted from his long-time hero, Will Rogers, endeared
him to me. This philosophy he embraces has three points
and he says he tries to live by it.

Work hard and have humor in your life.
Think Big.
Have a Dream.

At luncheon I asked him what Ayn Rand was really
like and did he believe in her philosophy so daringly
told in “Atlas Shrugged.” He said she was a brilliant
woman—unafraid and with a message to give to the
world. And then he added, with his usual twinkle in his
eye and fascinating N.Y. accent, “but at parties we
always argue and she corners me literally and says
Bennett, now let us check your premise’—and this
really scares me. You see, I'm not sure what my prem-
1se really is.”

This was the week that was—in the area of stimu-
lating people. Two friends of mine, Barbara Loren and
Loretta Weller, knowing my interest in Objectivism,
planned a surprise trip to hear Ayn Rand’s disciple,
Nathaniel Branden, here from New York.

Actually, Nathaniel Branden was here to begin a
20-series lecture with Miss Rand as guest of one of
them. The others will be on tape, and run by Clark Ber-
son, of Detroit.

What a thought-provoking man, Mr. Branden. He
went right back to Plato the mystic as opposed to Aris-
totle the realist, which, of course, Rand’s philosophy
is based on.

Completely enthralled during the lecture by Bran-
den, part of the time, I must confess to being offended.
New concepts are hard to digest (particularly when one
approaches the well-known hill of-which-they-have-not-
quite-gone-over).

Although there isn’t much encouragement around
my house to continue the lectures—would it were pos-
sible. Other lectures are on the following subjects:

What is reason?—the nature of the subconscious—
the nature of emotions.

Logic—the validity of the senses.

God—Is the concept of God actually meaning-
ful? (This is the area I cannot agree with Objectivism.
I asked Nathaniel Branden if one had to be an atheist
to embrace this philosophy and in a sentence he said
“yes, unless of course you are a hypocrite and that’s
your problem.” Very small “oh” from me.

Free will as the choice to think or not to think.

The basic principles of efficient thinking.

Self-esteem. Anxiety and neurosis.

Independent mind vs. “socialized mind.”

Ethics—man’s need of a moral code.

The principles of a rational ethics.

Egoism vs. altruism—the evil of the concept of self-
sacrifice.

The principles of proper political system. Individual
rights—freedom vs. compulsion.

The economics of a free society.

The economics of collectivism.

The nature of evil. Why evil is impotent.

The psychology of sex.

The nature and purpose of art (Miss Rand’s lecture).

The esthetics of the visual arts.

The neurosis of the intellectual.

Why many human beings repress and drive under-
ground, not the worst within them, but the best.

Be Careful
Of Varicose
Veins

Varicose veins are dilated,
tortuous, venous blood vessels
lying just under the skin. They
occur most frequently on the
inner side and back of the calf
and on the inner side of the
thigh.

The veins have lost their elas-
ticity and their function of
maintaining return flow of
blood is impaired. This leads to

If varicose veins “run in the
family,” you probably will de-
velop them despite any preven-
tive measures, However, there
are simple measures which can
delay their occurence and make
them less bothersome once they
have occurred.

If possible, choose an occu-
pation that doesn't involve long
hours of standing, the Today's
Health article urges. Avold
clothing that might constrict
the veins at the groin and knee
and interfere with blood flow.

When sitting, minimize ven-
ous pressure in the legs by
elevating them on a atool or
chair. When you mmst stand
for long periods, elastic stock-
ings or elastic bandages may
be worn—but only on the
recommendation of a physi-
clan, since complications can
develop In persons with addi-
tional ecirculatory conditions.

Varicose veins not only are a
hindrance to health, they also
are undesirable for cosmetie
reasons. Early treatment will
prevent complications such as
dermatitis or ulcers of the leg.
A physician will determine the
most appropriate treatment,
after considering the size and
locations of the veins and the
age and general health of the
patient,

By selecting the
proper seed and a quality fer-
tilizer the health and beauty of
next Spring’s lawn are assured.

Jenkins, was arrested in 1959
on a similar charge of im-
morality, Kuhn noted, President
Johnson still let him sit in on
meetings of the National Securi-
ty Council, all groups involved
in the innermost defense secrets
of the United States, He noted
that Jenkins had been asso-
ciated with Johnson since 1939.

Noting that Jenkins had re.
fused to testify in the Bobby
Baker case, Kuhn blasted the
cover-up by the Democrats in
Congress of the Baker scandal,
the Billie Sol Estes scandal and
the Otto Otepka case. Opepka
was a state department official
who told the Senate that the
State Department was hiring
security risks, that other gov-
ernment agencies had fired.

Kuhn said that he “believes
that Jenkins is a sick man, and
that he has great sympathy for
his family. “However,” said
Kuhn, “the problem goes be-
yond personal feelings. It goes
to the heart of the security of
this country, and the fitness of
the present administration to
sovem'll

Kuhn pointed to Johnson's
statements that he had no!
knowledge of the activities of
either Baker or Jenkins, and
said that LBJ either does mnot|
know what is going on around |
him, which indicates that he is
not fit to be president, or he is
managing the news, deceiving|
the public in allowing a security |
risk to sit in the highest coun-
cil of the Nation's defense, “In
eithtr case, he is not fit to be
President,” Kuhn added. l

The GOP candidate said the |
Democrats in congreas have co-|
operated with an adlninim'atz'oni
that is shot with secandal. He
called for his election to con.
gress to “help clean up the mess
in Washington.” Kuhn pointed
out that the public has the op-|
portunity on November 3 to!

Fall cleaning produces a
wealth of material that is des-
tined for the trash heap.
