In the only race that exists at the local level,
incumbent Plymouth Township Supervisor Roy
R. Lindsay, a Republican, is pitted against Dem-
ocratic candidate Orville Tungate.

Lindsay, the dean of local politicians, has
served the Township's interests well during his

time in office. He has fought vigorously for thosel,

Green would serve

The race for State Representative in the
newly-created 36th State Representative Dis-
trigt] which includes Plymouth and Plymouth and
Canton Townships, sees an experienced Garden
Citg-politician and a newcomer to the political -
field battling it out. '

Former Garden City Mayor James Tierney,
Democratic candidate, and GOP hopeful W. Wal-
lace Green, 26-year-old Plymouth attorney, are
running for the seat in the State House.

This is a race which could have statewide
implications.

In a bulletin published by the Michigan State
Chamber of Commerce recently, the 36th was
listed as a ‘‘swing district,”” one which could go
either Republican or Democratic.

“The probable results in these districts can-
not be anticipated,” the publication noted, classi-
fying the 36th as marginal Democrat. ‘“With leg-
islative organization and control at stake, it is
obvious that each vote in a ‘swing’ district is ex-
tremely important. Such districts demand special
attention . . . Each vote is a crucial one.”

With this in mind, The Plymouth Mail has
evaluated the qualifications of both candidates.
Both have been interviewed.

First of all, formal education, if not neces-
sary, is a valuable asset to any legislator at the
state lével. Green holds degrees in business ad-
ministration and law from the University of
Michigan.

Tierney’s educational background is not com-
parable.

Least unqualified in

Voters in the 14th State Senatorial District
are faced with a difficult decision. For they
must choose from two candidates, neither one of
which seems to possess the qualities that a dis-
tinguished legislator should have.

On the one hand is James McCarthy of
Livonia, a 30-year-old Democrat who has pledged
eternal fidelity to his party’s cause. During the
course of the campaign he has reiterated .Demo-
cratic viewpoints as they relate to mental health,
senior citizens and tax reform.

He has shown little knowledge of, or insight
into, local problems. Write-in candidate Paul A.
Kern of Orchard Lake offers little and poses no
threat. ]

On the other hand is State Rep. Paul M.
Chandler, a highly ambitious man who used his
own newspaper chain, in disregard of the
ethical standards of journalism, to enhance his
political fortunes. .

For forward - looking

When The Plymouth Community was cast
into Michigan’'s Second U.S. Congressional Dis-
trict by realignment of legislative areas, it in-
herited Congressman George Meader of Ann Ar-
bor who seems to be as far to the right of the
political spectrum as anyone in the Republican
party.

Since 1951, Meader has been coasting to vic-
tory on the strength of rural votes in Southern
Michigan.

He has consistently voted against legislation
to increase the minimum wage, solve water pollu-
tion problems and tax reform.

Meader’'s negativism has extended to the
Peace Corps, farm programs and civil rights. On
the latter question, he even voted against Gen-
eral Eisenhower’s civil rights bill during the Re-
publican administration.

On this point, The Toledo Blade, a news-
paper which covers the Monroe County portion
of the Congressman’s constituency, noted:

“Although his district is one of the southern-
most in Michigan, his voice in the civil rights de-
bate suggests that Representative Meader has be-
come somewhat disoriented.

“‘Southern Michigan is not the South.

“After seven days of futile efforts by
southern congressmen to weaken the public ac-
commodations section of the civil rights bill,
however, up pops the congressman from Michi-
ganh':s Second District to lead the. most severe at-
e . ;.

... It is a blot on the congressional record
for the climax to a last-ditch fight against the
civil rights bill to have been led by the repre-
sentative from southeastern Michigan.”

A tactic which Meader pursued here in The
Plymouth Community during the primary cam-
paign was blanket mailing of reprints from the
Cangressional Record to local residents in gov-
ernment franked enveloms.

Included in the mailings were Meader’s add-
ress to the House opposing civil rights legisla-
tion, Meader’s address to the House attacking the
U.S. Sureme Court, a reprint of remarks by Nor-
thern Michigan's Representative Elford A. Ced-
erberg extolling Meader’s virtues and reproduc-
tion of an editorial from the Jackson Citizen
Patriot mourning the loss of Meader to Jackson

through redistricting.

ﬁﬂe the reprints themselves were not done
at government expense, the mailings were. If
they were sent to every home in the five-county
district; at the rate of two cents each, that’s over
$10,000 of the taxpayer’s money used to re-elect

Gco;p Meader,

or a man who pleads the cause of conserva-

things he felt would benefit Plymouth Township.
Tungate, quite obviously, is running only to

" see his party’'s name represented on the ticket.

He has not campaigned actively for election and,
in fact, gives little indication that he wants the
office. :
Because Tungate has demonstrated little in-
terest in becoming Plymouth Township Super-
visor, because his opponent has a notable rec-
ord of service, and because, at this time, we feel
his re-election would be to the advantage of Ply-
mouth Township and The Plymouth Community
as a whole, The Plymouth Mail supports the can-
didacy of Roy R. Lindsay. \

We urge Plymouth Township residents to cast
their ballots for Supervisor Lindsay.

with distinction

Secondly, a desire for office and a display of
interest in area problems is perquisite. Green has
dedicated himself to investigating problems of
the district, campaigning long and hard both in
this area and in Garden City — ex-Mayor Tier-
ney's baliwick.

