Nothing can change the general analysis that 

November 3 was a day of massacre for the Republican 
party throughout the United States.

It was much more than the defeat of a presidential 
candidate, of course. The U.S. Congress saw GOP candi­
dates swamped bj; Democrats, wholesale. From coast-to- 
coast, State Legislatures became dominated by the 
Democratic party, with state house after state house 
turning over control from one party to the other.

(The winds of change blew hard in Lansing. Some 
of the most respected legislators there, men and women 
with experience an^ known for their ability; not labeled 
with any particurlar “liberal” or “conserative" reputa­
tion; a host of such are among the missing since the 
election.) ••

In the whole swee^ng national trend, however, 
there was an exception. The Republicans actually have 
one more Governor than did previously, 17 Instead 
of 26.

In each case, the decision went to a so-called “mod­
erate” candidate—John A. Volpe in Massachusetts; 
Warren P. Knowles in Wisconsin and Daniel J. Evans 
in Washington, not to mention holdovers John Chaffee 
in Rhode Island and Geo^e Romney in Michigan.

Gov. Robert E. Smylie of Idaho is current chairman 
of the Association of Republican Governors and recently 
was interviewed by U.S. News and World Report.

“The election demonstrates that the real strength 
of tbe party exists In the statehonse and courthouse 
level—and in those places the offices are held by 
people known as moderates . . .

“I think we’re going to have to move the party's 
philosophy back toward the center . ,

Plymouth Kiwanians 
Hear Thailand Story

The story of Thailand, for­
merly known as Siam, was told 
to the Plymouth Kiwanis Club 
by Mrs. Elizabeth Shelton, busi­
ness manager of the Huron Val­
ley Girl Scout Council Office 
in Ypsilanti.

Mrs. Shelton used color slides 
and a lecture in telling of the 
nation and country where she 
resided while working with the 
United S t a t e s  Information 
Agency of Foreign Service.

'Hiailand is bounded by Bur­
ma, C ^bodia and Laos and has 
a s t a b l e  government even 
though surrounded by countries 
that are currently in the tur­
moils of riots and disturbances.

Mrs. Shelton told the Kiwani­
ans that Thailand is largely an 
undeveloped tropical country 
with temperatures reaching 90 
degrees by 8 a.m. and soaring 
much higher before sunset.

"Lacking a r o a d  of any 
kind,’* the n ld , "a visitor to 
Thailand must use a boat 

during the rainy season and a 
jeep during the dry spells. 
Small grass houses are built 
high above the ground on 
poles because of the danger 
of floods and high waters. 

"Thailand is a collection or 
grouping of many small villages, 
communities or family groups. 
The p r i n c i p a l  religion is 
Buddhism but all other religions 
are accepted."

Mrs. Shelton pointed out 
that the Royal Family pre­
sented the land and money 
for construction of the An- 
gellcan Churdi where Mrs. 
Shelton and her h a t b a n d  
were married. Each was em­
ployed by the U. S. Govern­
ment at the time.

"Each y o u n g  man, upon 
reaching the age of 18, is re­
q u ite  to serve a Monk for six 
months," Mrs. Shelton said. 
"These Buddhist monks wear 
bright orange robes, beg for 
food in the streets and spend 
most of the day in meditation 
and prayer. They are allowed 
one meal a day and live apart 
frenn the outer world.

Sees Auiownation B ringing l^eisure In Ed,
A S S  ARBOR — The great 

opportunity of t o m o r r o w ’s 
schools and their primary obli­
gation will spring from the 
growing wealth of leisure made 
possible by automation, accord­
ing to John S. Diekhoff. Uni­
versity of Michigan professor 
of higher education.

”1 am concerned not with ed­
ucation for leisure but with 
leisure for education," says

Diekhoff in The Journal of Gen­
eral Education, published by 
The Pennsylvania State Univer­
sity Presi.

“Meet .\merkaBa nafortuii- 
ately think work la good In 
itself and we have guilty con- 
sciencea when we are not 
working. We think of the oc­
cupations of leisure u  mero 
pastim es, self-indulgences," 
Diekhoff taya. "The occupa­

tions of leisure, however* in­
clude not only play, but also 
worship, the duties of a citl- 
ten. a neighbor, and a parent, 
enjoyment of the arts, and 
study.
"There are lucky men. of 

course, who love their work 
above all other occupations, but 
for most people work is dull, 
boring, almost beneath human 
dignity." he says.

