Several of the faithful have phoned today to inquire 
if 1 knew this State Rep. Daniel West, who is in all the 
trouble this week for having posed as a lawyer, a Ph. D., 
and a few other things, when in fact he has been a con­
vict and, more recently, a hustler specializing in wrestling 
funds from the Internal Revenue department.

Rep. West and myself sat often (for two years) side 
by side in the close quarters of the House Towns and 
Counties committee. The representative from Detroit al­
most never opened his mouth. His general mental atti­
tude seemed to be daze . . . though occasionally for no 
obvious reason he would be angry and turn without 
warning upon some witness who would be pleading for 
or against a particular bill.

*'Okay, Jones, what’s your angle?'* would be a 
typical hirk from Rep. West on such occasions.

But overall, one had the impression that Rep. West 
didn’t understand the subject matter and was maintain­
ing the better part of discretion by keeping his mouth 
shut. He rarely missed a meeting.

I presume I would have to admit, if the arm was 
twisted, that I thought Rep. West was sort of dumb.

In retrospect, this doesn’t seem accurate. His mind
apparently was on other things.

Now, of course, serious citizens are asking the 

horse-and-the-bam-door type question: "How could it 
happen that anybody like West dould be elected?"

The general quality of men who are elected to 
public office In the United States ef America b  to 
much shabbier than the typical citizen realizes,, that 
we are teetering today right exactly on the edge of 
national tragedy.

Many elected posts go completely by default to men 
otherwise unemployed or almost so . . .  a career man in 
private business will not give up a steady job. frighten 
his family to the end of their wits about their security, 
in exchange for an office where the pay is low, the hours 
atrocious, the personal abuse and cmaracter destruction 
constant, and the guaranteed longevity no more than 
24 months.

In the void, political jobs are snapped up by sudi 
as will accept risk because they want the publicity . . . 
the grandeur of having one’s "name in the paper" or 
having powerful forces in the society come a-wooin’ their 
vote on some matter of special interest. Thb involves a 
psychological drive for recognition which b  something 
the psychiatrists can better discuss. (Look up “paranoia" 
in Webster’s dictionaiy.)

Others drift Into polities beeanse some big labor 
union or business monopoly buys their mind (and 
sooll, provldea the vote machine and campaign 
funds, and seats their puppet safely in one of £ o  
legislative chairs aomewhere.

Sometimes men flee Into politics because their home 
life is stonny and it b  a satisfying way to spend a few 
evenings a week away from the hearth.

I Sometimes the memorv’s eye conjures up an old, 

oft-repeated scenario . . .  that of the politician being 
bought a $4.00 l u n c h ,  poured $10.00 worth of 
drinks, flattered out of his boots with complimentary 
gush . . .  for which he exchanges whatever it is the 
host might want later In the legislative halls.

Unless public office becomes a noble, high calling 
in America, we’re going down the drain!

To hold public office must be something to 
which our young people aspire, and for which many 
train themselves throughout their schooling.

Once won. it is to be regarded with respect; not 
unlike a clergyman's office, if you will. It is a special job 
for those with special talents and character.

It must be an office where the pay is enough to 
make a man hold his head up and not stick his palm out: 
sufficient so his wife and children will not worry about 
the household budget.

Public office should be a place where those 
who cheat; those who betray fiielr public trust, are 
ruthlessly—realiv ruthlessly—removed and humil­
iated. Such caprices and foibles no longer can be 
treated as a sort of sophisticated humor . . . “that’s 
politics, you know . . . it’ll be forgotten tomorrow.” 

Until that day, there always will be headlines tell­
ing of cases such as that of State Rep. West.

Just as a postscript;
In Farmington Township today, one grouo i.s work­

ing furiously to kill a recent action which raised the pay 
of three top elected officials of a large, exploding Town­
ship. Under the new figures the salaries would range 
from $10,000 to $15,000 for these jobs and the officials 
have just two years of guaranteed office.

Today we would ask the brethren to read the details 
of the Rep. West mess, then to go home with their peti­
tions against the pay raises in the waste basket and their 
energies turned to something that would help the po­
litical system, not handcuff it.

