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Figures Show 
Township Makes 
Amazing Strides

Plymouth Township definite­
ly is on its way u  our tremend­
ous growth of the past year at­
tests and how far it will go is 
something that none can guess. 
At least 1 wouldn’t care to con­
jecture at this point.

Never in my 11 years as su­
pervisor have 1 seen anything 
that can come close to match­
ing our population and building 
explosion of recent years and i 
especially during 1964.

We ^ v e  always felt that 
the addition of sewer and 
water to the western section 
of the Township would pave 
the way for growth but few 
of us had any idea that the 
expansioW would be so great 
as in the Lakepointe and 
SalemB Square subdivisioua. 
The Township is bursting at 

the seams in all directions and 
from where I sit. it appears as 
if we have only one way to go 
and that’s up and up—far great­
er heights than any of us 
dreamed of.

Just two years ago. in 1962, 
the Township issued a total of 
245 building permits for a total 
valuation of $1,820,674 and col­
lected fees of $8,993.

Last year, our bunding In- 
■pector Issued 288 permits 
toUUng $2,838,718 and col 
lected S9.895 in feet.

Contrast that to the first 11 
months of this year when al­
ready 482 permits have been 
issued, totaling $5.213J^ and

fees of $20,896 and youTl have 
some idea of our growth.

And that's only part of the 
story for we have approved 
plans for an enclosed mall at 
the comer of Sheldon and Ann 
Arbor Roads, plans are on the 
boards for apartments in sev­
eral sections and the home 
building boom is greater than 
ever.

I canU honestly say that I 
approve of so many apart­
ment buildings but develop­
ers keep coming in wUk plans, 
eontinoe to take options on 
land and request bearings be­
fore tbe planning coramitaion.

I think there has to be a stop 
some place and a time and that 
now Is the time. The trustees 
and myself feel this is an epi­
demic

Lets wait and see if the sev­
eral hundred apartments that 
are being built this year will be 
occupied. This is a rural area 
and not a metropolitan city.

The story of building permits 
can also IM told of tlw elec­
trical. plumbing and heating 
departments.

Tbe Inspeetor issued 395 
electrical permits Id 1M2 ind 
539 this year in 11 months. 
He issued 347 plumbing per- 
miU in 1962 and 503 Urns far 
this 3rear and handled 148 
beating licenses in 1962 com­
pared to 354 for 1904 to date.

This will increase the pres-' 
sure to the Western Electric 
plant and to the homes and 
other industry in the North­
western part of the city.

It alse will replace botii water 
towers. Tke one behind the 
Preabyteriaa Church on Church 
st. is about mated through and 
has nearly reached the end of 
its uaefullness. The other one 
was a mUUke in engineering 
and has never been of any use 
in the operation of our water 
system.

Our aew city ball hai been 
completed, defeated and pat 
to aae. It is a needed improve- 
meat and a ascetk asset to 
our csmmnaity. 1, far one, 
was tarry to aee tbe old raxed 
as H was a link with the past 
aad could have been put to 
good use.
This past year has seen sev­

eral new industries coming to 
our industrial park out across 
from Burroughs on Plymouth 
Road, also our sale of tbe last 
remaining vacant parcels in i t  
There has been a good start 
towards the rebuilding on the 
property in our urttao renewal | 
project. While this has not de­
veloped as rapidly as our indus­
trial park, it is well on the way 
to total development.

It 
has become the most important 
event to publicize our city^and 
another example what can 
be done when everyone cooper­
ates.

The majority of our 
more than 30 members are 
from a wide variety of aca­
demic fields gnd are relatively 
inexperienced.^

’’The average debater,” says 
Dr. Anderson, “does the equiv­
alent of two master’s theses’ 
research on debate topics dur­
ing one school year.”

Dr. Anderson adds that de­
bate activity “provides inten­
sive training in the rational 
analysis of controversial public 
issues.’” I

The curreilt intercollegiate 
debate topic ik: “Resolved: the 
federal government should pro­
vide a national program of pub­
lic work for the unemployed.”

Winter term contests on the 
above and other topics will in­
clude more than 147 debates 
and at least 14 intercollegiate 
debate tournaments across the 
country.

Ih e  chief w aned that the 
following condltloBs ought to 
he anticipated: reduced trac­
tion on roadways and cross­
walks, doe to the presence of 
frost. Ice or snow; and re­
duced visibility, caused by 
curly darknesB, falling snow, 
sleet or freexing rain.
Chief Jordan reported that 

the International Association of 
Chiefs of Police has endorsed 
the recommendations of the 
National Safety Coundrs Com­
mittee on Winter Driving Haz­
ards as the best known means 
of overcoming these haurds, 
whenever they occur, without 
unnecessary fuss or fear.

The recommendations are as 
follows:

1. Get the ”feel” of the 
road. Ih is ia essential because 
there is a great variety of 
winter pavement conditions. 
Sometimes, etpeciaUy after 
dark, a road which appears 
to be bare may actually be 
coated srith a thin but treach­
erous layer of frost 

Even when roads are plainly 
ice or snow-covered, slipperi- 
ness can change with tempera­
ture and traffic conditions. Road 
surfaces may be “felt” by care­
fully trying the brakes, or by 
accelerating to see if tires grab 
the roadway. • before getting 
into heavy traffic.

2. Follow at a safe distance. 
The usual nile-of-thumb rec­
ommends a following distance 
of one car-length for each 10

He 
applied ciAor thinly, using in 
most cases only one or two 
layers of paint. The lines 
which now help define areas 
of color were intended only 
as a guide fw  the artist These 
were not meant to be visible 
once the painting was com­
pleted. After aearly 400 years 
cn'lie Wedding Dinoe” U 
dsted 1566) some areas of 
pigment have become trans­
parent and Brnegel’a prelim­
inary aketches are partially 
revealed. This la Important 
today because It grsphleaUy 
explains the way In which the 
artist organimd hls work.
The Detroit Institute of Arts’ 

“Wedding Dance” (acquired in 
1930) and “The Harvesters” at 
The Metropolitan M u s e u m  
(New York) are the only two 
important examples of Bruegel’s 
work in the United States.
