He feels 
it may be another 12 months 
before any construction can be 
contemplated.

With the approval of 60 units, 
It appears as if Plymouth will 
have a substantial waiting list 
of applicants.

The Housing Commission 
made a survey of voter files 
iriiich showed Plymouth has 
970 senior cltbens eligible for 
the piRject. Questlonaires 
were sent out to all dderly 
cltlsens last Msrdi and the 
Conunission hat the names of 
100 persons on file indicating 
an Interest In senior bousing. 
However, the commission be­

lieves there are many eligible 
persons who have not made 
applications but will be in­
terested if the project gets off 
the ground and construction 
begins.

The City Commission learned 
Monday that Gay Blade Corpora­
tion, which is seeking land for 
an ice skating arena in the 
Urban Renewal project on Mill 
Street, is moving along rapidly 
and hopes to have the building 
available for use come next 
Septmber.

Vem Schilawske, president 
the Corporation, presented pre­
liminary plans for consideration 
of the Council. He told members 
that his group will r ^ r t  its 
financing by March 15 and hopes 
to have co^n iction  underway 
by April 1.

Plans for the arena call for 
a seating capKity of 8,400 and 
a rink that will have ample 
space for hockey and skating.

The law requires all aliens in 
the United States, with few ex­
ceptions. to r e p o r t  their ad* 
dresses each January. Through­
out the United States, almoet 
thirty percent more applkatioos 
for naturalisation are received 
daring the months of January, 
February and March then are rw 
ctlved during other montha.

Repdtt Hike 
In TB Cases 
At DeHoCo

A 50 per cent increase in the 
number of Detroit House of 
CorrectioD prisoners suffering 
from active tuberculosis in 1963 
was reported by the TB and 
Health Society, Wayne County's 
Christmas Seal agency.

The annual report showed 
that a total of 8.995 admission 
chest X-rays were taken during 
1963.

Of those X-rayed. 91 were 
found to have active tubercu­
losis and sent to Maybury Sana­
torium for treatment. Another 
137 were found to have inactive 
or suspicious TB.

These figures compared with 
7.028 X-rays taken during 1962 
which revealed 64 TB sufferers 
transferred to Maybury and an­
other 127 with inactive or sus­
picious TB.
.  The X-ray equipment at the 
Detroit House of Correction w u 
purchased with Christmas Seal 
funds by the TB and Health So­
ciety in January 1958.

The plastic ahapes of our people, capable 
of so much elae noble and better, for years 
havs been changing into craven forma, barren 
of humane tboughta. void of love, numbed by 
bats and sensuality and self-indulgence.

America has been losing Its seal, the snly 
ttdng that elevates men toward Heaven and 
away fretn Hell.

In offering these thburi^ts today. 1 am 

thinking of our own partkulm' subur^n audi­
ence — of Uvoaia. Plymouth. NanJdn, .North- 
vUle. Canton. Bedford. It isn’t some distant 
’’them** who are guilty, K is us: die problem 
Isn’t  abstract, it is pencsui to thee and me.

There is Hate la the saburhs. mere la- 
tease in seme ways than H can be feead 
anywhere else in America.

*niere is debauchery in our suburban towna. 
more pronounced in some ways than an3nvhere 
else In Michigan.

There are strange and broken, snarling and 
snapping, horror-fllled homes in our suburban 
areas. Jn greeter oumbers possibly than any 
oompsrable geographic place in our SUte.

Our suburban homes are Jammed with chil­
dren—half die popolatloa in sebool, or younger 
—growing up with no better goal or objective 
dun the futile attempt to accumulate the 
maximum amount of material goods, and then 
to spend these **rlcbes’'  in sensual pennis- 
slvfsess.

We do not regard it as coincidental that 
the man who was our President and the man 
who b  our Governor each have a strong meas­
ure of philosophy in their make-up. TTioy 
appear mottvoted by ideals, by theology, by a 
sense that man’s destiny can be mapped in 
intangible thought and that the road to peace 
and happiness b  of spirit, rather than material.

Home swimming pools are in- 
creeeingly popular in summer.

The degree of comfort and 
enjoyment from backyard bath­
ing can be greatly increased by 
various simple means.

Seme people like te sun 
themsehref b e t w e e ■ dips 
while others prefer the shade, 
le either instaiiee, a wood 
deck will come le kandy be- 
caese ef its high lesnlatioB 
value.
One use, suggested by the 

Southern Pine Association, is 
for walkway and sunning sur­
face sround the pool. The wood 
does not reflect heat and you 
can absorb the sun’s rays in 
comparative comfort.

A second use is for roof cov­
ering of a poolside petio. Wood 
decking two Inches thkk. The 
insulation this r e p r e s e n t s  
ICHelds bethers effectively end 
prevents penetration by heat 
into shaded areas.

