Detroit Country Day School, Was In Farming-
ton on Jan. 6. to participate in the first meet-
ing of that city's Community Forum. Dr. Shaw
is a distinguished educator, an old-school gen·
tlernan of unquestioned goodwill. But The Ob-
server must take exception to ·his defense of
censorship.

18-year-•lds the right te vote wi re·introduced
b the Michigan State Legislature last week.
It was just a year ago that State Representa.
tive Paul Chandler and Harry DeMIse orig
inated such a bill in the State Houle. A project
close to Paul {hndler's heart, the 1-ering
of the age limit for legal respealibilitiel wai
dl,cusied 1/ Als "Fact; and Opinions" col,
umn d Jan. 30, 1953.)

In the course of pursuing the duties and
privileges of a State Representative, we intro-
duced a bill last weekend for the consideration
of the chamber and the public at large, which
would require youths to attain the age of 18
before receiving a solo automobile driver's
license. (It's 16 today.)

The proposal has strong arguments within
its own merits, but there was lomething addi-
tional in mind.

None of these learned men emphatically
denies that pornography is bad for young
people They simply say that they don't know
whether it is or not.

But the harmfulness of censorship was
establkhed centuries ago.

As a solution to this dilemma. the Observer
auggest• that the parent, of our community
take a far greater interest in the intellectual
developmemt of their childrem, and try to
guide H into wholrsome dlrections.

At 18 should come the privileges of matur-
ity, along with the responsibilities - and the
latter are many, we hasten to assure the young
ladies and gentlemen

One of the most compelling arguments for
the higher driver age is that when 16 or 17
year olds are arrested, they go into Juvenile
Court. Not until they are 18 are they procesed
in adult courts

The change in the age of a driver's license
would be a first step toward standardizing at
18 LowerinK of the voting age and the drinking
age and elimination of the smoking law all will
receive attention here later.

...

As to the sperific of not driving until 18--
Our propsal in Lansing would still permit

teenagers to drive at a younger age. if an
adult or guardian is in the car. There would be
no change in the high school driver training
program.

Upon attaining the 18th birthday. the license
would permit going out alone, without adults
in the car

Some 65 percent of all juvenile arrhts
today in this area involve the automobile in
one way or another. Car thefts. car stripping.
sperdin„ rowdine,m at Drive-Ins, gang fights.
colli.ion4 - all come from operation of the
automobile. There ha, e been violent fatal
accident* in recent months.

None are necessary. Cars are prohibited at
the University of Michigan. for instance, where
the students are 18 to 22. but are allowed
throughout the metropolitan suburbs, for 16
and 17 year clds.

Much of the pressure for a change In the
law has come from parents who are torn by
the agony of worry at night, yet don't know
how (or prefer ant) to re•Nt the pre•Nure•
put on them by their young•ters and teen
society. A State law wotild provide a basis
for the parent, denying the request for a
car. or ut thereof. until their wn, and
daughters were 18 and, older and wiser.

We regard it as a badly needed law change
within itself-but, to return to the original
thesis-it should be only • part of setting the
general age of "maturity" at 18. being con-
sistent about it, and letting our youngsten
know we're fair and honest with them.

Like a boyfriend meeting the family for the first
time, candidates when campaigning for public office are
on their best behavior.

Their ideas are crisp as their shirts. "Yes," they are
for better education. tax relief for senior citizens, men-
tal health. -No," they are against higher faxes, deficit
spending. How do they vote?

. . And those brochures - pearly-tooth, shiny kids;
sweet-smiling wife; happy doggie - complete with many
promises for a happy new world.

Once the candidate is elected, the brochures have
long since lain in the trash. the majority of voters forget
about him, the way he votes on issues and how he carries
out his campaign ideas and dreams.

Not so with the newspapers. it is our business to
watch and record the elected official's action, reac-
tion, or lack of same. all the dreary year long.

This is why Paul felt the newspaper, based on
the day to day observance of the performance of the
elected official. should play a strong part in recom.
mending qualified candidates to the public - who
only read the campaign material (often written by a
committee) and see a polished version. Many a Mr.
Hyde campaigns, only to be a Dr, Jekyll once elected.
Very few candidates running for an office, even for
the first time, are unknown to the fourth estate.

Tourse, 1'11 grant you, there are differences among
news media. Some use every release that crosses the desk
without even removing their feet from same - but
there are others that are on the move and have eyes and
ears at everv meeting, every week - and there is an-
other breed of cats that just pick up their competitors'
paper, rewrite it slightly and save themselves a staff.

***
This writer's interest in the State Legislature is

particularly keen this year Having heard all of the
campaign speeches at least three times, the performance
and recorded vote shall be noted and reported in both
the House and the Senate from representatives serving
Plymouth, Livonia. Redford Township and Farmington.

Personally I can't see wh>' it shouldn't be h good
vear for the voters I think (;overnor Romney and the
lawmakers are beautifully bound together by an amaz-
ing set of circumstances.
