Tribe Famous

Colorful Blan

The Mende tribal grouping is the
most populous grouping in Moyamba
District. On my recent visit to that
district I saw them engaged in an art
which has won for them world-wide
acclaim.

This notoriety has been achieved
through their country clothes.

The skill has been passed on to
some of the other tribes, but the
Mendes are still considered the best
artisans in this field.

Country cloths are attractive hand
woven blankets ranging in size from
28 square feet upwards. The ability
to make them has been passed on
from generation to generation. Today,
however, with the advent of modern
technology and the resulting loss of
interest in traditional ways of life, it
is confined primarily to the older
generation.

Thus, unless there is a revival of
the skill among the young generation,
the art will die out with a few years.
The making of country cloths will
then become a lost art.

Cotton is planted at the beginning
of the rainy season, roughly late April
or early May. By mid-January it is
ready to harvest. Thus on my visit to
the district I saw a great deal of
cotton being picked by hand and left
in the sun to dry.

After the cotton is dry, the women
pick out all the seeds by hand. The
next stage is carding. In this process
the women use cotton cards imported
from England. They are exactly like
those used in colonial America. The
cotton is placed on one of the small
wooden boards covered with wire
brush bristles and combed with the
second one.

The process results in a loose,

cylindrical strand of cotton about a
foot in length.

As there are no spinning wheels,
the cotton is next spun into thread by
hand. The common varieties of cotton
are either cream colored or a light
reddish brown.

Other colors are obtained by dying
the finished thread. Two shades of
blue and one of brown are the usual
dyed colors. Yellow and red dyes are
available, but seldom if ever used for
dying thread.

Green can be obtained by mixing
blue with yellow. But, again,-this is
very rarely ever done.

Because of the length of time re-
quired to prepare native thread and
the limited number of colors avail-4
able, cotton thread is today imported
from England in large quantities.
This thread is either mixed with the
native thread or used exclusively.
The result is that country cloths
made entirely from native thread are
hard to find today.

Once the thread has been prepared
or purchased the men assume the
task of weaving the final product.
Again this process is done entirely by
hand.

To prepare the thread for weaving
it is first wrapped around the outside
circumference of the house like an
American woman would use her hus-
band's outstretched hands to wrap
her wool thread before rolling it up in,
a ball in preparation for knitting.

The thread is next stretched out

for the warp in lengths of 20 to 30 feet.
It is passed through a bamboo comb
and then two heards of raffia which

are suspended from a tripod of three
sticks. Two short sticks at each end
hold the thread.

George
Washington was the most captivating
only because the number on his card
showed that he was our first presi-
dent, a fact which gave him equal
status with Adam and Eve or Santa
Claus.

As a first step in pre-sort-
ing to the five-digit ZIP Code
address, second an third class
bulk mailers will be required
to pre-sort by the three-digit
sectional center numbers
