File Suit
To Halt

Tower

Action to halt construction of
a 300-foot high microwave tower
by Michigan Bell at the north-
east corner of Powell and Nap-
ier Roads in Plymouth Township
has been started by Mr. and
Mrs. Ossie Hinote, 51265 Pow-
ell Road.

The Hinotes, through their
legal counsel of Draugelis and
Ashton, have subpoenaed the
Plymouth Township Board of
Trustees, members of the Town-
ship Planning Commission and
Building Inspector Matt Mec-
Lellan in a show cause action
before Circuit Court Judge
James Canham on March 5.

The action asks for revoca-
tion of the building permit
issued by Mclellan several
weeks ago upon orders of the
Planning Commission follow-
ing a lengthy public hearing
and additional hearings before
the Township Board and am
earlier preliminary hearing
before the Planning Commis-
sion.

The show cause order alleges
that the proposed tower is being
constructed in an area zoned
agriculture and thus is non-con-
forming and that it constitutes a
nuisance.

The petition contends that
the tower endangers the
safety and welfare of the
Hinotes, reduces the value of
their property and cuts off
natural sunlight.

It further states that the
building permit was unlawfully
issued because it is a direct
violation of the zoning ordin-
ance,

The Plymouth Township Trust-
ees in the monthly meeting last
week instructed Township At-
torney Earl Demel to represent
all defendants in the course of
action.

The proposed tower was bit-
terly assalled by Supervisor
Roy Lindsay in the hearing
before the Trustees. He at-
tacked the proposal on the
grounds that it wonld reduce
property valuation and that it
would cause future homeown-
ers to think a long time before
building in the immediate
area,

Other members of the Board
were in accord with his thoughts
but the Planning Commission
ordered the permit issued after
a lengthy public hearing at
which time the Hinotes com-
plained about the proposed con-
struction.

The number of homes in the Livonia School District has

Assistant Superintendent of Schools Cecil H. Alford has reported.

There were 23,774 occupied homes in the district as of
December 31, he said, a rise of 1,364 over the figure of 22,410
12 months earlier.

Eventually, there will be an estimated 40,987 homes in the
district, he predicted.

The heaviest growth in the district occurred in Section 19,
where 330 new homes were added in the year. A total of 178
was added in section 22 and 170 in section 20.

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Sensationalism And The Press

A distinguished editor, James A. Wechsler,
of the New York Post, has had some things to
say about our profession — which seemed to
articulate some of our own philosophy, and we
thought we would pass them along:

“Whenever serious students of the press
gather, there are melancholy recitatives about
the menace of “sensationalism’ in journalism.

What 1 have to say in these ensuing paragraphs
must be frankly labeled self-serving, because
the newspaper which 1 edit engages in extensive
coverage of what some choose to call “sensa-
tional’ news and what we describe as ‘human-
interest stories.’

“] preface these remarks by saying the
obvious: if there were no New York Times,
it would have to be invented, and until it was,

be almost unbearably difficult for

us whe run afternoon papers in New

concede ungrudgingly that no paper

es a more conscientious ef-

so much of the serious business
of the universe.

“But to recognize the unique eminence of the
Times i3 not to concede that journalism would
have fulfilled all its potential role in American
life if the Times, or some replica thereof, and
nothing else, were published in every city. That
would be a good thing, but it would not be the
whole story of humanity in the middle of the
20th*century.

“The news columns of the Christian Science
Monitor totally reject the existence of murder,
rape, incest, adultery, and other doleful tidings:
they are dedicated, in effect, to the chronicle of
the strivings of man as a political and cultural
animal. The Times concedes, usually in obscure
places, that the animal is more complicated,
and, when he gets really out of hand, it may
even give him an occasional front-page notice.
But essentially the premise of such newspapers,
whether carried to the Monitor’s extreme or in
the Times’' more modest application of the same

view, is that there is something improper about
the use of newsprint for the unveiling of what
might be called the private, as distinguished
from the public, activity of the species.

“Throughout the profession this view of life
is accorded mingled awe and reverence, and
journalism students are told in effect that suc-
cess in life means achievement of that degree of
fiscal stability which permits a newspaper to
employ the standards of exclusion that govern
the news columns of the Times, if not those of
the Monitor.

“But with the already-stated respect [ hold
for the positive services rendered by both pa-
pers, 1 seriously question whether such puri-
tanism per se—I know of no more precise phrase
to characterize this policy—is unalloyed virtue.
In a decade, for example, which sociology may
remember most for the emergence of the Kinsey
reports on the sexual behavior of American
males and females, the files of the Times seem
full of omissions and inadequacies. Surely they
would be painfully meager material for any his-
torian trying to describe what life was really
like in America at this juncture. . . .

“So-called tabloid journalism can be maud-
lin, surface, one dimensional; when it is, it can

“A newspaper, it has been said often, is the
first draft of history; but it can also provide,
at its best, the first draft—or at least the raw
material—of plays and novels and, in doing so,
reveal a good deal more about its time than a
dry chronicle of politics and economics.”

