... On The Right To Criticize |

Some recent columns have aroused the letter
writers. If I question the soundness of the ad-
minstration’s fiscal and foreign policies, I am
denounced as “anti-democratic” for not abiding
by the will of the majority who elected LBJ;
if 1 hint that the halo surrounding every move
of Dr. Martin Luther King is not pure gold, but
contains some elements of demagogic alloy, 1
am “anti-Negro.” And when I point out some of
the utter bigotry enunciated in the Anti-Defama-
tion League's “Dangér on the Right” I am
“anti-Semitic.” Had the writers seen a doctor’s
report which said | was allergic to some of the
new drugs, I might have been called “anti-
biotic,” too.

And this piece will probably prove me “anti-
intellectual” as well, since it conflicts with the
judgments of the literary ecritics who have
hailed “Another Country,” by James Baldwin.
I had heard the author was one of our authentic
geniuses, but had never read him. Then 1 saw
him on several TV panels, breathing fire and
threatening genocide for the whole white race
unless it met his terms, and decided to order
“Another Country.”

When it came, [ opened it casually, read
one page, cried, “Oh, no!"” and took a shower,
determined henceforth to confine my fiction
reading to “Five Little Peppers and How They
Grew.” But the other day I caught the tail end
of a news broadcast which indicated the Baldwin
volume had been okayed by a Chicago school
board, in spite of some criticism, as required
reading in a junior college.

If that stunned me, it also stirred me into
giving the book another chance. This time I
started at page one and forced myself to go
through it at one sitting, interrupted only by
three baths.

I was right, you see, the first time. Tho
philosophically opposed to censorship, 1 would
insist there must be some other book the school

board could find that might be more valuable
in molding the young mind. Frankly, I'm
damned if I can see how this story of the sex
life of a bunch of abysmal slobs and sluts, told
in a dialogue that never uses a five-letter word
when a foul fourletter synonym can do the
trick, can_be classified as literature,

Not that I'm opposed to any mention of
sex. As a matter of fact, I have some very
pleasant recollections on the subject and am
grateful to primitive man for discovering it.
Indeed, in my book it is ranked above the
invention of the wheel.

Politics . . ..

In last week's Observer, we reported a warn-
ing from Thomas R. Nolan, Farmington
Township Republican Chairman, to his fellow
Township Republicans, that the Township was
threatened with a political takeover by the
“Union Democrats.” He was referring particu-
larly to the UAW.

We feel this statement was neither con-
structive nor correct. Our two-party political
system differs from the multi party system
which exists in most countries. Unlike the
European political parties — which are rela-
tively small groups of true believers — the
Demoeratic and Republican Parties, In this
country, are loose coalitions of small groups
that ignore each other much of the time.

Periodically, at conventions, these groups
manage to achieve a consensus on certain issues
and candidates. And they manage to work to-
gether for varying periods of time.

This system does not sound very stirring.
But it has had much to do with the stability
and rational progress of this nation.

Still, |
if “Another Country” had pictures, it might be |
an even better seller. And who knows? They |
may appear in the next edition,

I'm not sure, feeling as I do, I'm qualified |
to discuss the art of creative writing. But if I
remember my Aristotle correctly, one of his
precepts was that the audience, in order to
achieve catharsis, must be able to identify itself |
emotionally with one of the characters. '

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How to Dim

Home Noise

That Annoys

Too much noise around the
house irritates most persons and
builds up nervous tensions that
often make them short-temper-
ed with members of the family.
As a health measure, steps
should be taken in the majority
of US. homes to eliminate as
much of the din as possible, ad-
vises the American Home Im-
provement Institute, national

The Institute reports that
“home noise” represents about
one-fourth of the annoying
noise Americans hear today.

Major culprits are blaring radio
and TV sound, rattling wind-
ows, banging doors, creaking
floors, mechanical household
|equipment, dripping faucets,
| clanging pipes, phones and door-
bells.

Here are a few practical ways
to quiet “home noise™:

1. Heavy draperies and cur-
tains which absorb noise should
be used wherever possible.

2. Carpeting on floors is an-
other noise absorber and large,
(thick mats should be used in
bathrooms.

3. In rooms where carpeting
may be impractical, such as
kitchens and bathrooms, rubber
floor tile can be used. It is resi-
| lient and springy underfoot and
| acts to retard and absorb noise,
traveling through walls and
ceilings.

