“If 1 weren't affected I'd be home watching
television.”

This is a very typical reaction to citizens
towards their local government and Board of
Education. Attend just about any session of
any governmental unit and the local citizenry
is conspicuous by its lack of presence.

This is one reason why the press has an
obligation to report the happenings of such
meetings. Very often individuals are unable
to be present to keep themselves informed.
We have no quarrel with the citizen who is
unable to attend a meeting.

We do take exception, however, to those
citizens who, when directly affected, attend a
meeting of the local Council, Commission, or
Board of Eduecation without bothering to main-
tain an open mind.

Don't misunderstand—it is the inalienable
right of every citizen to attend any open
session of any governing or policy making
body. It is especially when directly affected
that the individual has a right to plead his
case with his elected officials. '

The individual also has an obligation in
such cases to appraise himself of the facts
and to allow the other side the courtesy of
being heard.

A case in point—although there are many—
is last week’s meeting between the administra-
tion of the Livonia Schools and parents in the
Monroe School area.

The administration readily offered to
meet with these people to explain and to
re-examine the attendance boundary changes
in the Nankin area. This they did. The ad-
ministration appeared at the meeting armed
with the facts and figures as to why the
decision was made.

The parents, who were upset and angry at
the thought of their children being bussed to
another school, didn't even bother to listen.
They were quiet, but they did not listen.

Whether or not any change will be made
in this particular case in unknown. The admin-
istration believes that a geographic division
is the only solution to the bad situation.

However, a certaii amount of dignity and
courtesy is due to both sides in the matter..

In this case—as in many instances—the
elected officials did provide the basic respect
for the individuals concerned and the courtesy
of hearing them out. In return they heard
charges of “political” decisions and favoritism
towards other areas of the District.

Civilization has come a long way from the
days of the Spanish Inquisition, the witch
burnings, and outright impressment of Ameri-
can seamen into the British Navy. HOWEVER,
it still has a long way to go as evidenced by
last week's meeting and other—more publicized
events such as Selma, Alabama, Franco's Spain,
and the blood baths of Cuba and Brazil

Sunday, March 14, may go down as a
watershed in the development of this nation.
The Alabama State Troopers who beat Negro
freedom marchers senseless that day, while
television cameras ground on, may unwittingly
have beaten racial prejudice to death at the
same time.

The reaction of Americans from coast to
coast was one of herror, disgust—and guiit.
There were immediate, spontaneous dem-

onstrations of public support for the civil
rights workers in Selma. The largest was in
Detroit.

The Observer, along with most of the
conscientious news media in the Detroit
area, was on the scene.

It began rather small. But as it moved
slowly, silently, through the streets of down-
town Detroit, it gathered numbers.

The recruits were mostly white business

people and shoppers, compelled by force of
conscience, to walk along. The number reached
10,000.

Quite a few of them were from within the

circulation range of this paper. Many were
surprised by their own presence.

Over and over, one heard people say that
they had watched the film “Judgment at
Nuremberg” just prior to seeing the attack
on the marchers in Selma. They said it made
them realize that to remain silent in the face
of tyranny is to share in the guilt.

We who make our livings in the field of
communications have come to realize this
also. We have a special obligation here.

We simply cannot remain silent on the
great moral issues of the day. For if we do,
history will certainly include us among the
guilty.

Believing as I do, that ani-
mals are far more dependable
than people as friends, this
cruelty is sickening and makes
me wonder if this could be the
beginning of a pattern of what
kind of amusements will be re-
quired as these boys grow older,
It is certain that something is
sadly lacking when a child is
raised for 10 or 11 years, in such
a way as to not know that you
don’t get your kicks from kill-
ing, or even to be capable of

Editor:

We wish to call your attention
to a mistake in your article of
March 10, entitled “Township
Rejects Apartment Units."”

We are not traditional foes of
apartment development, having
voted to include multiple hous-
ing in our Township zoning ordi-
nance. At that time we were
assured by our Township plan-
ner and Attorney Brennan that
we would have plenty of time to
review the text, and make
changes as no apartment build-
ing boom was anticipated in the
near future.

Since passage of the ordi-
nance we have voted for apart-
ments on the following parcels
of land:

12 Mile near Power Road
Gill Road and Nine Mile
Independence, between St.
Alexander’s property and the
Botsford Hospital.
In all three of these proposals

the developers proposed to use

a much lower density than our

zoning allowed, and apartment
use for this land solved a prob-
lem, as they were not ideal for
single home development.
Contrary to your article we
did not dissent from the rest
of the board when they ap-

proved apartments between the

Botsford Inn and the Botsford
Hospital. It received unanimous
approval. We did object to the
density the proponent proposed
using and did warn him that, he
would have to abide by the low-
er density if and when it was
changed in the zoning ordi-
nance.

We would appreciate your
publishing this correction so
that the records can be kept
straight.

step beyond the Negro aggression it was the white man’s
greed which initiated the problem two hundred years
ago. This doesn’t seem real to them. This is history and
does not seem to be on their conscience. They find it
hard to relate themselves to the gross cruelty of wrestling
strong native black men from their families, comely

utting them in chains and

bringing them to work as slaves—so that the land of
the free and the home of the brave could prosper.
If 1,000 white ministers die—it will not erase the

cruelty that has been inflicted on the American Negro

—these past 200 years.

That established—if the leadership of our country,
after the freeing of the slaves 100 years ago, had not

cheated on the law, and had

lived up to the emancipation

proclamation—a program to uplift these freed men

would have begun. If the

leaders of our country had

offered homesteading to these people, encouraged them
to move into all corners of this big and wonderful coun-
try, they would not be concentrated in the South. Per-
“haps the revolution through which we are now living
would have been avoided. Who knows?
Now, on the brink of great bloodshed our leaders
are acting. Let us hope it is not too late. There is a
grave risk. There is imminent danger of bloody strife,
between the young Negro hotheads aching for a fight
and the white demagogues, bent on reconquering.

caught in unrest. There is
keg of dynamite.

store. This they consumed at a school dance.

