These rules
in my opinion affect the prac-
tice in some respects in all
courts subordinate to thi Su-

"Under the circumstances

this court will not adopt rules
until sanne are approved by
the court having supervisory
control. In addition, drafting,
printing and publishing rules
which may be outdated before
same could be distributed ap-
pears ill-advised and a waste
of the taxpayer: money. There-
fore, I recommend against such
action until the situation be-
comes less fluid.

"Believing that certain of the

Attorney Edward Draugell, who concludvely
proved he wi, a man who would back his con-
dotions even though it might hurt him in the
final analysis.

Draugells filed u a candidate for the Munict-
Bal Judgeship in Plymouth last December. H•
.old The Observer he did this after discussing
its eligibility informally with the Attorney-
General's office and election officials at the
Itate and county level.

The question arose from me fact that the
Plymouth City Ch,rter provides thet a candi-
late for Municipal Judge must have a residency
of five year, in the city. Draugelis had resided
there for slightly more than three years.

However, prior to filing, Draugelis checked
the itate statute, and discovered one that he
felt removed Se five-year clause and thus made
him eligible.

At ne time did he attempt to cover up thi
cloud over ht: ellgibility. He discu-d It with
other memben of the Plymouth City Electioe
Board-I City Attoney, li, 01•0 was a mem·
ber--and told them 01 the date itatute and
his opinion that he wai eligible.

When J. Rusling Cutler and Clifford Man-
waring filed, he informed them of the situation.
Neither indicated he planned to contest the
eligibility and that's the way it was, up to one
week before the primary, when it wu diBCOV-
ered that a movement had been started by an
unidentified group to discredit Draugelis by
questioning his eligibility.

At no time wu Draugelis anything but hon-
est with The Observer. He never tried to hide

the qualification cloud. In fact, he told more
