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Suggestions for ity fathers

Following Monday's election, Ply-
mouth will see four men, newly
charged with the responsibility of

ing this municipality’s course in
the ears.

Their duties and actions, in a
sense, hold more meaning than those
of state and Federal legislators for
city commissioners operate at the
grassroots level where the laws they
create and the decisions they make
are quickly and apparently effective.

* At the time of their election, as
they begin terms as local lawmakers,
The Plymouth Mail offers these sug-
gestions to commissioners.

MAYOR

Perhaps the first thing that faces
Plymouth's governing body is election
of its administrative head, the mayor.
This newspaper would not interfere
with the legislative group’s preroga-
tive by recommending a candidate.

However, we would offer a few

guidelines.

l It seems to us that the man chosen

to represent the City of Plymouth as
mayor should be qualified by virtue
of experience, past performance and
temperament.

e shoould be a man that com-
missioners and their constituents can
look to with pride for dignified leader-
ship — a man who would bring credit
to the City of Plymouth in the numer-
ous public appearances required of a
titular leader.

CITY MANAGER

City legislators are still faced with
filling the post left vacant when Albert
F. Glassford departed Plymouth in
December.

For reasons detailed in an earlier
editorial, The Plymouth Mail thinks
Superintendent of Public Safety and
Assistant City Manager Kenneth
Fisher should be considered for the

job.

Fisher has performed well in the
interim period and he should be given
a further chance at the city manager’s

position.
POLICE

During the past year, The Ply-
mouth Mail has noted editorially the
need for more manpower on the City
of Plymouth’s police force.

More officers are needed and com-
missioners should see to it that they
are provided.

addition, it seems to us that
more use should be made of state-
sponsored training programs and
seminars for Plymouth officers and
police officials.
URBAN RENEWAL
The complexion of the Federal

Congress is such that funds should be
available for urban renewal projects.
Former Manager Glassford detailed
the course such projects might take
before he left for the City of Albion.

It would be beneficial if commis-
sioners sought a conference with Ply-
mouth’s U.S. Congressman, Weston E,
Vivian of Ann Arbor, to explore the
accessibility of funds and the kinds of
efforts most likely to qualify.

ALL AMERICAN CITY

Another of Al Glassford's dreams
for the City of Plymouth was that it
enter the annual competition for All-
American City.

A sub-committee should be com-
missioned to handle this project and
prepare the necessary material to
qualify Plymouth.

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE

From time to time, commission-
ers have felt it necessary to hold com-
mittee of the whole or “‘executive ses-
sion'"’ meetings behind closed doors.

While The Plymouth Mail recog-
nizes the necessity for meetings of this
type where individual personnel prob-
lems and bids on certain types of city
property are involved, we feel com-
mittee of the whole sessions should be
kept to a minimum.

Commissioners, after all, are en-
trusted with operation of a taxpayer-
owned business and most details
should be worked out in public. We
urge them to conscientiously avoid
clgis:d door sessions, whenever pos-
sible.

CITY-TOWNSHIP RELATIONS

Last, but probably most impor-
tant, there is the matter of the rela-
tionship between the City of Plymouth

and Plymouth Township.

Over the past months, these two
governmental entities have painstak-
ingly worked out increasingly inti-
mate relations.

When Supervisor Lindsay’s suc-
cessor has been chosen in Plymouth
Township, we think the trend should
be continued and intensified.

The township’s police study group
has recommended to the board of
trustees that a committee be set up
to study the possibility of co-operative

lice protection between the City of
lymouth, Plymouth Township and
Northville Township.

City government should make
every effort to keep the offer open and
to seek further ways of strengthening
ties with its closest neighbor.

Every attempt to further Ply-
mouth Community unity should be

To Ann Arbor the other day where University of
Michigan President Harlan Hatcher delivered himself
of some brief and informal remarks on the current
batch of American students,

A silver-haired man, Dr. Hatcher has that aura of
intellectual asceticism with which most higher educa-
tors seem to surround themselves.

He spoke softly and quietly — carefully and
easily disposing of words and phrases that most of
us would discover only after long and awkward
search; and it was like homecoming to listen to
him formulate a mirage of erudition in the desert
of the everyday world.

I say ‘‘mirage’ because I came away with the nag-
ging feeling that the doctor hadn’t said a great deal.

