Commissioners Willing to Discuss Proposal

Are Township, City Nearing
Time For Consolidation Move?

The City of Plymouth it per-
fectly willing to sit down with
the Plymouth Towndiip Board
for a discussion of the pros and
cons of joining the City and the
Township into one governing
unit.

This was made clear at last
week's meeting of the City
Commission at which a conunu-
nication was received from Sam
Hudson. 44951 N. Territorial
Road, suggesting that such a
meeting be held.

Hudson’s letter, which he ad-
dressed as a citizen of Plymouth
Township and not in any other
capacity, was also sent to the
Township Board and was expect-
ed to be brought up at ™hies-
day's (last night) monthly meet-
ing.

Hudson wrote:

“The pros and cons of joining
the City of Plynaouth and Plym-
outh Township into one govern-
ing unit have been discussed for
many years. | think the time is
right to take another look at this
question, with the aim of in-
f<mning the citizens of both the
City and the Township of the
advantages and disadvantages of
such an amalgamation.

“Mji suggestloB is that the
City and Township leaders ap-
point a joint cMnmlttee of
citizens from both areas,
whose purpose would he to
make as near an objective re-
port as poolble on this sub-
ject.

“1 write as a citisen ol the
Township and not as s repre-
sentative of any orgsniution or
group.”

Ihe City CoromissHxf voted
unanimously for such a meeting
and the Township Board was ex-
pected to take similar action.

Although Plymouth Town-
ship already Is going through

the process of drawing up a
charter for the City of Plym-
outh Heights for protection
against any annexation moves
by adjoining coouminitles,
there Is considerablo talk
about a consolidation of the
two governmental units.

It has never gone beyond the
talk stage but just the same
there is an idea that may come
to the fore in file distanttftt®
lure.

Tile late Roy Lindsay, who
served the Township as super-
visor for 12 years |»ior to his
death three weeks ago. was a
strong voice against consolida-
tion. Lindsay fought annexation
moves at least twice during bis
term in office and always had'
the belief that the Township)
could continue to exist as such i
and should never consolidate'
with the City in a City of
Greater PI>Tnouth.

Recently the Oakland Coun-
ty Tuberculosia Sanatorium was
sold from under the patients by
the Oakland County Board of
SupervisMO who apparently had
no idea where these patients
could be placed in the future.
Now a proposal hat been aet
before the Ways and Means
Commiteee recommending the
transfer of these tubercular pa-
tients to Wayne County facili-
ties.

How esB a eonnty the stoe
of Oakland refnae ta taka
care ef its own? If this coun-
ty cannot afford to care fer
tahereolar patienta. who have
already suffered the patos of
being tom away from fami-
lies and loved ones, no conn-
ty eaa.

Tho National Tuberculosis
Association  recently released
figures showing that deaths
fngn TB and other respiratory
d-seeses have risen 25 per cent
since the mid 1950s. com-
pares with a rise of only 94
per cent in deaths from all
other causes during the same
period. Regardless of improved
methods of treatment a mini-
mal case of TB still require* six
mMkths to be brought under
control and facilitica for these
patients will always bo needed.

How Date
Is Set
for Easter

Every spring for the last
1640 years people have
checked the calender for the
date of Easter.

The reason is that this Holi-
day, which falls this year on
Sunday, April 18, fluctuates
between March 22 and April
2S, depending on the phases
of the moon, University of
Michigan astronomer Hazel
M. Losh says.

To understand this flucta-
tion, one must recall that the »
church fathers, gathered in
the Council of Nicaea in 325
A.D., decreed that Easter
was to be kept on the Sunday
following the first full moon
that comes after the vernal
equinox.

This year the vernal equi-
nox came on March 20. Thus
the full moon of April 15
places Easter Sunday on
April 18,

Says Professor Losh,
"Perhaps one good reason
for cboosiAg the full moon foi*
reckoning Easter was to en-
able the pilgrims to the Holy
City to have the advantage
of moonlight for safe travel."

