T H E  N E W  M A T H

Modern M ath  
—A Puzzler?

(Editor’s note: ’’Modem Math** Is a Cerm heard more 
frequently in sub^bla’i  classrooms. Most school districts In 
this area today employ at least part of the new mathematics 
in some parts of their curriculum.

<To give OBSERVER readers a first-hand report of the 
exciting changes taking place in math classrooms, Charles Zoet 
and William Kumbier, mathematics consultants for the Livonia 
Public Schools, have prepared a three-part series of articlea.
The first appears below.)

WHAT IS IT?
Just what is modem about 

mathematics? It seems that 
what my son is doing in mathe­
matics is very much like what 
1 did. He is still adding, sub­
tracting. multiplying, and div­
iding, but there are all of these 
ridiculous restrictions as to bow 
be may or may not do it and 
these strange number bases. It 
appears that the object is to 
confuse him and his parent.

Bewildered p a r e n t s  every­
where have been questioning the 
new mathematics. But give 
these parents a little back­
ground in it and they have be­
come the most ardent support­
ers of this movement to improve 
the teaching of mathematics.

Actually today’s students will 
be doing most of the mathemat­
ics that their parents did and 
more. But it will be arranged 
so that students will come from 
their exercises with an under­
standing that will carry into fut­
ure applications.

There are fewer separate sit- 
uaticms with a new bag of tricks 
for solving each of them.

This set of exercises is typi- 
cH of those likely to be found 
in a modem mathematics pro­
gram. The fact that any numb­
er may be broken down (distri­
buted) in this manner when 
being multiplied by another 
number is one of the basic ideas 
(axioms) used in all work with 
numbers. The box below shows 
the development of this idea in 
grades 3-12.

StraM
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Does the idea seem too simple 
to be important? Mathematics 
educators are claiming that 
nearly all of the basic ideas 
(axioms) about numbers are as 
simple as this and can be taught 
early in school. Incidentally, 
lack of understanding of the 
basic idea we’ve illustrated has 
been a major stumbling block 
to high school seniors and col­
lege freshmen taking mathe­
matics.

BASIC IDEAS—AXIOMS 
The fact th^t all wc^k with 

numbers depends on a small 
number of such ’’axioms” is the 
foundation on which modem 
mathematics which people who 
are not specialists use or study 
is work with numbers in some 
form. Even geometry, which 
seems non-numerical, is close­
ly related to the study of numb­
ers, and uses the same axioms. 
Nearly everyone can learn early 
in their mathematics training 
the ’’axioms” which they need. 
By constantly re-using and ex­
panding on Oiese ideas they will 
have formed a solid base for 
the mathematics in areas which

are not so closely related to the 
use of numbers (i.e. logic, topo­
logy) simply need to learn and 
develop a different set ci basic 
ideas (axioms).

By becoming more adept at 
using f a m i l i a r  axioms will 
strengthen their ability to use 
those which are not so natural” 
and we can expect an increase 
in the number and quality of 
mathematicians.

HOW NEW?
How new is the ’’new” math­

ematics? Until the early 1800’s 
mathematicians used mathe­
matics which closely resembled 
that taught in most school un­
til the very recent years. Then 
Causs, Galois and others be­
came intrigued with the idea 
that these were underlying con­
cepts connecting all previously 
learned mathematics.

They quickly recognized these 
concepts and began to look at 
what happened if these ideas 
were changed. The result of this 
study was the birth of a number 
of new kinds of mathematics— 
exciting new geometries, topo­
logy, probability, and others ^  
all of which at that time were 
only of academic interest to pro­
fessional mathematiciaas.

“Necessity,** the mother of in 
vention took over. The growth 
of industry and an increase of 
scientific experiments drew on 
these “academic” areas for 
some very practical applica­
tions. The coming of the elec 
t r o n i c  computer accelerated 
this movement.

“Necessity” took the form of 
the introduction of mathematics 
into new and, often, bizarre 
fields-—designing very compli 
cated circuits (as for automatic 
pilots), determiqg the character 
istic of large samples (as a boat 
load of ammunition), predicting 
outcomes (as weather, life in 
surance, or elections), making 
choices between several appar­
ently good alternatives (as de 
termining where to store auto­
mobile parts to service a large 
region), determining what had 
happened in an experiment 
when the only evidence is pre­
sented by instruments which do 
not (none does) give exact read­
ings (as in engine tests, or 
rocket launchings)—all of these 
and a thousand others have 
placed stress on using these 
once “academic” ideas.

