You're not expected to be
one. But you have to partici-
pate, and can't sit back and
gripe about it. And we'll
leave the citizen out of it. We
understand this.”’

The first is a toll free call.
If police cars are in the area,
they can be on the scene in
15 minutes, Davids said.

How one
area broke
color bars

The Plymouth Assembly
for Equal Opportunity heard
a panel from the integrated
Fitzgerald Community : last
Tuesday tell them how to
set up a non-profit real estate
company that could work to
get past real estate agents
who refuse to show homes.

The Fitzsgerald Com-
munity, near the Univer-
sity of Detroit and Mary-
grove College, was faced
with the problem of Negro-
es wanting to see homes in
their area, but agenis re-
fused. They would, in the
words of one of the panel-
ist  “"make appointments
and not show up And they
were using scare tactics.”

Office space and office
help has been donated for the
real estate company since
its inception. It has not made
a profit, the panel noted, nor
will it. At present they have
about 80 homes listed with
them.

The first Negro moved into
the area in 1959 and it
‘‘seems like they have always
been there.”

Mrs. Doric Gross spoke
quietly of the community's
council’s outlook to the situa-
tion. The council is the local
civil rights group in Fitz-
gerald.

“WHITE homogeneous com-
munities tend to become stag-
nant. We found personal en-
richment at our doorsteps,’”’
Mrs. Gross said.

She emphasized that their
community was not an utopia,
but it was ‘‘democracy in ac-
tion."”"

““This is the time and the
place,” she added. ‘“We hope
for it morally, spiritually
and physically.”

Panic selling can be stop-
ped with education and peace-
ful integration. But, Mrs.
Gross said:

‘““We had some bigots who
left us rather quickly. But
we have much to do. many
dreams.’’ \
The decision was forced

upon them when the [first
Negro moved in. “We found
we neceded cach other,” she
said.

She was also quick to say
that the group had not made
the best of a bad situation —

Sheldon Rd.

Plymouth Township trus-
tees announced this week
their hope for a township in-
dustrial park along Sheldon
Road south from Five Mile,
calling it “‘a natural for this
entire area.”

The action came after the
Detroit Water Board ap-
proved final plans recently
for a line through Northville
and Northville Township
down to the Sheldon-Five
Mile corner. The link with
that water line was approved
at the last Board meeting, as
was a $100,000 line down Shel-
don to the C&0 tracks,
across to Ridgewood and then
south to Territorial, to the
new mains there. Permits
were also authorized at that
time.

Water, or the lack of it
has held back industrial
development of this are

for some time. Township
officials see the move as
one of the biggest steps to-
ward expansion yet iaken.
The land involved is al-

ready zoned industrial. It is
the land owned by Consumers
Power Co., C&O, Dr. Elvidge,
and the W. C. Webber prop-
erty, among others. Land on
both sides of ‘the road is
zoned industrial.

Township Trustee Dick
Lauterbach noted at the last
board meeting that ‘“‘we are
in dire need of opening up
water for industrial sites.”

The property owners were
ordered notified of the coming
water line and after hearing
plans from ;the Township
engineer Harold Hamill, ap-
proved the proposal.

In a letter addressed to
interested parties and cir-
culated this week, the
Township Borrd expressed
its feelings and said:

“The Plymouth Township
Board of Trustees who have
constantly recognized the im-
portance of adequate water
supply and waste disposal
systems to industry seeking
new plant sites has author-
ized plans for the installation
of water mains south on Shel-
don Road from Five Mile to
North Territorial Road.

““A recent contract released
by the City of Detroit, water
supply department, will bring
Detroit Water to Sheldon and
Five Mile Roads so that Ply-
mouth Township's water de-

The extent of the property-
damage we encountered was
overwhelming, particularly in
th Manitou Beach area. You
have no doubt seen news
photographs of the homes
flattened into rubble and
read and heard stories of the
tragic loss of life among
those caught in the path of
the twisters.

