MeEwen brings open mind to job

Plymouth Township residents
should watch, with interest, the direc-
tion their local government takes in
the months ahead under the guidance
of former Clerk John D. MeEwen-
named last week to succeed the late
Roy R. Lindsay.

For, as clerk, McEwen had little
opportunity to display the course he
might chart as titular head of Town-
ship governnnent

In the waning days of the former
supervisor's term of office, as Mr.
Lindsay's health became less robust,
the clerk took an increasingly active
role in governmental activities.

In addition to the staggering load
of paperwork that came his way, Mc-

Ewen shouldered the burden of act-
ing as a buffer between the aging
Lindsay and outside elements.

It was McEwen who channeled
nfost of the information on Township

- government to the press.
It was McEwen who met hopeful

builders and developers when they
came in to request appearances be-
fore planning commissioners and
township trustees.

But, in spite of his heavy work-
load, in spite of the increasing duties
that came his way, John McEwen
did not usurp the prerogatives of
Supervisor Lindsay.

He succeeds to the new office as

something of an unknown political
quantity.

The challenges and changes which
face the new supervisor are varied
and many.

Ahead of him is the largest year of
building expansion in Plymouth
Township's history.

Currently in the air, is increased
talk of more of co-operation between
city and township - co-operation
which is now at an all-time high.

But McEwen seems unawed by
problems which would halt many
larger men. And he brings two key
qualities to the job which should be
of advantage.

(1) He was not intimately in-
volved in past disagreements be-
tween the two local governmental
units and assumes his new duties

with, as far as we can tell, an open
mind.

(2) A veteran of years of public
life at the county level, McEwen is
a canny politician who has display-
ed great sensitivity to public opin-
ion.

The Plymouth Mail thinks Super-
visor John D. McEwen is a man who
will seek and solicit views from the
electorate.

He will listen to those views, rel-
atively unhampereed by prdjudice
and preconception.

Having waxed idiotic and lightjieat'ted in this cor-
ner for the past few weeks, it's high time that I got
serious about a question that's current in the Plymouth
Community.

Nay, that is an understatement.
Rather, the time is past due for residents of

this area to get down to brass lacks on a subject
that could mean the difference between life and
death for the Plymouth Community as we know it.

I refer to the concept of community unification.
Life and death - admittedly a melodramatic

cliche, but nonetheless apt; because, if we don't ex-
press our opinion on the subject now, we are guilty of
a degree of gross neglect and apathy that renders us
deserving of whatever we get.

Some years ago, as I understand it, a Citizens for
Plymouth forum was held at one of the local schools.
At that meeting, it was generally agreed that the most
pressing local question was the city-township relation-
ship and closer co-operation between the two govern-
ments.

Plymouth's City Commission took
a long awaited stand on its closed
door committee-of-the-month sessions
Monday night and clarified what has
always been a fuzzy position.

The Commissioners went on record
as willing to dispense with all closed
meetings, unless City personnel are
to be discussed or the purchase or
sale of land is to be hashed over.

George Lawton made the motion,
and A. E. Vallier secoreed it. Law-
ton noted that, perhaps in the past,
the public had been deprived of back-
ground information on some issues.

We would agree.
Committee of the whole sessions

can keep the opinion of commission-
ers from the public, and that is nei-
ther the intent nor the wish of the
City. The general public has the right
to know what decisions were made--
and how and why they were made.

New commissioner George Hudsbn
noted that it was a "good motion" and
agreed to support it. The motion
passed 6-1, with Robert Smith voting

0.

It was agreed in later discussion
that the topics to be discussed in
closed sessions would be ann8unced
and voted on. Only if the discussion
might damage a personality involved,
or hamper a land deal the City was
making, would the Commission close
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its doors.
The move came at a time when

interest in local government is at an
all-time high, and should help to stir
up further interest. Normally, city
officials, elected officers and the
press are the only ones present.

The occasional citizen's complaint
that the matter had been becided be-
fore formal action had been taken and
then rubber-stamped in the open
meeting no longer is valid.

And no longer can the cocktail
commando sit back and say his ideas
would never be heard because the
rnatter is decided before it gets into
the open.

We don't wish to make too much
of a thing that perhaps has been in-
formally agreed upon for years, but
we commend the City and the Com-
mission on its forthright action.

We further feel that it is encum-

bant on us to respect the wish of the
City in confidential matters-particu-
larly in matters that are pending and
might fall through if given too early
and too sketchy press coverage. But
the more information we have, the
better job we can do.

It's that simple.
And both the City and the Ply-

mouth Mail owe it to the people in
The Plymouth Community to do that
job. I

The problem, however, was relegated to a second-
ary position and quietly permitted to stagnate.

There it lay dormant until a couple of weeks ago
when Township resident Sam Hudson drafted a letter
to the legislative bodies of the City of Plymouth and
Plymouth Township, suggesting that a committee of
citizens be formed to study community amalgamation.

City fathers hastily agreed to the idea and Town-
ship trustees quickly vetoed it.

Since that time, the Plymouth Mail has carried
a questionnaire seeking grassroots opinion on the sub-
ject. While response generally has been good, in pro-
portion to the size of the community, the silence haf
been deep and thick.

Men who for years have been paying loud lip serv-
ice to the concept of a Plymouth Community have, in
many cases, not responded.

Lake Pointe Subdivision, quick to beat its col-
lective breast earlier this year because of school
crowding, has said little - apparently rendered
voiceless and disinterested by imminent solution

of its most discomforting problem.
People, ah usual, are not giving a tinker's damn.
Which, if you will pardon the directness, aggra-

vates the chronic personal nausea that humanity in-
spires from time to time.

I get sick and tired of people who don't care what
their local governmental units do.

It irritates the heck out of me when less than 15
per cent of the voters turn out for a local election fewpeople show up for township, city and school dis#Pict
meetings, but the remaining 85 per cent are eager to
moan and groan about legislative action at the state
and federal levels that encroaches on a franchise they
never saw fit to use.

When I hear a person mumbling about big govern-
ment and yearning for a return to 19th Century levels,
and I know he hasn't shown his face at a local meeting
since I've been around, it makes me want to puke.

Why don't people care?
Are they so wrapped up in the pursuit of affluence

that they will surrender every prerogative they have
to centralized control?

Will they remain so obsessed with color televi-
sion and next year's car and Hi-fi and beating the
crabgrass and making payments on the split-level
that they will let the Plymouth Community go to
hell in a handbasket?

Presumably, they are living here because they like
the flavor of the area, the difference, the atmosphere
of individuality. Deep down inside they don't want to
be part of a characterless sprawl like Levittown, or
Warren, or neighboring Livonia.

If only they could see that retention of our com-
munity character lies in a greater degree of co-opera-

tion and unity and cohesiveness.
If only they had time enough to say "Yes, I'd like

to see the matter studied," or "No, I wouldn't."
In fact, I'd rather see them voice opinion by letter

to their respective local government.
I just wish they'd get off their tail and say some-

thing.
