Young kids in trouble concern us

all, and we have our share in Ply-
mouth.

They are junior high kids that have
never seen the good side of life, and
are often in trouble at school and at
home. They are too young to be incor-
rigible, and too old to be changed
radically. They need, above all, a new

outlook.
A handful of Plymouth people are

attempting to give them just that, in
what has been known as "Operation
Exposure".

The 'Operation' is sponsored by the
YMCA and has been aimed at one
thing - letting the youngsters see how
the other half lives. They have been
getting experiences they might not
otherwise have had.

And it keeps them out of trouble.
Last winter they went skiing and

ice fishing with several older men
from the community. Earlier this
spring they, and a high school coach,
and several high school seniors went
on a camping trip, that included a
canoe venture down the Au Sable
River. For the first time, the kids
were held together by a common idea
and ideal.

Here are some of the comments re-
ported by an observer that was with
the boys on their last trip:

"Man, you should see that place up
there. Boy is it neat. But then it had
to rain."

"Mr. Workman was a good cook.
We had Jiffy Pop and that was fun. I

want Jim Lake to go back up with us
again."

"We're going back in May and
really fix that road. Uhen we won't get
stuck again."

For the first time some of these
boys have had people they can admire
and look up to. And they have a worth-
while goal. They are going back to fix
a road.

The idea of the 'Operation Ex-
posure' belongs with these men who
have established the YMCA Youth
Employment service, the Chip teen
club, and the YMCA sponsored gradu-
ation parties. They have also sought a
youth officer to head off potential
trouble between youngsters and the
law.

They, and service clubs including

Kiwanis, Rotary, Oplimist, the Jay-
Cees ,and the VFW have supported the
various programs with generous con-
tributions of money, and more import-
ant, time.

Plans for the summer include

more trips north to camp, and work.
A tentative program has been set up
whereby over 100 junior high boys will
be given a chance to go, 10 or 15 at a
time, for one week.

We look upon this, and other plans
like it, as one of the things that makes
Plymouth a different and better place
to live.

We would urge continued support
of the program, because the idea of
the plans helps to answer the contin-
ual complaint of active young minds:

4 tsp. nutmeg
4 C. sliced fresh peaches (or

other fresh fruit)

1 C. water

2 Tbl. lemon juice
4 tsp. grated lemon rind
2 Tbl. butter

Combine tapioca, sugar, salt
and nutmeg; blend well and
fold into peaches. Add water,
lemon juice and lemon rind.

Turn into 8 x 11 inch baking
dish and dot with butter.

144 C. sifted flour

2 tsp. baking powder
2 Tbl. sugar
14 tsp. salt
4 C. shortening
4 C. milk

Sift together flour, baking
powder, sugar and salt. Cut
in shortening with pastry
blender and stir in milk.

Turn onto lightly floured
pastry cloth.