In contrast, Tierney, who feels he has Garden '

City sewed up, seems to think he doesn’'t need
Plymouth to gain election. His campaigning in
this area has been sporadic and unambitious,

Both men have pledged themselves to im-
proving waning state aid for education; and dis-
played sincere interest in the educational prob-
lems of the area.

As a further plus for Green, he strongly backs
increased leadership on the part of state and local
government.

“I think,” he said in an interview, ‘‘states
should do less talking about states’ rights and
more about state responsibilities.” If states don’t
meet the needs of the people, Green believes,
they will turn to the Federal Government,

For those who would knock Green because of
his age, we would point to Michigan’s first Gover-
nor, Stephens T. Mason, who took office before
his 21st birthday. He served with distinction.

In summation, we feel W. Wallace Green is
best qualified to represent the entire 36th State
Representative District. The Plymouth Mail
cheerfully and wholeheartedly endorses his can-
didacy. - ‘

14th District race

During his term in the house, the 44-year-old
Livonian compiled an unenviable record of non-
attendance.

McCarthy has pretty much chosen to attack
Chandler on a personal basis, rather than on is-
sues, But, in his favor, he has promised to serve
full-time if elected.

In Chandler’s stead, it may be pointed out that
he does appear to have some awareness of the
area's needs. Also, he holds a degree in political
science from the University of Michigan.

While The Plymouth Mail sees no candidate
worthy of strong endorsement, we do feel an
obligation to point out that Chandler seems
slightly better equipped by virtue of education,
experience and awareness.

We would suggest that he is least unqualified
for office in a race that has shortchanged voters

Since the primary, Vivian has been cam-
paigning long and hard throughout the district,
attacking the incumbent’s stands on aid to educa-
tion, loans and scholarships, and civil rights.

Long a supporter of education, Vivian
promises to seek ways and means to solve prob-
lems of classroom shortage, school drop-outs and
inadequate teacher salaries without undue Fed-
eral control.

As a potential Congressman, Vivian seems
far better qualified to serve the needs of The Ply-
mouth Community and the Second District as a
whole than George Meader. The Plymouth Mail
believes strongly in split-ticket voting when the
need arises and, in this case, we think that need
is present.

We support the candidacy of Weston E.
Vivian of Ann Arbor for U. S. Congressman in the
Second District.

In an analysis of the is-
sue last month, the Citi-
zens Research Council of
Michigan quoted from the
Congressional Quarterly:

“*Connecticut, for in-
stance, makes it extreme-
ly difficult for a citizen
to split his ticket. As a
result, the winning Presi-
dential or gubernatorial
candidate usually carries
the rest of his ticket to
victory with him ., . .

‘“‘Massachusetts, on the
other hand, has the ‘office
type’ ballot which re-
quires a citizen to vote
separately for each can-
didate. Thus Democratic
Governors could be elect-
ed in the midst of Eisen-
hower sweeps and a re-
publican Governor in the

midst of a
sweep in 1960 . .

“Backers of a ‘straight
ticket' type ballot argue
that it reduces ‘whim’
voling on the basis of in-
dividual candidates
names or nationality and-
that it tends to give one
party control of all ma-
Jor offices, thus focusing
responsibility on that
party to fulfill its cam-
paign pledges . . .

*The supportérs of the
‘office type' ballot say
that it reduces voting on
the basis of blind party
loyalty and encougpges
the voter to give careful
thought to his vote for
each office.

Other stu-
dents who had Buck as a teacher
came for tutoring or to borrow books.
And, like our houseboy, they would
later follow us when we moved.

Fifteen days later the new house
was ready for us to occupy.

Without hesitation we moved.

About seventy percent of the fur-
niture which the Ministry of Educa-
tion provides was already  in the
house; and we were promised that
the other items would be moved in
as soon as they could be obtained.

We had a kerosene stove, but no
refrigerator in which to keep food.
So other volunteers kindly fed us
until we were properly settled. Two
days later a brand new Westinghouse
refrigerator was delivered; and the

next day electrical power was turned
on.

The house itself is one floor atop
concrete pillars, and is built of con-
crete. It has a living room, a dining
room, two bedrooms, a spare room, a
kitchen and a bathroom.

Like most of the houses here it
has bars on the windows to keep out
thieves. But, unlike most of these
houses, it has screens on the win-

+ dows. When completely furnished, it
will have most of the furniture that
an average American household has,
minus television,

The Peace Corps gives each vol-
unteer money to buy household items
such as dishes, silverware, pots and
pans, a water filter, curtains, etc. In
addition, the Corps provides each
household with a book locker of ap-
proximately 225 books. Although it
lacks some of the modern conveni-
ences of an American home, our
house is very comfortable.

Up country many of the veolun-
teers are without running water and
electricity. Some of them live in
picturesque mud huts which every
volunteer dreams of living in.

Within a few daysithe Ministry of
Education will deliver the furniture
we lack, repair the front door which
is now permanently Jocked, and put
door knobs on the back door.

Then the humor and suspense
which the unexpected has thus far
provided will end. And we may set-
tle down to a dull, routine household
schedule.