"Americans may not be 
unique in their fear of boredom 
(football, whiskey and ’the tel­
ly’ are also British), but we 
spend an enonnoos amount of 
money and energy seeking es­
cape from it. We seek pastimes 
with peculiar avidity.

"The new leisure class," be 
notes, "will be made up of 
those who In ttm past have 
been regarded as the ’work­

ing class.* There will be uo 
sadden leisure for profession­
als or for what we call pro­
fessional-level management.
"On the contrary,” says Diek­

hoff. "those who will continue 
to find their major satisfactions 
in work will be called on by 
society and by their own com­
pulsions for more and more 
work.

"With this reservation, at

last we have the power to 
create what we have falsely 
boasted for a long time ~  
a one-class society. In It, 
everyone will belong to the 
leisure cliss.
"If we learn that leisure need 

not be the hibernating time but 
can be the growing time of the 
human spirit, we may be at the 
beginning of a new Renais­
sance and on the verge of a

I civilization rich beyond our 
dreams in spiritual as in ma- 

Iterial values.
I "For our ftiture society, then,
' the first function of our schools 
'and colleges will be to provide 
the kind of education -that 
makes a person. Vocational ed­
ucation. important as it must 

j remain, will be relegated to sec- 
I andary importance in our edu- 
Icational programs. For the oc­

cupations of leisure will be 
more important than worii in 
the lives of most of us.**

On Nor. 28 the Jewish Festi* 
Ttl of Lights or Chanukah 
(sometimes spelled HanukkahJ 
began.

n iis  eight day holiday has 
been observed by Jews all over 
the world for two thousand 
years. The events which Cbanu' 
kah commemorates are factual.

Its origins are closely linked 
with the history of the Greek 
Near Eastern Empire, which 
under Alexander the Great ex­
tended from Western Asia to 
N o r t h e r n  Africa. Following 
Alexander's death the kingdom 
w u split into four parts.

During a portion of this time 
Palestine was a battlefield with 
both the Syrian and Egyptian 
armies battling for control. 
Syria finally established its rule 
over the country.

In 17S B.C. Anttechns 
E p i p h a n e s  came te the 
threne te rale Persia. In 165 
B.C. tn an attempt te fate 
hie realm late a hemogeneos 
kingdom, AntJechas draund- 
ed total political and rellgleas 
loyalty te Greek celtnre from 
nD the natienal and rellgloes 
grewpe ender Us dominance. 
Jews were forbidden to ob­

serve any of the precepu of 
Judaism under penalty of death. 
They defied AnUo^us. and 
from this rebellion emerged the 
first martyrs for freedom of 
coDscience in recorded history.

Chanukah thus celebratee the 
victory of the army of the Mac­
cabees. led by Judah Maecabee 
and his b r o t h e r s ,  over the 
Syrian army.

After the recapture ef the 
Temple in Jcraanleni, whkh 
hid been leeted and defiled 
hy the SyrUns, It wia cleansed 
and rcdedkated te Ged. Ae- 
cording In legend, a cmrse ef 
oil which c e n t a i n e d  enty 
enough fuel te light the Me- 
nerah (candelahranil ef the 
newly-recovered Temple for 
one night, lasted for eight 
days.
Thus comes the name '^Festi­

val of Lights.'* Jews everywhere 
commemorate the Maccabees’ 
victory by lighting candles for 
eight days.

Candles are lit every night of 
the holiday, beginning with one 
on the fin t night, two on the 
second, and so on; until on the

Hare Seeks 
Opinion On 
Studded Tires

LANSING—At* studded tires 
which help to keep cars from 
skidding and sliding in Midii- 
gan's rough winters Illegal in 
this state?

Well, most officials including 
Secretary of State James M. 
Hsre think so. But Hare said he 
would ask as the attorney gen­
eral to rule on them to get a 
‘‘clear-cut decision” on tbe mat­
ter.

Hare, chairman of the Mich­
igan State Safety Commla* 
slon. saM that hla offices had 
received reporta oi Mlchtgaa 
dealers selling studded tires. 
“However. Michigan law ap­
pears unite apeeifle In the 
matter,” Hare noted, “and on 
the bails of onr law, they 
may have to he outlawed In
the sUte.”
H a r e  said he personally 

thought the studded tires were 
s “definite safety aid” and 
would be of help in driving on 
icy and snow-covered roads.