The Federation has also sup­

ported the United Nations and 
while admitting that organisa­
tion’s weeknesses seeks to 
strengthen it.

She maintains (hat this 
strength comes from being 
able to “aympatkixe with 
what one does not necessarily 
like."
The President-elect of the 

General Federation uys that 
she joined the Miami Women's 
Club in 1933 for the same rea­
sons that most women join.

These are; to gain new 
friends; to add her voice to a 
group working for community 
betterment; to serve in public 
life with a sense of purpose 
and accomplishment and to de­
velop attitudes for leadership. 

She recounts the story of 
how she was asked what areas 
of club work she was most 
interested In participating.

From that answer she went on 

to become President of the 
Miami Club .a state and district 
officer and President of the 
Florida Federation of Wom- 
enent Clubs.

She has participated in White 
House Conferences on Educa­
tion Youth and Aging.

In addition ot tuning in the 

decade old Channel 56, owners 
of all-channel sets have some 
hope that a second educational 
channel will be allocated to a 
cooperating group of educatnm- 
al and cuKural institutions locat­
ed in the Schoolcraft College 
area of western suburbia.

A recent leaflet put out by 
the Federal Communications

But if 
it is a recently produced VHF- 
only set which is satisfactory, it 
can be converted to all channel 
by one of three methods.

1. Have a complete 70 channel

tuner installed within your set.
2. Where technically possible 

a one channel UHF '‘Striptype” 
tuner for each UHF channel de­
sired may be installed within 
your set.

3. A complete 70 channel con­
verter mounted on top or close 
to your set.

Will My Present Set Be-  ̂
come Obsolete? "
It is very unlikely that VHP’s 

channels 2 to 13 will be dis­
carded within the lifetime of 
present day television receivers. 
We need these channels, as well 
as 14 to 83.

How Much Wm It Cost to

Wayne Lawhome, Recreation 
Director at the Plymouth State 
Home and Training School re­
ports that scouting has “made 
itself an important part of the 
recreation program, with troops 
of both Boy Scouts and Girl 
Scouts already formed." There 
are also many boys and girls at 
the institution who would be 
fine candidates for Cub Scouts 
and Brownies.

It is possible that in the near 
future Cub Scout and Brownie 
groups can be formed at the 
home.

“Mentally retarded boys and 
gilrs want and need social con­
tacts. instead of overprotection 
at a home, and rejection in the 
community," he said. We have 
found that scouting helps the 
mentally retarded boys and 
girls feel wanted, gives them 
a great incentive to do things 
for themselves, removes them 
from isolation and gives them 
as much association with nor­
ma) scouts as possible.

“We have a warm feeling of

satisfaction in knowing that 
the Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts 
of America have a program 
that can be adapted to the 
mentally retarded, and we, in 
the field of metal retardation,, 
stand ready to assist other or­
ganizations in adapting their, 
programs for use by the men-,’ 
tally retarded.

They feel that the 
best hope for accomplishment 
for both N e g r o  snd white 
Southerners lies in the non­
violent approach. Though many 
Negroes in Mississippi possess 
guns, violence in the Negro 
community has thus far been 
minimal. The Reeces feel the 
value of the Freedom Schools 
is established and that the con­
cept will be expanded next 
year.

MeffroKstorkm 
Speaks To 
Pfymoath Group

American Negroes do not all 
agree on how best to achieve 
human dignity — through Inte­
gration or pride In self. Quite 
frequently when a Negro says 
“we“ he doesn't know himself 
whether he means “we Ameri­
cans’’ or “we Negroes.*' So 
stated Harvey Jackson last 
Thursday evening before the 
Plymouth Assembly for Equal 
Opportunity. Mr. Jackson came 
to the Assembly as a represent­
ative of the Detroit Branch of 
the Association for Study of 
Negro Life and History.

The concept of Negro inferi­
ority has been consistently rein- 
f o r ^  by lack of history, and 
distortion of fact. People do 
poorly when they lack self-re­
spect and aelf-lovt, which la 
bMic to civilised people. A 
study of Negro h U t ^  would 
help Negroes achieve this sense 
of their worth, and give white 
people a better view of the 
facts.