As a roof for a poolside patio. 
It is supported by horizontal 
beams a t t a c h e d  to widely 
spaced posts. Roofing materials 
are applied to the top of the 
simple structure. S p a c e s  be­
tween posts can be glassed in, 
if desired, and the enclosed 
area air eooditioned. Beceuse 
of Its high strength and natural 
beauty. Southern pine lumber is 
well adapted to the system.

With the deck walkway and 
unning surface, the limber Is 
censteetly expoeed to the ele- 
menU aid also cIom te the 
greond.

In such instances, the lumber 
.should be pressure treated with 
chemical preservatives. It is thus 
immunized against insect at­
tack and severe exposure.

If there is room for one. It is 
nice to have a backyard bath­
house where swimmers may 
change when entering or leav­
ing the pool. With this device, 
the house floors are not tracked 
by wet feet. Such a facility can 
be readily constructed by com­
petent handymen with standard 
items of lumber available from 
retail dealers.

Framing an old-fashioned win­
dow with radiator below it, are 
banks of fruitwood shutters by 
Joanna Western, w i t h  fabric, 
cane or metal mesh inserts con­
cealing storage units. A window 
shade laminated wHh a glamor­
ous fabric in melon and lemon 
yellow floral pattern has scal­
loped and fringed trim, with 
matching comice called a "Top­
per.”

Moving BiUs 
Deductible 
Under Law

If you’ve landed a new Job 
that requires s long distance 
move, make sure you keep rec­
ords of your moving and travel 
expenses. Under the new Fed­
eral 'Tax Law of 1964, such ex­
penses are deductible.

Previoaaiy. a a empleyee 
could deduct from gre«  In­
come any money received 
from a oempeny u  reimbmrse- 
meot for the cost ef movtng 
to a new location.

Now, deductions can cover 
the moving costs of s new em­
ployee and his family plus 
meals, transportation and lodg­
ing en route to bis new destina­
tion. even if such costa are not 
reimbursed by the company.

To be eligible fts* the deduc­
tions, B new employee must 
work in the new area during 39 
of the 52 weeks that follow his 
arrival at a new principal place 
of work.

Roe Defends Teacher, 
Academic Freedom in 
Statement on Charges

The office of Superintendent 
H. D. Roe this week issued a 
commentary on the study of the 
charges made against a Thurs­
ton teacher, th e  atatement fol­
lows the official action of the 
Board of Education last week 

I in declaring by resolution that 
I the charges were without foun­
dation.

Commenting on the study 
made by the Board of Educa­
tion and school administration. 
Roe asserted “The role of the 
teacher in our democratic so­
ciety Is of primary importance 
to the success of that aodety 
and the welfare of its members. 
Therefore, any fundamental as­
sumption that a teacher ia de­
linquent in carrying out her pro­
fessional obligations baa impli­
cations which must be sreigM  
in terms of basic concepts un­
derlying our democratic way of 
life.

“The A d o iiiiis tra ilo n  la 
folly aware that cherished 
Amwlcan freedoms carry both 
privileges a n d  responsiMU- 
tiet. Academic fre^em , ef 
coarse. Is a spedai ceacem 
ef edocatiea. Becaase ef ear 
commitmeot to academic free­
dom, we believed, dsspHe the 
serloosaess ef the charges 
made agalost her, that Mrs. 
Lewis was protected hy ear 
tradltioaal right te he siisiim- 
ed bmeceot oatll feond other­
wise and shoold contimM to 
her position.

*^elp in reviewing the rights 
and responsiMlities of a teach­
er was obUiied through direct 
consultation with the Michigan 
Education Association, the Na- 
t i o n a l  Education Association, 
and highly qaalified legal coun­
sel. The best profesrional state- 
menu on this subject, and long 
recognized teacher codes of 
ethics were also studied.

The year of 1964 is dead . . .  or is it?
WeU, not for the adults who still have a financial 

matter (income tax) to settle up with Unde Samuel and 
the City of Detroit and for those of us who now must 
fork out for all the gifts purchased during the Christinas 
period.

It also dawns on us that before we wipe out '64 
from a sports standpoint, we might reflect for a few 
moments on the top stories as (1) they pertained to the 
area served by the Observer newspapers and (2) the 
entire state of Michigan.

.Hereabouts, three events stood out above all others:
1— The unbeaten, untied football season en­

joyed at Franklin High school in Uvonla.
2— The victory in the hurdles by Farmington’a, 

Rex Cawley In the 1964 Olympics at Tokyo.
3— The two state championships and two state 

records to give him a grand total of six titles and six 
state marks chalked by Thurston high swimmer Ken 
Wiebeck, presently a freshman at the University of 
Michigan.