_..Mr. Roberts and the Law

Prof. Robert R, Palmer of Princeton, a great
historian and a distinguished liberal, concedes
that the Weimar Republie, which preceded the
Hitler regime in Germany, may have been too
liberal. That—in its passion for civil liberties—
it made a fatal mistake in letting Hitler out of
prison so soon after his attempted beer hall
putsch.

History supports Prof. Palmer’s thesis. But
Germany in the 1930s was a special time and
place. Its lessons hardly apply to us.

Unlike Germany then, America has deeply
rooted democratic traditions. Its borders are
safe. Its economy is sound. It has few extremists
in its midst.

The danger to our freedom is from erosion.

all of us is made less secure.

In Farmington, last week, a strange old man
named Russell Roberts was arrested for distrib-
uting literature of the American Nazi Party. He
had come to the attention of that city’s police
after he allegedly had offered a 14-year-old boy
25 cents to distribute the material for him,

Roberts is not to be dismissed as a mere
kook. According to the famous best seller,
“Under Cover”, he was one of the leading
Nazis in Michigan in World War II. His record
as such was so outstanding that he probably
would have received the Iron Cross if Hitler
had won.

Yet it makes no difference if this old man
is a cunning propagandist for George Lincoln
Rockwell or a kook. The issue is his right, re-
gardless of his station in life, to enjoy the basic
democratic rights of all Americans.

The United States Constitution makes no
distinction between classes of people or political
or religious viewpoints when it guarantees free-
dom of speech, of the press, of religion, of as-
sembly.

These are universal rights of all Americans,
and the only modification has come when the
Courts held that a “clear and present danger”
necessitates some tempering. (The old ‘yelling
fire in a crowded theater’ idea).

“'This is why we are concerned today about
the action taken by the Oakland County Pros-
ecutor in calling for the arrest of this man.

Certainly no one has stronger feelings of
abhorrence than do we toward the ugly racist
tracts which this man allegedly distributed.
But we feel a twinge of guilt today, of inse-
curity in our system, that we have to use the
same tactics that Roberts and his ilk would
use on the rest of us if they ever gained
power.

Is our society so weak, our people so irra-
tional that we have no better tactics to use in
fighting fascism than its own tools?

The thing that makes democracy so viable,
g0 buoyant, is its willingness to tolerate the full
spectrum of ideas and its ultimate faith in its
people to choose the best of these ideas. Locking
up ideas, no matter how abhorred; locking up
men, no matter how distasteful, kills this viabil-
ity and harms our cause.

L
We join with the American Civil Liberties
Union, on whose Board our late publisher Paul
Chandler served, in protesting the arrest of
Russell Roberts.

We agree with the ACLU .wholeheartedly
when it says: “The expressions allegedly pub-
lished by Russell Roberts may well be offensive
and hateful, still it is better that they be openly
expressed and therefore made accessible to
challenge and excoriation. In general, a free
society in dealing with ideas whatever their
merit or lack thereof must put its trust in public
wisdom rather than in repressive legislation or
criminal prosecution.”

We will continue to challenge and excoriate
the kinds of ideas which Roberts and others
espouse. But we prefer to do this in the free
columns of our newspaper in a free society—
not in an atmosphere of repression and fear.

In some cases, of course, two
smaller bedrooms can be con-
solidated into one larger, more
flexible area. Ever-popular bunk
beds are a good way to con-
serve space. To make the bath-
room more accessible, another
door could be added so that the
children can enter directly. If
space permits, a small bath-
room with shower eould be in-
cluded in the remodeling.

Robert Huff, home improve-
ment director for Marlite panel-
ing, points out that older houses
with a third floor or an irregu-
lar-shaped room have a real po-
tential for a children’s living
center.

“By providing a haven for the
children,” Huff says, “Mom and
Dad will be able to enjoy their
leisure in the living room of the
house.

If study areas are provided
in the children’s room, uninter-
rupted attention can be given
to homework assignments. In
addition, the area also can be
used to entertain friends away
from the rest of the family.”

The decorative theme in a

children’s room is most im-
portant, Huff says, and he
suggests that the family have
a “council” when planning
the area. Ideas for equipment,
furnishings and celor combi.
nations should be discussed
thoroughly b e f o r'e construc-
tion work is started.

“Don’t be afraid to alter the
layout of an area. Divider walls,
for instance, can be put up
quickly, even by a home handy-
man. Easy-to-handle Marlite
planks can be put up right over
new framing.”

Tailor the decorative treat-
ment to the children who will
be using the room, the home
improvement expert advises.
Boys like a rugged, mascu-

line decor. A nautical or west-
ern theme might be appropri-
ate. Woodgrain walls, accen-
ted by several appropriate
accessories, will help create
a particular theme,

Girls will want a more fem-
inine decor, of course, and it is
simple to create one with pas-
tels or an intemting pattern.