4. Ceilings can easily be made
sound-absorbent. Best way is to
install a simple dropped ceiling
using either a standard sus-
pended ceiling system or by
making your .own with wood
mouldings. Fiberglass matting
installed above Panelaire hard-
board ceiling grillework will re-
duce noise 25 per cent or more.

5. Use rubber or carpet tread
on stairs.

6. Oil the hinges and metal
working parts of fixtures,
stoves, washing machines,
vacuum cleaners, furnaces,
garbage cans, heaters and
mixers.

7. When replacing windows,
use thicker glass. Quarter-inch
panes are better than standard
2l-ounce glass and double win-
dow panes four inches apart are
as soundproof as a nine-inch
brick wall and serve as insula-
tion against cold as well

8. Put in a muted telephone
bell and use door chimes in-
stead of a buzzer,

9. Never raise radio, TV or
phonograph volume excessively.

10. ' Repair loose boards
and shingles on the exterior

so they will not creak or flap
in the wind.

11, Install silent electrical
switches.

12. Rubber weatherstripping
on doors and windows will help
deaden noise.

13. Use soft-humming elec-
tric clocks wherever possi-
ble, instead of loud-ticking
hand-wound clocks. '

14. Glue rubber, cork or fab-
ric coverings to the bottoms of
small appliances, ash trays and
other items that are frequently
used in the home. This will soft-
en the sound of picking them
up and putting them down.

Among the early settlers
in Livonia was Thomas
Shaw, who was born at Wy-
sall, Nottinghamshire, Eng-
land, in 1786.

Early in March, 1838,
Thomas Shaw—along with
his wife, Hannah, and the
couplé’'s three children,
Ann, Eliza and John—
started their migration to
America.

Their destination origin-
ally was Indiana. But
strange circumstances
prompted them to make
their new home in “New-
burg,” on “The Ann Arbor
Trail,” four miles east of
what was then known as
Plymouth Corners.

The story of Thomas Shaw's
migration and settlement in
Newburg — now a part of the
booming City of Livonia — has
been told by Robert Doane
Shaw, a descendant of Thomas.

Robert Shaw is a fourth gen-
eration descendant of Thomas
and Hannah Shaw. Now 70, Rob-
ert Shaw is a retired executive
of Dow Chemical Co., at one
time lived (as a child) in Liv-
onia, later in Northern Michi-
gan, and now makes his home
in Florida.

His compilation of the Shaw
family history appears in a pri-
vately published form under the
title “Thomas and Hannah Shaw
and their Descendants in Amer-
cia.” It makes numerous men-
tions of Livonia, inasmuch as
this area was the original home-
stead site of the Shaw family.

The following report is ex-
tracted in part from Robert
Shaw's book:

The Thomas Shaw family trav-
eled by river boat from nearby
Nottingham, England, to Liver-
pool. There they boarded the
ship “Macon”, bound for New
York City and their new home
in America.

Bad weather made it a seven
week voyage on rough and stor-
my seas, but finally in the mid-
dle of May, 1836, they landed
at New York.

With Indiana’s bountiful farm-
ing lands as their objective, the
Shaw family took a packet boat
up the Hudson River to Albany.
By barge, they traveled the Erie
Canal to Buffalo.

The “General Macomb,” one
of the first steam boats on the

Great Lakes, carried them

On June 1, 1836, Thomas
bought an 80-acre farm in Sec-
tion 18, Livonia Township, on
what was later to be known as
“The Six-Mile Road.”

Thomas Shaw's son, John,
bought another 40 acres in 1850
at a cost of $565. An 1876 plat
of Livonia Township shows that
the Shaw farm consisted of
nearly 200 acres, so apparently
additional acreage was pur-
chased during the intervening

years.
The Shaws’ first home on Six-
Mile Road was a log cabin.

The Shaw farmhouse — the
newer one — is still standing
today on Six Mile Rd. in Sec-
tion 18,

(Robert Shaw's history dwells
on the development of Thomas
and Hannah Shaw’s three chil-
dren for some length, but only
the son, John, carries any great
amount of additional interest.)

The Shaw farm was located
about 10 miles west of the pres-
ent Detroit city limits and four
miles northeast of Plymouth,
The Shaw family’ retained pos-
session of the farm for more
than a century as it was passed
from Thomas Shaw to his son,
John, and then to John's son,
William.

The new home, built in 1843,
was John's upon his father’s
death the following year. It was
the first frame home in the Li
onia vicinity, the