The day parents start obeying the law, whether
it be against bingo games, against driving while drunk,
or against racial injustice; that will be the day we will
begin to have a clear mind when our kids go to school
parties, to the movies, to picnics, to bowling alleys, to
roller skating rinks or just to the shopping centers on

afternoons.

The President of the United States proposed Mon-
day night—and no doubt the Congress will approve—new
civil rights legislation, outlawing voter discrimination.

_ But as long as we need Federal marshals to enforce
this law—as long as the lady in the beauty shop, the
egg man, the butcher and most of all we parents fail to
obey this law in our hearts, the tiger of prejudice will
stalk our footsteps, and those of our children.

“We live in fear . . " -

One of our community’s veteran high school sports figures
was doing the talking.

It was the morning after—after nine youngsters were stabbed
following Highland Park’s upset victory over Northwestern in
the state Class A regionals in the University of Detroit High
school gym.

“No, we haven't had any trouble around here,” said the
man on the other end of the phone, who chose to remain
anonymous because of his “live in fear” remark.

After all, if we disclosed his name, somebody might say:

“It couldn’'t happen here. Why does this man stir possible
trouble.”

As our friend added:
“You never know.”
And, you don't . . . in this world in which we live.
* W *

Who was to blame for what happened at the University of
Detroit High School?

Students? Teachers? Police? The State Prep Association?

Take your pick. We suspect all had a part in the matter,

To start with, the State Association didn't take the
necessary precautions “to police” the game. There was no call
put out to either school to make certain that a full complement
of teachers was present to sit among the fans . . . and try
and keep the fever down.

From what we understand, the city of Detroit assigned only
four or five police to the game.

The students were left free at the end of the game to flood

the floor and jam and push . . . and stab with knives,
“ S -

The repercussions of what happened in Detroit literally
were heard 'round the world.

In the last few days, this reporter has bounced freely around
the northeast and eastern parts of the country.

In stops at such places as Providence, R.1.; Ashburham,
Mass.; Boston, Mass.; Philadelphia, Pa.; and the great Madison
Square Garden in New York, the subject constantly was
brought up.

“What happened in Detroit?”

We tried to explain . . . but not with very good answers.
Who really has the answers?

In Detroit, the school administrators are concerned . . .
deeply concerned . . . over what to do with athletics.

Charley Forsythe, the state prep director, is worried.

It's no secret that the Detroit officials came within a
whisker of tossing out all their athletics. Some advocated that
they should.

But, why for the crimes of a few should many have to
suffer?

Undoubtedly, school superintendent Brownell of Detroit
using the aforementioned thinking in announcing: We will carry
on ... and play for the time being, in secret.

* Y -
Meantime, closer to home . . . in the area serviced by our
Observer newspapers, school administrators “are living in fear.”

The same goes in Birmingham, Garden City, Southfield,
Inkster, Romulus and where have you.

We could add, too, in New York City and Chicago and
*way out in Los Angeles.

In our own community, the school authorities work with
police officers to take as many precautions as possible.

Les Anders of Bentley was saying:

“We always have a great many faculty members present
for our games. The city supplies the police.

“When we have a tournament, or a very important game,
we increase the number of faculty and police in attendance.
For the most part, the chief job of the police is to direct traffic.”

Anders recalls only one bit of trouble around a Bentley
game. And that was several years ago. The matter quickly
was taken care of.

But, we understand, there have been few post-game situa-
tions — two or three hours after the close of the operations —
that have stirred the police to haul somebody in.

: * * *
Milo Karhu, the basketball coach at Redford Union, told us
that Athletic Director Howard Kraft turns to the auxiliary police
in the Township to take care of traffic at football and basketball
games.
As at Bentley, Redford Union faculty members are on deck
to supervise at all home games.

Over at Plymouth high, John Sandmann, athletic chief,
sald that the police and fire authorities turn out for football.

“The faculty handles matters very well at our basketball
games,” he said.

‘But, remember, the police station is just across the street,'s
added Sandmann, * % "

Anders and Sandmann both declared that their schools con-
stantly are working not only among themselves and their stu-
dents, but with other schools which they meet to maintain the
highest and happiest relationships.

“This is one way to help avert trouble,” said Anders.
“But, nothing is sure-fire,” noted Sandmann,
Anders and Sandman admit that the problems in Plymouth
and Livonia “are different” from what they are in Detroit or
other big cities. :
They also are well aware, as are officials in Detroit, that
oft times the trouble at prep games is provoked by non students,
as was the case last week, Sandmann said.
“So-called friends . . . guys that are out of school or maybe
attend another school . . . mess it up for the majority.”
Sandmann paused:

“We talk about the majority ruling in our country. Un-
fortunately, it is what the minority does that affects so many of
us in our lives.”

* w* *

It's going to be Interesting to see what State Director
Charley Forsythe does next year at state tournament time.
Perhaps, Forsythe may elect to have more games staged in
secrecy, except for television cameras.

The latter might just solve some of the problems Just
think of what developments could arise?

Bentley is to meet Plymouth. The game is played at 10
am. in the Bentley gym.
The players are there and the officials. Also a closed circuit
television hookup.
When tipoff time arrives, students in each study room at
Bentley and Plymouth turn aside their books. The television
sets come on.
Teachers announce:

When the contest is over, the pupils re-open their books
and classes resume.
Nobody gets pushed around . . . everybody sees the game
.+ . anxious parents don’t have to worry that junior may smash
up the car . . . and moms of daughters can relax, too, because
the young lady might get home a little earlier.