Oh, he was interesting enough and he condescended
to throw a few hells and damns into the monologue for
the benefit of the working press; but I wonder what
he was driving at.

Maybe that was his whole point.

Maybe, in fact, he was trying to show the news-
men present that you can’t codify and segregate stu-
dents into neat groups with handy labels, together
with formulae to control them.

Dr. Hatcher spoke of student demonstrations at
colleges and universities across the nation, and the
accompanying administrative headaches they created.
He mentioned, with not a little dismay and sadness,
the recent resignation of leading educators following
student upheavals.

And (take it for what it's worth) the U of M's chief
father-confessor indicated that most of the pressure on
administrators was well planned in advance by
organized student groups. The word went out, last Fall,
he said, that detailed campaigns had been mapped by
the students — aimed, if necessary, at university presi-
dents.

At any rate, after referring to incidents at Berkley,
Kansas and Brooklyn, generalizing about a few of the
Ann Arbor student varieties and pretty much side-
stepping the Viet Nam teach-in, Dr. Hatcher paused.

“All right,”” somebody said in preface to a
put-up query. ‘“What are you going to do about it?”

“Gentleman,” the U of M prexy replied, “it's been
a pleasure to speak to you.”

Which leaves some questions.

Newsweek Magazine took a fling at answering a
few of them in its March 22 issue which I snitched
from the desk of news editor Doug Johnson over the
Sabbath.

At the end of its 21-page compilation of interviews
and surveys, Newsweek quotes Richard Unswerth,
Dartmouth chaplain. '

‘““ “The present revolt,’ he says ‘is in the name of
the person. The revolt is in the name of authentic
personhood, authentic selfhood, and this is what the
California thing is all about.” In the world of today’'s
campus ‘the avenue now is doing and then reflecting
on your doing, instead of reflecting, then deciding,
and then doing, the way it was a few years ago.' ”’

“In the end,” Newsweek concludes sagaciously,
“the judgment of age on youth always comes down to
educated bafflement.” Then, in a virtual ejaculation
of sunshine and hope, the magazine writers fire this
parting volley at those interested in today’s studentry:

“Yet he seems to know what he wants and how to
get it, seems to have every good chance of taking the
world for a while and, with help and best wishes,
using it well.”

Yeah.
0.K.
Glad to hear it.

But I’'m sure most of the land’s university stu-
dents join me in wishing the older generation in gen-
eral and Newsweek in particular would forget
about trying to dissect youth and its motivations.

The benignly driveled conclusion was hardly worth
21 pages.

Sales Tax

For use by those Michigan
taxpayers who still fact the
task of completing their 1964
Federal income tax returns,
R. I. Nixon, Detroit District
Director of Internal Revenue
Service, again issued a table
for the :Michigan State Sales
Tax. Nixon emphasized that
the table has been revised
and that any chart issued or
published last year should not
be psed in preparing 1964 tax
returns.

_This table may be use as a
guide to arrive at the average
amount of Michigan State
Sales Tax of 4% which may
be claimed as a deduction in
the absence of definite proof
of payment. Nixon pointed out
that the table takes into con-
gideration taxes paid on the
purchase of large household
items, but does not include
either gasoline tax of 6¢c per
gallon or the sales tax on the
purchase of an automobile.

A Bombali District

Celebration Dance

The occasionfvas a visit of the book-
mobile to Bombali District, a region in
the north-central part of Sierra Leone.
The time was 5:30 a.m. I was the
guest of a paramount chief in a remote
village. And now he awoke me.

The people of this region are of the
Loko tribe among others. Methodist
missionaries from America are very
active in establishing primary schools
among them In fact the chief was a
graduate of one of these schools.

I was an American, I was on a trip
to loan books to the missionary school
in this village and I had reached the
village by means of a road built by
Peace Corps Volunteers. To show his
appreciation the chief informed me
that the local male circumcision soci-
ety had just emerged from the bush
where new members had been initi-
ated. The celebration dance was just
beginning and the chief asked me if I
wouldn’t like to see it.

The dance was in another village
three miles away. As there was no
road to it we had to walk along the foot
path. The path carried us past a cas-
cading waterfall which glistened in the
morning light. 1 had bathed under the
same ribbon of water the previous
afternoon.

In the distance could be faintly
heard the sounds of drums. As we
drew closer to the village the pulsating
beats became more audible. We were
being drawn toward them as if they
were a magnet.