In 1943 Easter came on the
last possible day, April 25,
and it will happen again in
2038 AD. The last time
Easter fell on March 22, the
earliest possible date, was in
1818 and will not come again
until 2285,

Next year Easter will be

April 18 through June 6 is
the annual interdenominational
observance of the “Fifty Great
Days" from Easter to Pente-
cost. The observance helps to
conserve the pre-Easter "evan-
gelistic results," to stress the
need of a program for assimi-
lating new members, to pro-
vide the churches with another
ingathering of new members
on Pentecost and to observe
the ten days from Ascension
Day to Pentecost. The sponsor-
ing unit of the interdenomina-
tional observance is the De-
partment of Evangelism of the
National Council of Churches..

Highway plantings to screen
headlight glare of oncoming
cars and to serve as traffic
guides and noise abatement buf-
fers. generally have proved ef-
fective. according to repents
from twelve state highway de-
partments.

In Maryland, in addition to
reduction or elimination of
headlight glare, monotony of
driving has been relieved by
dense straight row plantings.

Minor deciduous and ever-
green trees have reduced
driver tensions. In New Jer-
sey tome headlight glare
plantings were found to be
effective as snow fences.

Proper plant selections are
the key to successful median
plantings. Use of large amounts
of salt for snow and ice removal
damage plants too near traffic
lanes, in narrow mediant.

In Maine, on wide medians
colorful combinations of
plants, such as dogwood and
weeping willow have been
used effectively.

Damage to plants too close to
median results from cars swerv-
ing into the median.

In narrow medians, plantings
should be carefully considered
by the de.signer to determine if
the benefits justify the cost.

Costs for median plantings
depend on the species and
number of plants used, rang-
ing from small amounts in
open country to $9,000 per
mile, and up to $35,000 per
mile in urban areas. The
$35,000 figure came from use
of large-sued plants to obtain
a mature planting effect on a
depressed freeway in Detroit.

The compilation was made by
the late Oliver A. Deakin, Park-
way and Landscape Engineer,
New Jersey State Highway De-
partment.

Screen planting for headlight
glare and traffic guidance is
not as effective as acquisition
of sufficient right of way for
roadways eparated by a wide
median, Deakin reported.

Fence’s Life, Looks Depend
on Construction, Materials

Why do some fences look
handsome, while others seem
shabby?

Construction and materials
are 90 per cent of the story.
If built prop~ly and of long-
lasting weste” lumber, a fence,
regardless jm style, will look
well, and will continue to look
trim and attractive over the
years.

Post alignment is one of the
most important steps in con-
struction. Po.sts must be plumb,
precisely aligned and firmly set
for a good looking, straight
fence. To set posts, a tamping
bar. hammer, 16d nails, carpen-
ter’s level and twine are needed.

Start at a corner and fix the
comer post as follows: shovel
three inches of gravel into the
post hole and tamp firmly.
Place post on top of gravel.

Then shovel in six inches of
gravel so that the post rests on
a gravel base and has a gravel
collar extending six inches from
the bottom. Tamp gravel firmly
in place so that the post stands
upright.

Be sure the post is plumb by
checking with a carpenter's
level against two sides. Brace
the post with boards nailed
from stakes to the post to keep
it plumb. Then fill the hole
with concrete for greatest rig-
idity. Gravel and soil may also

be used for fill, depending on
soil structure and drainage.

In an area where freezing is
severe, cracking of concrete
can be avoided with an expan-
sion joint made by wrapping
the post in corrugated card-
board, smooth side out, then
pouring concrete. When the con-
crete is cured, remove the card-
board and fill the space with
melted roofing tar.

Now set the next corner post
securely, but not permanently.
Then stretch twine lightly be-
tween the permanently set cor
ner post and the opposite, tem-
porarily set corner post and
use the twine as a guide in
setting intermediate line posts.

Line posts should be set per-
manently. The far cofner post
can then be adjusted, if neces-
sary, to obtain perfect align-
ment. Set it permanently, then
work to the next comer in the
same manner.