WHAT TO TEACH?
The explosion in number and 

types of applications of math­
ematics led to serious questions 
about whether the matltematics 
being taught in schools would 
prepare students to participate 
in the explosively new uses of 
mathematics.

J. D. Salinger’s controversial 
novel Catcher in the Rye will 
stay on the supplementary 
reading list for high school 
advance placement E n g l i s h  
classes in the Livonia School 
System.

That’s what the Board of 
Education decided apon fol­
lowing a formal complaint 
lodged by Thomas A. Daoust 
of 17711 Fairfield, Uvonla, 
charging that book ’’consti­
tutes the teaching of a re- 
iigimis position — Atheism” 
and that It “degrades the 
sanctity of sex, making it ap­
pear sordid and arouses puri- 
ent interest’*
The Board voted to keep the 

title on the reading list by a 
vote of six to nothing with one 
abstention and one member out 
of the country on business at 
its meeting last week.

Voting in favor of main­
taining the status quo were: 
Steve Polgar, A. Edward 
Katz, Lonnie Brashear, Wil­
liam Craft and Strelsa Schrei- 
her. Joseph A. Milko ab­
stained from voting and 
Board President Robert Cain 
is in Japan on business and 
was unable to attend the ses­
sion.
The resolution, which was in­

troduced by Dr. Katz, expresses 
a vote of confidence In the 
staff’s selection of books and 
commends the “excellent job” 
done by the committee. Board 
Trustee William Craft seconded 
the resolution.

Milko stated that be was 
abstaining from the motion 
because be was interested in 
seeing bow the book was pre­
sented in the classroom.

Drugs when (^escribed by a 
physician can help the human 
body, but used in the wrong 
manner drugs can also ruin the 
body.

I am not taking any stand on 
this one way or the other,” he 
continued. “Things can be said 
for both sides.”

He told The Observer after 
the meeting be didnH think 
it proper for the Board to 
start approving each book.

the Board starts to review 
each individual book It is 
stepping out of line.**
Pat Daoust, who helped her 

husband form the League for 
the Protection of Parental Au­
thority, to deal with this matter 
and the question of psychologi­
cal testing in the schools, stated 
after the meeting that petitions 
would be the next step. She 
said that the League bad 217 
names on file of people agree­
ing with the objection to 
Catcher.

Daoust told ’The Observer 
following th e  organizational 
meeting of the League that the 
petitions would probably go to 
(^vernor Romney's office.

P a r e n t s  a n d  students 
jammed the Board room and 
overflowed into the hallway 
to hear a report on the novel 
from *The Committee on 
Book Criticism.**
In addition to the report they 

heard:
A restatement of the objec­

tions from Daoust;
A statement by Superintend­

ent of Schools Benton Yates; 
and

(Comments on the book from 
each of the seven members of 
the Board that were present. 
They also heard the pros and 
cons of the book from the audi­
ence.

The Committee, which was 
headed by Viola K. FHch, co- 
ordlnatOT of library services, 
set three objectives for Itself:
To find answers to certain 

questions relating to Board pol­
icy and staff procedures;

To examine the book in ques­
tion, and the evaluative critic­
isms of this title as expressed 
by local staff members and 
authoritative outside sources; 
and

To apply the facts, judg­
ments and authoritative opin­
ions available in an assessment 
of the validity of the complaint 
received by the Board.

Under the section of the 32- 
page report entitled Application 
of the Facts, Judgments and 
Authoritative Oinnions in an 
Aasosment of the Validity of 
the Complaint Received the 
Board, the Committee states: 

“Procedures uded in the selec­
tion of The Catdier in the Rye 
. . . have been in accord with 
Board of Education policies and 
generally approved practices.

Such selections have been based 
on the collective professional 
judgments of teachers and 
librarians. This selection has in­
volved weighing the maturity 
of the students, as well as the 
content and potential effect of 
the book itself.

“The proposition that this 
book ’constitutes the teach­
ing of a religious position ~  
Atheism—* is lacking in any 
factual basis in the opinion 
of the Committee.
“The contention that the ex­

pression of 200 ‘goddams’ and a

similar number of ’Chrissakes’ 
appear in this novel, ind for 
this reason the book should not 
be used for t e a c h i n g  in a 
twelfth grade English class does 
not deserve serious considera­
tion. The book must be ap­
praised in its entirety and not

by judging isolated words or 
passages.