T he Federal government
has a large role to play in
helping the people who have
lost their homes and places
of business rebuild them.
While in Manitou Beach I was
able to reach the Office of
Emergency Planning and the
Small Business Administra-
tion in Washington from a
phone in a disaster trailer.
We knew that residents who
had suffered property losses
were eligible for disaster
loans and that the rebuilding
of public buildings would be
aided by Federal funds, but
the immediate gquestion was
how to begin — and quickly.

Both SBA and the Office of
Emergency Planning promis-
ed me they would dispatch
technical personnel to the
scene to help speed the pro-
cessing of the applications of
the people whose property
had been struck.

THE TWISTER DAMAGE
in Milan was principally in
the industrial section of the
town, three plants had been
damaged. Saturday morning,
Village President John Tschi-
rhart, Milan Township Clerk
Wyman Campbell and I sur-
veyed the damage

After office hours at the
Bedford Township Hall, I
toured the ‘‘Lost Peninsula'
disaster area of Erie Town-
ship, in Monroe County, with
State Representative Ray-
mond Kehres, County Civil
Defense Director Robert
Gildersleeve, and Sergeant
Marvin Krans of the Michigan
State Police. The area was
one of the hardest hit, and
there is a great deal of re-
building to do there.

On to Tipton, another of
our_Second District communi-
ties struck by the tragic Sun-
day storms, to review the
Federal assistance available
to our friends there. I was
very impressed by the head-
way already made in remov-
ing debris.

Tl!e City’s urban renewal project,
and its' use of planning consultants,
Velican and Leman, will come under
close scrutiny soon upon the urging of
the taxpayers’ best figure-watcher,
Commissioner Arch Vallier.

Velican and Leman had submitted
a $250 per month bill to the City, which
will continue until the 701 program is
approvea by the federal government.

This is perhaps where the urban re-
newal project on Mill St. comes in —
the project made possible by the 1954
legislation.

Simply put, the City has spent
money to hopefully raise its tax base
by making industrial sites available.
Before the razing of the homes and old
industrial buildings in the project,
$6,000 per year in taxes were being col-
lected.

Surely the Bathey and Duratainer
plants, Ossie Hinote’s new welding
shop, and the proposed Gay Blade
skating rink are going to bring in
more than that. On this basis alone,
the project has justified itself.

The money involved when the pro-
ject is completed will look like this:

we were able to persuade him
‘o leave the two companions
sharing the cab as a bed be-
hind and drive us to the sta-
tion,

One person in our group
had forgotten to buy a ticket
beforehand. Thus additional
minutes were wasted at the
ticket window.

In the meantime the train
left without us.

Luckily our frenzied cries
brought the train fo a
screeching halt several
vards beyond the railway
platform. Not willing to
ritk another scene, we
boarded it with only three
tickets. Within half an hour
we were able to locate the
conductor and purchase
from him, at an increased
price. a fourth tickes.

Schoolboys going home for
the holiday made the train
crowded. But the four of us
were able to squeeze into an
empty seat designed for two
people. As the distance from
Freetown increased the train
became less congested and
we all eventually found seats.
Loud conversation between
passengers prevented sleep.
And exercise was hampered
by suitcases, baskets of
bread, produce, dried fish,
and live chickens which filled
the aisleway.

There are 28 stations along
the 180 miles of track be-
tween Freetown and Kenema.
Since the train we were on
was labeled , “‘express,” - we
made brief stops at only
about half of them. At each
stop mammies and sellers
laden with oranges, bananas,
avocados, soft drinks, palm
wine, and other assorted
goods offered their wares to
passengers through the train
windows.

Thirteen hours after leav-
ing Freetown we arrived in
Kenema, having covered less
than 14 miles an hour.

I completed my business
at the Kenema library the
next morning in ample time
for us to go to Kailahun the
same day. The railroad
stops 40 miles short of there.
Besides no train was going
east that day. So we elected
to complete the journey by
lorry.

But that is another story
which space doesn't permit
to be told now.