Michigan law prohibit! studs 
or other devices on tires. Hare 
said. Wires are permitted pro­
viding they do not exceed .075 
inches in diameter.

The studa in question are 
made of tungsten carbide and 
covered with steel or plaatlc. 
They are inserted with a pres­
sure gun into holes molded into 
the tire and cost about $10 more 
than the average tire.

One-Car Death Survey 
Reveals Prior Records

LANSING—A sampling sur­
vey done by the Driver Im­
provement section of the Michi­
gan Department of State reveal­
ed that most drivers killed in 
one-car accidents have prior 
violation and speeding records.

In releasing the study. Sec­
retary of States James M. Hare 
said that officials of his depart­
ment would continue the study 
in an effort to add data to tbe 
findings.

<1) All but five of the 40 
driven atudled had previous 
convlctlong for speeding rang­
ing from one to 12 Infractions 
and had averaged more than 
two prior apeeding oonvlo- 
tlona.

Since many komes kuUt 
during the last two decades 
have open dining areas — at 
one end of the living room er 
short leg of an ”L"* thaped 
living room—there is a grow­
ing trend toward cenverting 
these open areaa Into distinct 
dining rooms, but wtthoot sac­
rificing the airy, spacious 
look that presently exfats.
This compromise is b e i n g  

achieved in a variety of ways. 
One basic method is painting or 
wallpapering (he dining area 
in a color or pattern that con­
trasts with the living room 
walls.

A different floor covering 
also will help set off the dining 
area. A vinyl or vinyl a.sbeslos 
floor tile is advisable since it 
is easy to keep clean, especially 
if there are spill-prone children 
in the family, and comes in a 
variety of style and colors.

For even greater separation 
without losing the desired spa­
cious effect, hardboard grille- 
work room dividers in such 
styles as granada. Venetian, ori­
ental or classic can be used.

Ilicse can be obtained M- 
ready aeaembled or aaaembled 
easily with bandy pre-elaed 
grillework panels and pre- 
grooved moulding and then 
painted to Nt In with the 
decor.
The ceiling also can be used 

to achieve separation between 
the two areas. With a few pieces 
of lumber, a false beam can be 
constructed and attached above 
the room divider.

As another architectural 
change, a sunken dining room 
effect can be created earily 
and without costly rebuilding 
of the floor stmp^ by arrang­
ing a row of plants on the 
floor around the outer edge 
of the room.
Bricks snd stones can be 

used to fence them in and, if 
enough plants are not available 
a bench can be built into one 
wall to help give the Illusion of 
a "step.”

A complete change in acces­
sories from the living room to 
the dining area will add distinc­
tion. For example, if polished 
metal and glass objects predom­
inate in the living room, you 
might use only porcelains In 
the dining area.

Or, if paintings are used ex­
tensively in one area, sculpture 
or dimensional hangings can be 
used in the other.

Because of the number of 
deaths that have occurred, car 
drivers and passengers are 
again being reminded by the 
State Police that fresh air from 
open windows whOe driving or 
parked is a "must” prelection 
against the killing carbon mon- 
oxidel gas contained in car ex­
haust.

Already this year the gas is 
reported as the cause of the 
deaths of at least 35 persons 
who were sitting in parked cars 
with windows closH and en­
gines running. Stole health de­
partment records show that gas 
claimed the lives of 49 persona 
in stopped motor vehicles last 
year in Michigan.

Nine deaths this fall included 
five members of one family 
rruking a roadside stop, a cou­
ple watching a drive-in movie, 
and another couple sitting in a 
parked car.

State Police point out that 
the gas can do its lethal dam­
age unsuspectingly because it is 
odorless and colorless. Drow­
siness is one of Its first symp­
toms which may. be but is not 
necessarily followed or accom­

panied by ill feeling, nausea 
and vomiting.

Precautions against the haz­
ard are: Having the car's ex­
haust system inspected for win­
ter driving; properly ventila­
ting the car at all tinres, wheth­
er driving or parked; checking 
the car's firewall, passenger 
compartment and trunk area for 
rust holes or other leaks through 
which fumes may seep; by not 
running the car’s engine in a 
closed garage; and finally, by 
not running the engine when 
sitting for any length of time in 
a parked vehicle.