Mr. Jackson pointed out that 
what it needed is not a text of 
Negro histwy. but a correctioB 
of history u  written, showing 
the part that Negroes have 
played in buikUng America. 
For example. Columbus had 
Negro crewmen, snd the Span­
ish explorers all had Negroes as 
members of their expeditkHu. 
This country never fought a war 
when Negroes were not a part 
of it u  citizens. In the French 
and Indian Wars, they fought 
on both sides. T b m  Is a monu­
ment In Boston Commons to 
Crlspus Attucks. the first man 
(s Negro) to be killed In the 
Revolution.

Man's history is the story of 
his s t r u g g l e  to get along 
amicably with others. Mr. Jack- 
son believes that the United 
States has come further along 
to achieving this democratic 
ideal than any other nation. He 
feels that two very important 
contributions his race has made 
toward reaching this goal are: 
first, the needling of the United 
States through the civil rights 
struggle to work toward its 
ideal* and second, plain bard 
work in the founding of this 
country. •

I have been reading your ae> 
count of the plight of the 
people In the Kendalwood Sub* 
division with much interest and, 
I must admit, a little envy for 
the concern the township offl* 
cials are showing them. 1  re­
alize that these pMple have a 
problem, and a serioua one, but 
so have we!

We live la the area weal ef 
Farviagtea Road and aortk 
ef g Nile. When we henghC 
this house the first of last 
May. we and the V etm a'a 
Administration were airared 
(hat the water would be in by 
the end of Nay, hut here we 
are without water tn Deceni* 
her! And yet. we are practic* 
aUy being told to *nump IT 
by the very people who have 
thown such concern for the 
people In Kendalwood.
Some of Kendalwood has 

been without water for only two 
or three weeks and everyone's 
in an uproar, but many homes 
in our area have been without 
water since the middle of last 
summer.

Much of our trouble has 
been due to the aewer con- 
•tmctlon. too. A creek pots- 
lag through this area has 
heea largely responsible for 
keeping np the wells that do 
have aonie water, including 
my own, h it thoee who don*t 
live near the creek are not se 
fortunate. I aty Tortonate'* 
with some reservation, as I 
have beard that the creek Is 
being contaminated since the 
•ewer constmctloB disturbed 
some of the tUe fields for the 
•epUc tanks. I have two pre- 
■ckoolers aad a new baby, m  
yon can Imaglno how frantic­
ally wotrlod I am!

Furthemiore, during the auin- 
mer dry spell, our creek was 
blocked off during the sewer 
eonstmetion, and we didn't even 
have water to fluah the toileta, 
let alone wash and cook with. 
We were told we'd just have 
to get along, until we threatened 
to put up an outhouse. Then 
they finally came back and un­
blocked the creek diannel.

I must say that our ex­
periences with the Township 
Administration have given ua a 
very low opinion of i t

Much of what the average 
person describes as "garbage” 
or nibblsb la Inflammable. And 
s u c h  m a t o r l s l ,  improperiy 
stored, can catch fire and lead 
to disaster. That’s why fire safe­
ty officials recommended that 
homeowners use non-flammable 
galvanized steel containers for 
storage of all trash, rubbish snd 
garbage—both inside and out­
side the house.

It's s good Ides to have 
steel cans of this type in the 
basement, garage and utility 
room—particularly In work­
shop areas to eolleet sawdust. 
sbsTlttgs, wood scraps, oily 
rags and the like.
Among the most flammable 

items around the house are 
newspapers and old magazines. 
Fire prevention experts caution 
against letting them accumulate 
for too long.

P a i n t  c a n s  with small 
amounts of paint — probaMy 
hardened and not usable — 
also should be discarded. Doot 
let them lie around where they 
would supply fuel should • fire 
break out.

Of course, you can't throw

away everything that you don’t 
use every day.

Waste and truh . as men­
tioned earlier, should be stored 
In fire-safe metal containers 
which, in turn, should be kept 
away from any neat source.