To us the stories rate in prominence in the fashion 
listed above.

We’re not in any way trying to discount the fetes 

turned in by Cawley or Wiebeck, but neither’s achieve­
ment came as too much of a surprise.

Cawley had left the American shores for Tokyo 
rated as the world’s premier hurdler. When he got to 
Japan, he did nothing to detract from his status.

As for Wiebeck, he had entered his seiUor year 
at Thurston with the unmatched record of having already 
won four state crowns and cracked four records—two 
each as a sophomore and as a junior. The experts gen­
erally agreed that Wiebeck could have won four 3tat8 
crowns and maybe five, if the state prep rules didn’t
restrict a natator to jtist two events.

But when it came to Franklin high . . .  not too many 

could envision a perfect campaign for the young south- 
side school in Livonia.

After all, this was just Franklin’s third year of 
competition. History dictates that it takes a school five 
years—maybe a decade or more— t̂o establirii itself 
athletically. Franklin did in just three seasons.

Besides the perfect mark of nine consecutive wina, 
Franklin took the league title and also the city, crown.

There was another noteworthy item for [Franklin. 
The team had entered the year with a new coach in Bob 
Bentley, who in the past had been identified with basket­
ball powers in the Livonia school system—especially at 
Bentley high.

Bentley (the coach) could have remained as Frank­
lin’s basketball mentor. But he wanted to take a crack 
at football, because, as he said: offered a challenge
to me."

“My Fair Lady’’ are playing 
downtown Detroit and will be 
out to the neighborhood theat-1 
ers by spring lime. “Emily” has 
already had its run.

The P and A i 
theater in Plymouth and the 
Campus theater in Ann Arbor 
will be booking the foreign 
films. Watch for them and see 
if you agree on their selection 
as the top ten. |

Personally. I would have liked 
“Seduced and Abandoned” ad-1 
ded to the list. This Italian film < 
captivated me. The portrayal of | 
an irate Italian father trying to{ 
protect his good name in a i 
small village spoke volumes 
about our American mores. Al­
though “Seduced” was a comic 
drama of social customs in Sic­
ily. the comparative values of 
our own small towns or com­
munities came through most luc­
idly

“The Organizer.” an exciting, 
compassk>na(e and humorous 
drama of the early labor move­
ment in Italy with Marcello 
.Mastroianni as the agitator was 
another Italian film that should 
have been on the first ten.

Of coarse, the lid is being 
pried off as far aa sex la films 
is cOBcemed. Our Puri tan 
backgroaada, allowing sadism 
and violeacc to prwUferate eo 
our TV and theater screens, 
have qalte rigidly resisted the 
rearing el that ugly pheno­
mena known as “sex.” Lately, 
with the advent of art fUnu 
and the cheaper, mere crass 
“nudies,” Hollywood has been 
dishing out liberal portions of 
flhns that dip Into the steamy 
world of sex in (be raw.
The bedroom scene in “The 

Americanization of Elmily” is a 
good example. Five years ago 
this scene would have ended on 
the cutting room floor. “Sex and 
the Sinj^e Girl” has Tony Curtis

as a smutmooger for STOP 
magazine. He wants to eiipose 
Natalie Wood (Dr. Brown in the 
flick), working title of his arti­
cle is “Does She or Doesn’t 
She?” "The Pleasure Seekers." 
was advertised as “where do the 
good girls go when they want to 
be bad.” So it goes. Hollywood 
is definitely getting despprate 
when it has to stoop to such 
commercialization of sex.

Most of the better fc^eign 
films do not attempt to titjillate 
audiences when it comes to the 
more earthy side of life. They 
come right out. forthrightifuUy, 
no sly digs or snide for them. 
Here is life the way it is Lived. 
Audiences are treated as igatur- 
ed individuals, not addle^ated 
adolescents. In short, Holly­
wood has yet to raise the level 
of their .standards and produce 
films for adults. Let Wall Dis­
ney ;ut)duce the family pidtures 
ind yards of celluloid “Bgmbi” 
pictures.
^ Old Wally would like to se« 
a brave theater owner in the 
area take the ten top films 
indicated in this column and 
play them festival-fashion. In 
other words, you could set the 
top ten over a period of say 
three weeks. Might be a good 
summer-time a t t r a c t i o n  
to bolster the sagging bpk of­
fice.
So much for my yearly dUtribe 

on the state of motion pictures. 
Who knows maybe moviei will 
get better by 1970 

As an art form there is no 
more potent force than a movie 
done with consummate 'skill. 
“David and Lisa” comes to mind < 
as I close this session on movies. 
Now there was a flick dope in­
expensively. on location, using 
experienced (but no stars!) Rect­
ors that had all the impact of a 
beautiful poem. It was an emo­
tional catharsis.