The section or village chief greeted
our party as we entered the village.
After being introduced to the town eld-
ers we were seated at the front of the
circle surrounding the dancers.

I was able to capture on film and
tape the same dance, known as the
Bundokali dance, which was one of sev-

eral seen by visitors to the Sierra Le-
one pavilion at the 1964 Worlds Fair in
New York. The dancers were, in fact,
from this same chiefdom. Now, how-
ever, they were in their own setting.

The central figures were the young
boys who had just been initiated into
the society. They were clad in ornate
costumes made from monkey fur. The
dance itself was a series of cartwheels
performed by means of a long stick.
As the boys’ feet struck the ground a
sharp drum beat and a blast from a
whistle held in the dancers’ mouth
vibrated through the air. Each initiate
would demonstrate his skill for several
minutes and then another boy would
take over.

The drummers wore headpieces
shaped like the beak of a bird and
made from long flowing monkey fur.
Throughout the dance they kept beat-
ing drums made from hollowed out logs
while the village women sang a mel-
odic chant.

A busy schedule for the day of ne-
cessity made our visit a short one. It
was, nonetheless, one which would be
long remembered.

On yet another day a different para-
mount chief with whom I spent the
night received me in the midst of the
crowning of a mammy queen. Such a
queen is elected to head the women of
some chiefdoms. She is subordinate to
the paramount chief and the position
has more prestige than actual power.

The festive mood of the villagers
that night extended for several hours
as they danced to celebrate the corona-
tion. "

Out of nine nights on the road dur-
ing this trip I spent five of them as the
guest of paramount chiefs. Each night
was a splendid opportunity to experi-
ence the best of Sierra Leonean hos-
pitality and customs.

PHS Viewpoint:

He Sees Red at
Traffic Lights

One Friday afternoon, not too long
ago, on the corner of Ann Arbor Road
and Sheldon, two motorists happened
to decide to cross the intersection at
the same time No one was killed, but
there easily could have been.

Since the new Catholic church was
started, parking space in the area was
cut and the autos flowed over on to the
streets. Suddenly, where none had
been before, ‘‘NO PARKING" signs
appeared in abundance. Tickets seem-
ed to decorate every car window, in-
sults ran wild, and irate church-goers
roared away from the scenes of their
“crimes.”’

What’s the connection between these
two seemingly. unrelated incidents?
Stupidity that comes from the rationali-
zation of letting one traffic hazard go,
a possibly fatal one, while wasting
money putting up signs that are far
less needed than a traffic light

It seems that a certain aspect of
intelligence is missing. Lights have
been put up at certain intersections,
finally, after much community wailing,
but some of these do as little good as
when they didn’'t exist.

One stinging example is Harvey
Street and Ann Arbor Trail. A motorist
just coming through the light at Shel-
don and Ann Arbor Trail can see, quite
a distance ahead, that the next light
just turned green. He can mosey down
the Trail at a ridiculous ten miles per
hour and still make the green light.
The horrified motorist on Harvey has
about twelve seconds to scream
through the intersection or around the
corner when his light finally turns
green. This wouldn’t be quite so bad if

Harvey wasn’t as busy as it is. But at
certain times of the day Harvey is
busier than that section of the Trail.
The light sequence, unfortunately, does
not change. In the early afternoon cars
can be backed up from the Trail along
Harvey almost to Penniman. The line
blocks the entrances and exits to the
main parking lot and causes pande-
monium.

Another example of poor timing is
the Church Street and Main Street
crossings. The sequence works beauti-
fully the majority of the time. But
‘when over one thousand students are
on their way to school in the morning,
the traffic crossing Main equals the
traffic on Main. Yet the same light
ratio exists for that part of the day as
it does for noon.

The cause of these situations, the
absence of some lights, poor timing of
others, seems to be lack of research.
If the traffic flow was charted better
on certain streets not just one time of
day but at two or three times of the
day and the lights accordingly timed,
the problem could be partially allevi-
ated. Plymouth is no longer the sleepy
little hamlet it was twenty-five years
ago. It is a growing, industrialized
community that has been leading the
surrounding cities for the past five
years. It is no longer a city with one
main street and it’s time the traffic
lights weren't geared to this assump-
tion.

The main hazard still appears to be
a lack of lights in the proper places.
I would no more want to give my life
for a streetlight than 1 would for a rail-
road underpass, I doubt many others
would either.