“A total reading of this book 
makes the reader fully aware of 
the fact that Holden Caulfield’s 
innermost feelings on sexual 
matters are highly moral.

“The Committee feels (hat 
it is important to have young 
people read current, realistic 
literature which has been 
selected for the educational 
benefits anticipated by teach­
ers and librarians. There Is a 
maximum probability of real­
izing the values in such litera­
ture when Its study is guided 
by professional educators. At­
tempts to Isolate youth from 
life about them la a forlorn 
hope and an unacceptable 
alternative.**
Under the “conclusions” the 

report noted that “of all the 
alternatives for the selection of 
books and other learning ma­
terials, the best remains that of 
placing the responsibility in the 
hands of the most competent 
teachers and librarians that a 
community can afford to em­
ploy.

“Along with this responsi­
bility,” the report continues, 
“is the expectation that the 
professional staff will keep 
parents and administration 
informed, to the end that 
parents may participate in 
making decisions about ma­
terial wich is to be read by 
their own children, and which 
may be in conflict with their 
fundamental philMophies and 
values.**

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Industries Show  Contidence in M irhigon With Exnnnsion Progress

$616459,000 for now plant facUi- 
tiea were announced by Mich­
igan eompanita during the first 
quarter of this year, B. M. Con- 
boy, director of the Michigan 
Economic Expansion Depart­
ment. announces. The 1964 total 
for new plant facilities by Mich­
igan firms was 11.6 billion.

“While the first quarter re­
port indicates expansion of facil­
ities by Michigan firms is mov­
ing along at a record rate, it 
is still too early to forecast 
what the total for the full year 
1965 will be.'* Conboy said.

“Last year's total inclnded 
a very large amoent by Gen­
eral Motors to be spread over 
a three-year period. However, 
the first qaarter does Indicate 
our economy Is stUl very 
strong and moving along at a 
very satisfactery rate." 
Manufacturing f i r m s  an­

nounced $237,909,000 of the first 
quarter expansions; utilities. 
$265,425,000; and non-manufac­
turing companies $93,025,000.

A familiar pattern bolds true 
in the expansion of Michigan 
companies. Most of the growth 
is coming from firms already 
established in Michigan. Move- 
ins account for a small part of 
the overall growth total.

“This barometer shows In- 
dnstries are doing well in 
Michigan, confident of their 
fntnre here and are not hesi­
tating to commit their ex­
pansion f n n d s  to BUchigan 
locatiotts." Conboy said.
The Michigan Economic Ex­

pansion Department long has 
recognized that emphasis to 
promote more industry should 
be concentrated on companies 
already doing business in the 
State. However, the department 
works closely with companies 
outside Michigan planning to 
expand.

Two u n u s u a l l y  interesting 
move-ins of this type were an­
nounced in the first quarter. 
Beech-Nut Life Savers, Inc., 
will build a $10 million plant at 
Holland and employ 350 people. 
American Playground Device 
Company, of A ^ rso n , Indiana, 
will move its entire operations 
from Anderson, Ind., to Nahma, 
the former lumber town on 
Lake Michigan, bringing 200 
more jobs to the Upper Pen­
insula.

Significantly, no move - outs 
were record^ in the first 
quarter.

The Economic Expansion De­
partment movement of industry 
report for the first quarter, 
which includes move-ins, expan­
sions within and without the 
State, was 90 per cent favorable, 
up slightly fiom fiie 1964 full 
year rate. This is another favor­
able indkaftor for the Michigan 
economy.

There were 48 expansions by 
Michigan companies at present 
k>cations, five at other locationa 
in the State, five new starta and 
one feopening.

Seven years ago a group of citizens from 

Redford Township, Livonia, Clarenceville. Gar­
den City and Plymouth sat down to discuss the 
possibility of a community college for Oie area.

Seven years later, the culmination of that 
dream will come on the campus of Schoolcraft 
Ccdlege, W Seven Mile and H a^erty Roads in 
Livonia, when formal dedication ceremonies 
will be held to signal the end of the first year 
of operation and to give residents of the col­
lege district an opportunity to visit the facili­
ties as they exist today.