Sergeant Craft made these 
suggestions:

When the check endorser 
is a stranger, proper identi­
fication is a "must" rule to 
follow to avoid chance of 
f r a u d .  T h i s  identification 
would include usually reliable

evidence such as a driver's 
License or car license num­
bers. If still in donbt ask for 
further identification. Bear in 
mind that identification of­
fered can be fraudulent too. 
The identification should be 

noted on the back of the check 
for reference if necessary for 
investigation later.

Safeguard check blanks, can­
celled checks and deposit rec­
ord.*; to prevent tbsit end 
fraud.

Report any check law viola­
tion to the local law enforce­
ment agency and follow through 
on prosecution.

Becauaa of the new mathe­
matics. the sew chemistry, and 
the new English grammar, 
many parents feel incapable of 
checking the quality of their 
chlld’a homework. These courses 
appear new. different and dif­
ficult Nevertheless an excellent 
parental check can be accom­
plished quite easily and very 
rapidly.

Parents can obtain a fairly 
adequate check of the quality 
of their child’a work by check- 
lag the quantity that is pro­
duced la the homework effort.
For most homework there is a 
relationship between quantity 
and quality. Most teachers, for 
example, notice that the better 
themes tend to be longer. The 
poorer themes tend to be ab­
breviated. Like most rules there 
are exceptions. But there is 
value In itself in checking the 
child’s work. It indlcstes par­
ental Interest.

The reason why a quanti- 
tatlve check will nsnaily 
work b  that H takes a UUle 
knowlodge on the hart of the 
child to write five eeateneea 
or more In aaswciing the av­
erage qnesiloa. Moreover If 
a certain amount of time and 
effort Is reqnlred of the child, 
he will nsnaily attempt to do 
a good Joh tbioo ho most ex­
pend the energy anyway.
To facilitate this method of 

homework checking, the parent 
might encourage the child to

the notebocA ^onld  be an ob­
ject of pride and accomplish­
ment A table of contents can be 
constructed and expanded as 
new assignments are com­
pleted. A page should be pro­
vided so tb it the class aaslgn- 
menCs are written down right 
in the classroom. Parents and 
children are often aurprlaed at

this visual display of the tan­
gible amount of work that is 
accomplished during a semes- 
ter.

Parents might also check the 
neatness of the child’s work. 
There is a definite relationship 
between quality and neatneu. 
The poorest work frequently is 
illegible and duracterlsed by 
poor handwriting. While good 
students sometimes p o s s e s s  
poor handwriting, this writer 
has yet to see a poor reader 
who possesses adequate hand­
writing. Although there are 
motor determinants and prob­
lems of small muscle coordina­
tion ^ a t  affect handwriting 
ability, the Important fact is 
that the student who turns in 
Illegible work la advertising 
himself as a poor student In 
terms of probability.

There are added values in 
encouraging n e a t n e s s  and 
quantity. Three diaracteiistics 
that identify the poor student 
on nil levels are a short atten­
tion span, an inadequate sense 
of closure, and particularly a 
lack of persistence. The re­
verse is true for the good stu­
dent. When the parent encour­
ages legibility and quantity in 
homework, he is encouraging 
the development of attentive 
qualities, closure, and the qual­
ity of persistence—^factors that 
help to identify the gifted 
child.

for Decision 
on Tire Studs

LANSING—Are studded tires 
which help to keep ears from 
skidding and sliding In Michi­
gan’s rough winters lUeggl here 
in the state?

Well, most officials induding 
Secretary of State James M. 
Hare think so. But Hare said 
he would ask the attorney gen­
eral to rule on them to get a 
"clear-cut decision" on the mat­
ter.

Hare, chairman of the Michi­
gan State ^ e t y  Commission, 
said that his offices had re­
ceived reports of Michigan deal­
ers selling studded tires. "How­
ever, Michigan law appears 
quite specific in the matter," 
Hare noted, ** .nd on the basis 
of oar law, they may have to 
be outlawed in the state."

Hare said he p e r s o n  a l l y  
thought the studded tires w«w 
a "definite s a f e t y  aid" and 
would be of help in driving on 
icy and snow-covered roads.

Michigan law prohibits studs 
or other devices on tires. Hare 
Mid. Wires are permitted, pro­
viding they do not exceed .075 
inches in diameter.

The studs in question are 
made of tungsten carbide and 
covered with steel or plastic. 
They are inserted with a pres­
sure gun into boles molded into 
the tire and cost about $10 
more than the average tire.