Oily or pslnt-covered rags 
and clothing should be stored, 
again, in covered metal contain­
ers.

Use capped metal contain­
ers for the storage ef flam­
mable flalda — keroacne. 
gasoUne, sohreuts and paint
thianers.
Don't dump uhes into card­

board or wooden bozos. Place 
in covered metal containers.

Don't leave anything flam- 
nuble on or near the range. 
Store grease in jdrs or cans 
and keep them away from the 
range.

Keep matches out of reach of 
children.

In addition to good house­
keeping practices, there are 
other precautionary meesuras 
which add up to a fire-safe 
house. Chimneys, pipes end 
flues, fireplaces, fumeces. heat­

hers and cooking eqiulpment all

should be checked periodically 
to make sure they don't pose 
any real fire hazards. All should 
be serviced by qualified service- 
roeo.

Worn or frayed electric 
cords should be replaced. Elec­
trical circuits should not be 
overloaded and major electrical 
appliances should be inaialled 
and serviced by qualified elec­
trical contractors.

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Rabbi Feels NewspaperMisinterpreted 
His Views on Belief in God; 
Congregation Backs Him Completely

Rabbi Sbenrin Wine, of the 

Birmingham Temple, whose un­
conventional approach to his 
religion has a tir r^  considerable 
controversy within the Jewish 
c(Mttmunity, and has aroused the 
intellectual cariosity of many 
non-Jews as well, feels that the 
recent newspaper article on him 
waa m islea^g . Hia congrega­
tion of about 140 families, many 
of them from the Farmington 
area, ia solidly behind him.

They agree with the Rabbi, 
that 1^  categorizing him as an 
atheiat, the headline distorted 
and oversimplified his beliefs.

As he expUlned la the test 
of the article, BabM Wise re­
gards hhoarlf as an *ignoa- 
tk^: **OBe vhe tays te a per­
son who speaks ef God: T 
don't know what yon mean 
and ennt tell whether yonr 
atateaaeat Is trae er false’.'* 
He eentmsted this with sa 
atheist, who says to a be­
liever **I know what yon 
mean, hot I think year state­
ment Is false.**
Rabbi Wlna expanded on 

these views, in s converastioo 
with this reporter Friday:

*The word God. a t used by i 
the ordiBary nun in the street, 
refen  to a person up there, 
with whom you can converse. 
This kind of God I deny. If this 
it tho kind of God you are re­
ferring to, then I am an atheist.

*Tf, however, you use the | 
more aophisticated definitions' 
of God^-sueh as that he is a 
transcendent being, out of space 
and time; or an impersonal f irs t, 
mover, outside the world; or a 
pervading purpose in the uni­
verse; or the ground of being;; 
or something mysteriously b ig ' 
out there—then my answer is: ' 
their hearts, they search the 
Scripture and confront the needs 
of men.

must have a shared pnhiie 
meaning.**
"If [ want to talk about love, 

or purpose, or forces, or the 
best in man. 1 can use other 
words and express myself more 
clearly than it I used the word 
God"

Rabbi Wine is a humanist. He 
says he became a Rabbi, be­
cause he felt he would be able 
to do some good for people In 
that capacity. He says tbe prim­
ary goal of his congregation is 
’'to develop the best potential 
in man "

That tbe congregatieB Is 
with him In the storm was 
clear at the Haanakah Service 
Friday night. When be fin­
ished hia sermon, the approxi­
mately 299 people In the 
Birmingham Masonic Temple 
swamK^ all over him; con- 
gratnlating him on hit ser­
mon, and aaturing him of 
their support.

In his sermon, the icono­
clastic Rabbi broke with the 
traditional biblical story of

Hannukah He pointed out that 
the Maccabees did not represent 
a majority of the population 
of Uriel. And he took great 
pains to explain the Greek side 
of iU controversy with the Mac­
cabees.

The congregation obviously 
enjoyed this interpretation. As 
one of them. Irving Rozian of 
PlymcHith Township, told me. 
"The role of the Rabbi has al­
ways been, not only, or even 
primarily, as a preacher of re­
ligion. but also as a teacher 
and scholar. He has a duty to 
his congregation to re-evaluate 
the traditions of the past, and 
to modify them in meeting the 
realistic needs of the present. 
The reforming of moral respon­
sibility is a major function for 
our time."