Tlie dedication is scheduled for Sunday 
afternoon at 3 in the colorful mall in front oi 
the Administration building. Should weather In­
terfere, then the program will move into the 
Library where it will be limited to an audience 
of around 500.

In the early plannng. there were such names 
as Ward McCain of Livonia, Kenneth Hubing of 
Plymouth. Clark Oldenberg of Garden City, Har­
old Fischer of Plymouth, Erwin Brown of Livo­
nia to mention a few who aided in the prelimi­
nary work.

The Bureau of School Services at the Uni­
versity of Michigan assisted educators and dti- 
zens in estabbhing the plans for the Northwest 
Wayne County Community College.

It became a reality in 1961 when voters in 
Livonia, Plymouth, Clarenceville and Garden 
City voted approval and okayed a one mill levy. 
Redford Township faded out of the picture then 
and even a later vote failed to get the neces­
sary majority.

In June. 1963. Northville electors approved 
the college and became the fifth community be­
hind the project.

Even before the first building was com­
pleted on the campus, the Board decided on 
the name of Henry Rowe Schoolcraft for the 
college. He had a great Influence on tbb sec­
tion of Michigan during the 19tfa Century as 
an explorer. Indian agent, author, regent of 
the University of Michigan and as a scholar.

Then with a college approved and finances 
assured by vote of the electors in the five com­

munities, the Board announced a definite pur­
pose. The goal b  to provide career programs for 
students not going on to four-year colleges; to 
provide transfer programs for those who wish 
to go on to four-year colleges; to provide a 
technical institute for the community; to pro­
vide both day and evening <^>portunitie8 for 
youth and adults and to co-operate with adiool 
systems and civic groups in bringing a wide 
variety of educational opportunities to the area.

Three permanent buildings were completed 
by August of 1964 when the college went into 
its first year of operation with an overall en­
rollment of more than 1,800. This b  expected 
to go as high as 3.000 next school year when a 
second year of classes will be added.

Although it Is just completing Its first col­
lege year, Schoolcraft already has state ac­
creditation and la looking forward to accre­
ditation by the N o r t h  Central Assodation 
within a reasonable time. Hie NCA already 
has had soma of Us p e r s o n n e l  vistt the 
campus.

Recently, the College received a federal 
grant of atmoet a half-million dollars for the 
construction of a new technical building on the 
basis of matching funds and the Board b  look­
ing at plans now for a new Campus Center that 
will bo available for the start of the 1966^ 
college year.

On the drawing board are plans for a new 
Liberal Arts building which will be under con­
struction as soon as matching funds are made 
available by the State of Michigan.

And when these buildings are completed, 
Schoolcraft will be in a positioB to take caiw 
of as many as 5,000 to 6,000 students with an 
ultimate goal of more than 10,000 in the years 
to come.

for the traditional ceremonies that will mark 
the formal dedication of a college that could 
reach an astronomical enrollment within a mat­
ter of five to eight more years.

A public library's function,

The Dominican friar who has formed the 
basis for a goodly portion of philosophy and 
theology, Thomas Aquinas, has defined truth 
as "the conformity of the intellect to reality."

In sounds simple, but unfortunately It just 
isn't.

A ca.se in point has been the recent contro­
versy on "Catcher In tiie Rye" being on a 
supplementary reading list at Bentley High
School.

On the one hand are the teachers snd staff 
members of the Schoob who contend that it 
is right and proper that "(btcher" be used 
as supplementary reading material.

On the other hand are the parents, led by 
Thomas A. Daoust, who contend that thb  book 
will corrupt the youth and that this b  an in­
fringement upon parental rights and respon­
sibilities.

In fact Daoust believes so strongly in thb 
point that he and a group of parents, have 
organized "The League for the Protection of 
Parental Authority.”

These parents have a legitimate point about 
parental rights, responsibilities and duties and 
it is refreshing to see a group of people 
defend and protect their rights. However, 
their methods in this case leave something to 
be desired.

No complaint was made either to the teacher, 
the principal at Bentley, or the Superintend- 
dent’s office about the use of the book. They 
simply turned up at a Board meeting one 
night and demanded to bo heard. Tbb action

is somewhat similiar to trying a court case 
beginning at the Supreme Court level.