Rabbi Wine has successfully 
challenged his congregation to 
participate actively in critical 
evaluation and synthesis. Even 
the presumption of God is open 
for discussion.

For Man 
Is Topic

Stew ardship D isam ion  Closes 
W ith  '‘H ozv M uch  ’  Examination
As tbe cloaiiig article in its 

series en Stewsniship, Tbe 
Augsburg Latbersn Church in 
Redford Township presented the 
following thoaghta for the con- 
gregatioiL Entitled "How Much" 
the selection is a reprint from 
the book "Stewards Appointed."

“One of tbe questions which 
consistently arises when stew­
ards begin to think about giv­
ing their money away is to ask 
*bow much shall we give?' 
Sometimes this question is a 
very boaest and setrdiing one. 
Sometimes it is raised as s de­
fense against too heavy s cUim 
upon tbs available resources.

"There is s very understand- 
able and helpful formula which 
is given to Christian person 
as he searches the Scripture. In 
psft he will lesm this from the 
peges of the Old Teetament. and 
in part be will learn it from 
the New Testament.

"The one sUadard which 
Scriptures dees glvt to os 
which Is ceMisteBt with the 
spirit ef the gospel te found 

la Paul’s tetters te the Cef- 
lathlaas. The peassge amst 
efteu quoted te I Cer. 19:2— 
"Give us so God has prosper­
ed.* This means that God has 
given te soch ef His stewards 
the retpeasihiUty for deridtag 
what part ef his laceme shall 
he set aside for tbe special 
esass af the gospel sad the 
werh ef the Christiaa Charch.
"It is up to him to come to 

the decisioa as to whether the 
percentage should be 10  per 
cent, 1 2  per cent, 15 per cent, 
or whatever tbe proportion 
might be. Certainly this deci­
sion of tbe steward will be made 
in tbe hght of his own intelU- 
gence and tbe prompting of the 
Holy Spirit in his own heart.

**rhert is no arbitrary pro­
portion which ia assigned to s 
man because he belongs to tbe 
Christian Church. It la to be 
assumed that under ordinary 
circumsUnces our love (or 
Chrtet srili move ua to a stand­
ard of giving that will be at 
least as high ss that which was

called Ux under the Hebrew 
Law.

"In others words, it Is a e<Mn- 
mon experience to discover 
Christian stewards who will be 
giving a portion which is equal 
or beyond the tithe. The dif­
ference te that thte will be their 
own decision arising out of the 
Spirit’s guidance. As they search 

need not gel late argumeBte 
with eech ether shout hew 
asuch we are te give. We can 
■ever really settle the issue 
in such s wiy as te bring 
blessing te s man if it he- 
cemes s msUer ef argument. 
It prehce Into his own rela- 
Uonahip with Christ.
"Giving te not usually s ques­

tion of how much omiey people 
have, but normally it is a ques­
tion of how much faith and love 
they have. The call to tbe Christ­
ian to give is a call to tbe kind 
of faith that dares to sacrifice, 
that dares to give something 
sway because be has an abiding 
conviction of the importance of 
the Christian gospel.

"As we ask the question 'How 
much?’ we also are led to wond­
er when we ought to start in this 
matter of proportionate giving.

"Obviously, the decision is 
one which ought not to be post 
poned. We ought to decide to 
do it when we sre confronted 
with the importance of It in our 
own lives. It calls for the dis­
ciplining of ourselves, which we 
know we need in connection 
with money and with giving."

His versatility as 
an actor was quita evident Now 
as the nm of "Bye. Bye Birdie" 
ends, hii ability as t  director 
bursts brilliantly into full view.