On the other hand the specifications laid 
down by the Schoob that every parent should 
receive a reading list should be strictly en­
forced. The statement in the report presented 
to the Board of Education that "A Syllabus or 
outline for the class in Advanced Placement 
English for the entire year is sometimes sent 
home with every student" b  more than a little 
disturbing.

J. D. Salinger includes the 
words "Goddam” and “For Christsake” 200 
times plus the other objectionable passages to 
make a point or was merely to increase sabs. 
It is the opinion of most reviewers (but not all) 
and most educators (but not all) that Salinger 
b  saying something in this manner.

Where then will go the crusading Ameri­
can spirit that has successfully won great vic­
tories for abolition, women’s suffrage, or­
ganized labor, and cMl rights—along with the 
brief lark of prohibition.

American progressives are now turning their 
attention to the pockets of poverty that remain 
in our society.

Less perceptible, but we would think un­
deniable, b  the increasing attention being paid 
to the impoverished condition of our standards 
of government.

It has become clear that, unless these stan­
dards are raised, we can never hope to achieve 
anything approaching a great society.

As it b  now, cimflict-of-inter^ b  the 
rule rather than the exception at aB leveto 
of government

To say that thb  is solely the fault of venal 
politicans b  to completely misunderstand the 
realities of politics. Cliche though it is, it b  
none the less true that people usually get 
about as good government as they deserve.

Polticians are generally men of higher in­
tegrity than their non-political brethren. But

the pressure on them in thb day of big gov­
ernment b  in varying degrees tremendous.

Human nature being what it is, only laws 
can protect the public in ta c t .

At present, even the most blatant conflict- 
of-interest b  seldom illegal.

In the Legblature of the State of niinob, 
a freshman Representative, and scion of a dis­
tinguished family. Adiai Stevenson. Ill, h u  turn­
ed his attention to thb cancerous problem. He 
has created legislation that, if passed, will 
specifically define conflict-of-interest, and will 
make it a penal offense for both legislators 
and iobbybb.

Picking up thb theme, Rep. John Bennett, 
of Redford Township, has introduced a similar 
bill. It would create an ethics board within 
the State Legislature. V i o l a t i o n s  of the 
Board’s rules by the legislators, would con­
stitute a felMiy.

Die immediate future of thb  bill, we would 
guess, is not bright. Nor b  it likely to In- 
creasc its •uthor's popularity In the House.

But Rep. Bennett's courageous act de­
serves the support of bis constituency, and 
of the public at large.

Such legislati(m b  long overdue—and not 
merely for state representatives.

The time for higher public standards may 
not have come yeC But it surely will come. And 
when it does, Representatives Stevenson and 
Bennett will have been said to have helped 
it along.

I don’t suppose there is any way an invitation coul(L
There are those of us who remembfiriJhowever. Of 

course there were many, many people involved in the 
planning stages, on tl^e committees, in thi| election 
campaigns.

But way back 10 years ago — three years before 
they had the meeting of the five-community district to 
discuss the college — there were those who were talking 
it up, Ray Kenyon of Garden City, Bob Keene of R e f  
ford Union, and Tom Kirby of South Redford.

Three others, all of whom have since died, fanned 
the idea to keep it alive— m̂y husband, Paul Chandler; 
Claude Snarey; and Ward McCain.

I remember the night when Ward insisted on 
attending a meeting that was important to the college 
location—and his friends had to carry him into the meet­
ing, so important was it to him to cast his vote. A few 
weeks after that he died. It must seem really strange 
to those who don’t even go to the polls to vote at all.

Claude Snarey spent many an hour poring over maps, 
figures, surveys and the like—proving the need, talking 
to others, visiting successful accredited colleges. A lot 
of extra energy on his part. Paul, too, put aside personal 
time to devote himself to writing, prodding others with 
stories and releases on the community college idea.

As a member of the Citizens’ Site and Housing 
Committee, I was acquainted with the many man-hours 
put in by citizens serving on all committees. Each com­
mittee was assigned to work with professional people— 
and no detail was too small to be overlooked in the 
planning.

Because of the determination of so many to make 
Schoolcraft the fine college it is today—and because we 
knew it would be so, those of us who cared anything at 
all about Redford Township were sorely disappointed 
when residents of both school districts turned It down at 
the polls twice.

Particularly, since those against it deliberately 
influenced many voters with distortions and lies—such 
as "the college is a scheme by Livonia politicians to 
build their cultural center at Five Mile and Farmington,” 
or that it "would cost $40 million a year,” or that “it 
would be strictly a vocational school.” All lies.