Five other Franklin High fac­
ulty members merged their 
"show biz" talents to bring 
forth the magic seen last week 
in "Bye. Bye Birdie". Mr. Roy 
Ernst. Mrs. Mary Ann Vosger- 
riiian. Mr. Oliver S. (xonn. Mr. 
Arthur D. Anderson, and Mrs. 
Mary Ellen Goodwin. Mr. Emit 
w av^ his baton ever so dili­
gently and the 36 members of a 
perfectly balanced orchestra 
provided some of the liveliest 
music heard for many a year in 
Livonia. His addition of the 
timpani and xylophone in the 
percussiem section gave zest and 
zip to the "Birdie" score.

My only regret relative to this 
teenage triumph is that the 
powers-that-be did not foresee 
this smash hit and extend the 
run of the musical to a second 
weekend of performances.

Friederichs, Pistons Executive Manager Don Wattrlok and 

yours truly were sitting around the hotel In Philadelphia the 
ether afternoon.

All of us had one worry. Would the Pbtons be able te get 
back home In time for theirnext game. In PhUadelphIa, H was 
raining and so foggy, yon eoaldnt see serom the street. In 
Detroit, the weatbermsn was talking about three Inches er 
more of snow.

About that moment. ex-Purdue great Terry DUcfalnger. who 
now stars for the Pistons, entered the room. And, quick as a 
flash, the conversation switched to knees and whether players 
gbould wear knee pads.

Friederichs did most of the talking.
“It's s crime that players have discarded an Hem which 

costs something like $1.50 and thus endanger not <mly their 
basketball careers, but also their walking ability for the rest 
of their lives.” Friederichs said. t

The Piston trainer, who has been around pro baaketball 
players for more than 14 years, says that be ean remember 
when all the proa came on to the floor with knoo poda on.

“When the kids in high schools and lower levels aaw Ae 
pTM with knee pads, they, too, would use thMO,” declared 
Friederichs.

“Hien the proa started to discard the pads. Maybe they 
thought it made them look like sissies, or something. As soon as 
that happened, the kids followed suit. Now very few players wear 
them.

’’Baseball rules demand that every batter now wear a 
helmet It's tbe same la footbaU. Hookey playora wonldo’t 
think of going onto the lee wllbont tbe proper protection and 
in the school level they even wear helmeta. So do aomo of 
the proa.

“Yet the basketball pUyers steer away from protecti<m. 
They’re obviously unaware that more players suffered from knee 
injuries or ailments than any other trouble. And this bolds true 
in all sports.”

Friedeririis paused for s few seconds before elaborating on 

what could go around with the pounding the knees Uko in 
basketball.

”Ju jt let a player Jar a knee a few times in tho oamo place 
as he battles for a loose ball and hits the floor,” the Pistons’ 
trainer said.

“Sure, the outer wound will heol up and H wont show any­
thing. But Inside, it's different.

”We see It all gbe time among the pros and a lot ef fellowa 
who played aehoolboy basketball and ooUego haahotball keep 
complaining to me why do thrir kaeea hart thorn.

“The story Is plain and shaple. When the man reaches the 
sge of sroand 25, he doesn’t know It • • . hnt bnraltls has act 
into the knee eep whieh kept honnelag eff the haidwoed fleer.

“If the man does a lot of walking or playing of baaketball 
or golf, he finds that after a few days be'a In great pain . . . and 
he needs to rest his legs.

Reading should be active 
rather than passive. SQ3R is an 
active reading and study skills 
method that enables the student 
to obtain more from his text- 
bo<^ reading. Although there 
are slight variations of this 
technique, the one presented 
here is quite easy for the parent 
to teach the child.

The first symbol, "S" stands 
for survey. In the survey the 
student gets an everview i i  the 
material, forma hto purpose, and 
constructs a "set" for the read­
ing act by using the following 
procedure. He reads the main 
headings. He reads the first 
or introductory paragraph com- 
plet^y. He reads the first sen­
tence of each paragraph. He 
reads the last paragraph or the 
conclusion completely. Hie stu­
dent now has an overview of 
the material. Students of (^stalt 
psychology recognize the im- 
poriance of framing experience 
in this manner. By so doing the 
student has avoided one of the 
commonest errors of the poor 
reader^the inability to separate 
details from main ideas. The 
student should be able to pick 
out the main ideu  in the sur­
vey.