Ironically enougli. even If every person In Redford Town­
ship votes "no" next fall, they will still be taken into a gtant 
Wayne County Community College District. All areas In the 
outer city (which Include Redford Union and South Redford 
School District) that are not In Schoolcraft College Dlstrici, 
must bear the expense of building at least tlx community 
colleges — mainly vocational — at a cost estimated np to 
$40 MILLION A YEAR!

In addition, thereTl be more television than ever, 
baseball speaking, in these parts. Not only are the Tigers 
doing some 40 games on TV, but there's the weekly 
game of the week from the American Broadcasting Co. 
(Channel 7) each Saturday, plus Yankee games on Chan­
nel 11 on many week-ends . . . plus the barrage of prep, 
college and sandlot contests to be carried on Channel 50.

All of which makes this the ideal time to delve for 
a few minutes on some of the pertinent rules of baseball.

Too many . . .  and that goes for players, coaches, 
managers and fans . . . aren’t too hept on the playing 
rules. The net result is that these folks needlessly 
excite themselves and strain their hearts.

If they knew what the rules were, they could 
save a flock of arguments with umpires.

Golfers Silenced

Not that the umpires always are right. They boot 
’em, too. We’ll never forget the time when we were 
umpiring an American Legion game shortly after the 
end of World War II.

We hadn’t worked too many games at that time 
. . . and a situation arose where one of the managers 
didn’t announce either to the umpire or scorer that 
he had inserted a pinch-hitter Into the game.

The opposing pilot screamed his way fd the plate 
umpire:

“That guy hasn’t reported. He’s out.”
The rookie umpire jerked off his mask, walked to 

the scorer and inquired:
“Did the batter report?”
“No,” came the reply.
“Okay,” yelled the umpire, "the batter is out.” 
Nobody questioned the ruling. Yet, the manager of 

the player, who had been called out for not reporting, 
legitimately could have lodged a protest. And, he’d have 
won the protest. The Ump was dead wrong.

Speaking of protests, they’re in order only when a 
man-in-blue fumbles a rule, such as in the situation out­
lined above.

You can’t protest a ball or strike decision . . .  or a 
fair ball or foul ball call . . .  or when a runner is safe 
or out.

There's no redress when an ump says a catch is legal 
or illegal.

Such verdicts come under the category of judg­
ment rulings. The rule book specifically says:

“Nobody can protest judgment decisions.”
So, if you’re manager or coach, or a parent of a 

Little Leaguer, there’s no sense popping from the 
bench or the stands and telling the umpire:

“We’re protesting. We’ll get your job . . . We’ll 
do a lot of things.”

If the umpire has any backing, from his league or 
association, you're w a s t i n g  your time making any 
squawks about judgment calls.

You’ll never win. The umpire has to be right, even 
if he’s wrong.,

To keep your blood pressure from leaping un­
necessarily, here are a few noteworthy items to keep in 
mind when w'atching a baseball game:

1—No run or runs can score any time the third out

Bases full, one out. Batter drills fair shot on the 
ground into right field. Runner from third easily 
scores. So does man who was on second. But runner 
from first is flagged trying to make it three runs. In 
the meantime, natter-runner has reached third, but 
defensive team makes a play back to first base and um­
pire calls batter-runner out for failing to touch the 
initial sack. How many runs score? None. Re-read what 
we said in the paragraph above.)

2— If a fielder throws his glove—and hits—a fair 
hit ball, the batter-runner automatically is entitled to 
three bases. He can make it to the plate on his own risk.

3— When there are runners on first and second or 
the bases are loaded with less than two out, the infield 
fly rule prevails. Should a batter pop one up, which an 
infielder can catch with reasonable effort, the batter 
automatically is out. The other runners don’t have to 
advance. If they do, they’re on their own. (It’s possible 
a popup can be ruled an “infield fly’’ even if it is caught 
by an outfielder.)

4—The regulation which requires a manager to 
change pitchers the second time he makes a trip to 
the mound exists in the American League only. There 
is no such rule in high school, or Little League play 
or sandlot action. However, in many amateur circuits 
a variation of the American League rule has been 
adopted. Usually, a pitcher is through, if a manager 
makes a second visit in the SAME INNING to the 
mound.

5— Until the starting lineups have been turned over 
to the umpire, the home team has the right to call off a 
game because of weather or other reasons. Once a pitch 
has been delivered, the umps alone can curtail the pro­
ceedings,

6— Whether it’s a nine-inning or seven-inning game, 

it’s not official until innings have been play^ (with 
the home team in front), or five full innings have com­
pleted with the visitors on top. At Tiger Stadium, you 
can’t cash a rain check once five innings have b ^ n  
finished, even if the score is tied.

7—If a batter interferes with the catcher while a 
man is trying to steal home, the runner coming in 
from third is called out if there were less than two 
outs when the play began. If there were two outs when 
the pitch was delivered, the batter is called out. In 
short, the worst penalty is inflicted in such situations.

8— If a runner leaves a base too soon on a fly bail, 
or bats out of turn, or misses a base, it’s up to the de­
fensive team to call the umpire’s attention to such an 
infraction and make a proper appeal play. The umpire 
can’t say a word until such an appeal has been made.

9— When making an appeal, teams should be cau­
tioned that if time has been called, the only way for an 
appeal to be legal is for the ball to be placed on the 
mound by the pitcher. He then can step off the mound 
and fire to the base in question. If no timeout has been 
called, the ball may be thrown directly to the base.

10— Yes, it is possible for one umpire to overrule 
another. Usually, they won’t.

11— In high school games, a batter may be called 
out if he comes to the plate without a helmet or pro­
tector in his cap. However, most umpires generally 
call timeout and order the player to get on a protector.

* » * A
12—If a batter slams the ball off the pitching rub­

ber and the ball rolls across the foul line between the 
plate and first, or the plate and third . . .  it is A FOUL 
Ball.

13~When a grounder strikes an infielder between 
bases, the runner is automatically out. The batter is 
credited with a single and no other runners may advance, 
unless they must to permit the batter-runner to reach 
first.

14—In high school and sandlot games, the ground 
rules usually vary, but according to the official base­
ball rules, if there is a runner on second and the hat­
ter hits to the shortstop, the runner from second may 
score if the shortstop tosses the ball into the stands. 
This holds true, even if the runner hasn’t left second.

15—A fair-hit ball which bounces over any fence 
restricts the batter to TWO BASES.

There are more rules which we might fire out, 
but 'for the moment, study the above and remember 
them at any ball game you see.

Turf. Trees/

Need Added 
Nutrients

Don't forget the shade trees 
when fertilizing your yard this 
spring. Many home owners fail 
to realize that little of the ferti­
lizer a p p l i e d  on the lawn 
reache.s the roots of shade trees. 
The turf receiver most of these 
nutrients before they can reach 
the tree roots.

Use one pound of well-bal­
anced fertilizer (lO-lO-lO) for 
each one inch of trunk diameter 

' four feet above the ground. Old­
er trees more than six inches 
in diameter should get three 
pounds per inch of diameter. 
However, the amount of fertiliz- 

I er should be decreased accord- 
I ingly when part of the soil is 
I covered by sidewalks.

Soak the soil thoroughly 
under the tree for two hours 
before fertilizing. Make Imagi­
nary circles surrounding the 
tree two feet apart until the 
circles extend just beyond 
the spread of the branchy of 
the tree.
With a heavy bar, make boles 

about 24 inches apart in each 
of the circles. The holes should 
be about 18 inches deep. Using 
a small frozen fruit juice can, 
put about one-half can of fertiliz­
er in each hole.

Keep adding fertilizer until it 
Is used up and evenly divided. 
Water again and leave the holes 
open to allow air to penetrate 
down to the roots alter fertiliz­
ing.

A specially designed hollow 
rod, which can be attached to 
the end of a garden bose, can 
be used instead of tbe bar for 
making tbe boles. It pene­
trates easily and uses special 
fertilizer cartridges which a.e 
dissolved by the water flow­
ing through the hose.
Home owners should let the 

local garden store, nursery or 
landscape nurseryman help in 
selecting the proper fertilizer. 
Many tree experts and land­
scape nurserymen also have 
specialized machineo' to quickly 
complete the tree fertilization 
if you are no  ̂ the 'do-it-your- 
self” type.

Laundry Spray

The hose-spray has won a lot 
of friends in its old standby 
position at the kitchen sink.

The laundry room, for i?v 
stance. is a prime location for 
a hose-spray as a valuable- ac­
cessory to the laundry tub.

For numer­
ous small cleaning jobs that 
you wouldn’t want to do at the 
kitchen sink, the spray-equipped 
laundry tub is ideal.

The mud room is another 
good spot for it. connected to 
the sink or lavatory there.

WITH LARRY LAWRENCE:

Is a spreader really neces­
sary for putting on lawn fer­
tilizer?

Feeding your lawn is like 
breathing. You can’t store up 
enough this spring to last all 
summer. Fine lawn grasses 
need to be fed their nitrogen in 
measured amounts, slowly and 
continuously, to grow green and 
stay bright.

Folk Art 
Exhibited 
at Museum

A special exhibit of American 
folk art paintings are being dis­
played now through April 25 at 
the Henry Ford Museum.

A group of 37 outstanding 
pieces are included in this show­
ing. drawn from the Museum 
and Village collection. These 
early American paintings are a 
part of the group that are hung 
in some of the historic American 
homes at Greenfield Village or 
in the decorative arts galleries 
of the Museum.

The collection ranges from 
an 1800 period portrait of 
George Washington, used as a 
sign for Pratt T a v e r n  in 
Massachusetts, to memorial 
pictures and religious scenes. 
The Washington portrait was 
a gift from Edsel Ford to his 
father in the 1930’s.
The largest painting in the 

exhibit is a Liberty portrait, 
done in the period between 1875 
and 1900. This picture is painted 
on an ordinary window shade 
and is 7 feet in length.

The American folk art paint­
ings are in the special exhibi­
tion section of the Henry Ford 
Museum. This special cultural 
feature is included in the regular 
Museum admission charge. The 
regular hours are from 9 a.m. 
until 5 p.m. on weekdays, and 
from 9 a m. until 6 p.m. on 
Saturdays and Sundays.

News For 

Tkf Suburbs

The tendency to see problems 
of human relations in t^rms of 
"we" and "they" seems to be 
growing. I keep hearing subur­
ban residents talk about "them" 
moving in and what “we" should 
do. There are no solutions to 
our problems in these terms. 
Only as ‘̂ e "  discover that 
"they" are also people with vir­
tues and vices, pains and pleas­

ures. dedication and selfishness, 
wisdom and stupidity—just like 
"us" — only then will our in- 
solvable inter-group problems 
become solvable problems of 
haman

But our suburban isolatioo 
makes it difficult. The legacy of 
job discrimination makes the 
percentage of Negro families 
able to afford suburban homes 
very small. According to our 
M i c h i g a n  Constitution any 
Negro family who has the 
money can move to an all-white 
suburb. But bow many of that 
affluent minority are willing to 
risk neighborhood favor? Not 
many, perhaps one in a hundred, 
so ^ e  chance of my ares be­
coming integrated — except in 
token fashion—is pretty slim. 
"Good" some would say. I say, 
"Terrible." not so much out of 
concern for chocolate skinned 
children,as out of concern for 
my own. I know that this 
racial isolation makes my chil­

dren subject to a pernicious 
disease: prejudice. For no mat­
ter how much I talk to them 
of the virtues of integration, 
their "we" will be white. There 
just aren't any Negroes around 
to keep that unconscious as­
sumption of whiteness from en- 

i tering into their definition of 
"we.”

Despite the proliferation of 
laws, center Detroit is becoming 
more solidly black each year. 
The suburbs are still overwhelm, 
ingly white. "They" are black; 
“we" are white. The center city 
melting pots, which amalga­
mated Poles, and Italians. Irish 
and Jews. Germans and Greeks 
into the exotic blend we call 
America, no longer exist, in 
their place boils a pressure 
cooker of frustration, every day 
fixating the alienation of 10% 
of America's citizenry from the 
other 90%. Pressure cookers ex­
plode if left to boil too long.

White America's dedication to 
Democracy and Judeo-Christian 
ethics has. so far, failed to 
create a large enough **we". 
Perhaps enlightened self inter­
est will.

It is not enough for well 
meaning whites to say "we" 
won't throw stones if ‘they" 
move in. We must do everything 
in our power to make "them" 
part of "us." .Many of my friends 
disagree, but I believe we must 
take positive action to bring 
more Negro families to our 
suburbs — not so much for 
"their" sake as for "our" own.
