Dr. Loving 
Is Speaker 
at Franklin

Dr. Alvin D. Loving. Prof«- 
sor of Education, University of 
Midiigan, has accepted an in­
vitation to address the Class of 
1965 and their guests at Frank­
lin High School’s Second An­
nual Commencement program, 
June 17.

Dr. Loving has been associ­
ated with the University of 
Michigan since 1956. In 1962 he 
was promoted to the rank of full 
professor, the first Negro to 
achieve that status in the 148- 
year history of that institution.

Prior to joining the staff of 
the Michigan U n i v e r s i t y ,  
Dr- Loving had bem a Full- 
bright Professor with the In­
dian Ministry of Education and 
the United States Educational 
Foundation of India for the 
year 1955-56.

His teaching career began in 
Detroit, where he served for 
16 years as a high school class­
room teacher and counselor. 
After four years as principal of 
an elementary school in River 
Rouge. Dr. Loving entered col­
lege teaching, in which he 
gained experience at Western 
Michigan University, W a y n e  
State University, and the Uni­
versity of Oklahoma. His entire 
elementary and s e c o n d a r y  
school training was in Detroit 
schools.

On leave from the University 
of Michigan between 1960-1962. 
Dr. Loving served as the first 
Dean of Students for the new 
University of Nigeria. During 
his two-year stay there as a 
member of the Michigan State 
University AID Contract Team, 
hia main task was to develop 
the Office of Student Affairs, 
the first in any university in 
the B riti^  Commonwealth.

Again on leave in 1963- 
1964, he became Executive 
Director of the Mayor’s Com­
mittee on Commuttity Action 
for Detroit Youth. The pro­
gram designed by his staff 
was used by Detroit’s Total 
Action Against Poverty, the 
first program to receive Fed­
eral funds undtf the Equal 
Opportunity Act.
Dr. Loving has received num­

erous awards and honors. In
1963 he was recipient of the 
DedicatioQ Award, United Com­
mittee of Negro History, the 
Michigan Chronirie Citizen of 
the Year Award, and De­
troit Emancipation Centennial 
Authority Achievement Award 
in the Field of Education. In
1964 he received a Distinguish­
ed Alumni Award at Wayne 
State University, a Booker T. 
Washington Business Associa- 
ti(m Achievement Award, the 
R G. Dun Achievement Award, 
and an honorary degree of Doc­
tor of Humanities from West­
ern Michigan University.

Dr. Loving has co-authored 
one education book, has co­
edited another, and has writ­
ten a number of educational 
articles for professional publi­
cation.

To Women 
It May Concern

To those of us who traveled to Lansing to share with Gov­

ernor Romney the report of his Commission on the Status of 
Women it was an enjoyable day. The weather was beautiful, the 
luncheon tasty and the company good. A few of the committee 
chairmen were perfunctory rather than profound.

The Governor, with bis usual charm and new political 
acumen, stated bis was the first state in the nation to establish a 
commission on studying status of women.

He added ’'Michigan’s women have achieved major accom- 
plishmenCs and contribute significantly to our economic, cultural 
and political life. 1 believe they stand ready to contribute even 
further to Michigan’s growth if we but accord them the recogni­
tion they ao richly deserve and the opportunity to participate 
fully. If Michigan is to realize its full potential as a state, every 
individual citizen’s interest and full participation is needed.*'

To add zest to his words—and sincerity of purpose, he pro- 
ceded to make the announcement that on this very week he had 
appointed a woman to the (presently) all male Civil Rights 
Commission—a Mrs. Frank Wiley from Grosse Pointe.

Two important points were stressed by the 21-woman com­
mission. (1) state-wide regional meetings should be held to 
tent the report to encourage local action on needed changes 
and (2) the Governor’s Commission on the Status of Wcnneii 
should continue to meet future needs as they develop.

The first idea aeems sound and logical—the second sounds 
to me unnecessary, unwieldly, and just another place for “the 
ladies’* to go for lunch.

Several very basic facts were revealed from the s tu d y - 
women are returning to work in greater numbers and earlier 
than they did. Both economic reasons and a desire to do some­
thing challenging other than press an automatic-something is 
perhaps the reason.

In any case there were many suggestions for furthering the 
education of the woman, including the creation of more com­
munity colleges throughout the State.

Enforcement of the Equal Pay for Equal Work Law should be 
enforced. There is a law. but it was discovered by the Commis­
sion that it is not being properly enforced.

Extend existing day-care tervlees to include children imder 
2 ^  years of age; establish additional child care programs; 
estabUah after honr programs in public schools for elementary 
school-age children with working mothers.

Hiere were perhaps a dozen recommendations from each 
of the six committees: Education. Employment Policies and 
Practices, State and Local Politics and Practices, Social and Labor 
Legislation; Civil and Political Rights, and New and Expanded 
Services.

Commission members felt, although they came up with 
about 50 recommendations, they had only scratched the surface 
of the needs of women, leaving unexaznined many basic prob­
lems for future study.

While the women have had the vote since 1929, the Com­
mission showed, foil participation in the nsc of this franchise 
Is far from a fact Nowhere could the committee find discrimino- 
tlon against women with regard to political righto or their 
opportnnlties to serve in partisan and government posts—bnt 
poitldpotlon by women as policymakers proved to bo disap­
pointing.

It was the opinion of the commission, political clubs M both 
parties (of which there proved to be many) could do more to 
educate their members to opportunities for meaningful service, 
rather than just be the oneo always to address envelopes and mMte 
the tea ’n* cookies.

So much study has gone into the report and so much can 
come from it that this reporter intends to keep an eye on what, 
if an>‘thing, comes as a result of the study.

Mrs. Don Kory from Redford Township served on the 
CemmiUee on Ctvil and Political Rights and ahonld bo an 
excellent source of Information.

Myra Wolfgang, (committee on social and labor legislation) 
might think there Is discrimination against American women 
but all thingi are relative. To assnre ns we are not lagging, 
bnt rather leading, how about this:

In San Marino, the world’s smallest republic, women may 
vote, but are not permitted to hold public office.

In Sudan—just the opposite—women are eligible for elec­
tion, but have no voting rights.

In Guatemala, women may vote and run for office provided 
they pass a literacy test not required of men (shades of Missia- 
aippi).

Syrian women can vote if they meet education require­
ments (none of men).

Portuguese women must be heads of families to be eligible to 
vote.

Women cannot vote at all in Afghanistan, Iran, Jordan, 
Kuwait, Lichtenstein and northern Nigeria, Saudi Arabia and 
Yemen.

How about a world tour for the Governor’s commission of 
efficient ladies?

Ib e  Obeerver salutes suburbia*s growth. 
Despite our growing patM, the suburbs, with 
few excepOooa, are learning to plan and build 
commumties with good zoning, wide streets, 
open spaces and fine schools. In most areas,

crowded living patterns of the inner city 
are serving as a lesson in bow-not<to-plaa'a- 
community. Our colleague. Bill Gail, and our 
cartoonist, Frank McGuire, take note of Mich­
igan’s positive accomplishments in these areas 
elsewhere on today’s Editorial Page.

But not everything in suburbia Is grosring 
with the same spirit nor at the same pacei.

Tticfe ia an important aspect of human 
development that is missing in the suburbs, and 
Michigan Week can well illustrate it.

**Spfritua] Foundations Day.** which fn- 
auguratea this special Week Sunday was observ­
ed by and large throughout suburbia, in Uly- 
white churches.

**1ndastrial Day** la being observed today 
hi our industrial plants where thousands of 
Negroes find jobs — but who then become 
reverse commaters at the end of the day be- 
causo they can’t find a place nearby to live.

Tomorrow, **Education Day,** will be marked 
with lessons in 'democracy' in our largely all- 
white schools.

And, on Friday, 'Heritage Day** will 
attempt to instiU, among other thinga, the 
spirit of the American Dream, of brother­
hood, fai a metropolitan area where the 
''melting pot** ia cooking slowly. If at alL

For the great population shifts reported by 
the Regional Institute are shifts toward further 
isolatioa and segregation. The 225,000 new­
comers to the suburbs, the 52,144 who have 
left Detroit—are almost entirely white; while 
those remaining in the inner city are almost 
ozclumvsly Negroes.

'I%a point is obvious to many of us: there 
is s  g r ^  wall being erected around those 
minority groups who are seeking equal oppor­
tunities in housiDg.

Less obvious is the harm that we in the 
suburbs. espedaUy our diildren, a r t  b«ng 
subjected toi

Robert Eddy, a Farmington minister, ex- 
pressed the prshlem writing In these pages 
last month: *Thi» rscial Isolation (In tho 
sabnrbs) makes my children snbject to a 
penikioas disease: prejudice. For no matter 
hew much I talk to them of the virtues of 
integration, their *we* wlU always be white. 
There J u t  aren’t any Negroes around to 
keep that anconcious assumption of white- 
nesi from entering into their definition of 
*we.*-

When Negroes do make their appearances

in suburbia, they are usually cast in subordi­
nate roles —the family maid or housekeeper, 
or the holder of a menial job in a local shop. 
Our children have little, if any, contact with 
Negroes on an equal footing.

There are, however, some hopeful signs:

•  Sahurbanites from throughout tho 
metropolitan area will tackle the problem ef 
equal opportunity In housing at an all-day 
conference In Dearborn <May<w Hnbbard 
notwithstanding) Saturday. Workshops will 
concentrate on the efforts needed to promote 
racial barmony and end segregated bousing. 
Hundreds of participants are expected, 
starting at S:35 aju. at Dearborn High School;

•  By this time, moot suburbanites have had 
some contact with human relations councils, 
organized over the past year in a score ot 
suburbs under a score of names. Every com­
munity in The Observer’s circulation area has 
people of goodwill who have joined to pro­
mote the purpose of these groups: preparatioci 
of s climate in suburbia in which persons of 
all races and backgrounds can live in comfort. 
In Livonia, more than 300 have joined; in 
Bedford Township, 100; and hundreds more in 
Plymouth, Garden City, Nankin and Farm­
ington.

•  In a conscience-stricken voice, some 
of suburbia’s t e a c h e r s  a r e  starting to 
speak out with a suggestion for integra­
tion of the faculties In our public schools. 
Almost half the staff at Bedford Township’s 
Thurston School petitioned the school board 
this month to hire Negro teachers; there are 
none in South Bedford, or most 9f the sub­
urbs, for that matter, at the present,

Livonia administrators h a v e  cautiously 
tested the water — there are three Negro 
teachers now and a fourth has been hired for
the faU.

But here, in the schools, where the most 
could be accomplished to erase the white image 
that our children are growing up with, the 
least efforts, often, are found. Livonia’s four 
teachers may sound tike a lot, until you re­
member that there are more than 1100 on the 
staff. And, to our knowledge, no other suburb 
in this area has even taken that small step.

School Board members, unfortunately, are 
reluctant to talk about such matters, much 
less press for action. The fear of stirring 
up public opinion or providing an excuse 
for losing a bond or millage election often 
silences those who should be the leaders in 
this field.

Open Letter to 
Honorable Harvey Moelke,

The people directly connected 
with this drain ditch called the 
Patter and designated No. 11 
would like you to give us a 
definite date when we can ex­
pect the construction of this 
project to begin, give or take 
a month. The word SOON is 
not specific and you know it.

Our reasons for this request 
are as follows:

1. The City Council stated 
that it is necessary to construct 
and enclose the Patter Drain

IN MARCH, 1961.

2. After TWO YEARS of 
waiting some men representing 
themselves as City officials had

We, as two advanced journal­
ism students at Lee M. Thurs­
ton, are concerned over the lack 
of ethics consistently employed 
by a certain newspaper in this 
community. Its most recent 
transgression against the pub­
lic’s trust was its coverage of 
the petition submitted to the S. 
Bedford School Board by 37 
Thurston teachers.

Contrary to the Impression 
given in the afore-mentioned 
paper in its sensationalized ac­
count, the petition did not ad­
vocate discriminating tactics 
against whites. This is the radi­
cal’s immediate charge when 
an attempt k  made to promote 
understanding in the social tur­
moil so much ia evidence to­
day.

The teachers’ only sugges­
tion was that the commuilty 
NOT BE CLOSED to the Idea 
of well-qualified Negro teach­
ers because of the undeniable 
benefits of tiik association to 
students. They hoped to de­
stroy S. Bedford’s reputation 
as a district with segregative 
hiring poUdeo—a reputation 
which has been established 
despite expressed non • dis­
crimination policies by the 
sebod board. (Please note 
that we have not said that 
this reputation k  based on 
fact; we merely report its ex- 
istonce). This intent was ex­
pressed in the petition thus: 
"we nrge tiiat yon commnni- 
cate to the university place­
ment agencies your willing­
ness to hire Negro teachers 
so that qualified persons will 
be available to yon for tiie 
coming year."
Such practices as sensation­

alism and deliberate distortion 
of facts must not be allowed to 
continue. At the risk of being 
dubbed "idealistic kids" we 
quote from the "Journalist’s 
Creed" by Walter Williams: "I 
believe that the public journal 
is a public trust: that all con­
nected with it are, to the full 
mtusure of their responsibility, 
trustees for the public: that ac­
ceptance of a lesser service 
is betrayal of this trust.

ail timet.

They also have discovered 
that by setting the thermoetat 
back four to seven degrees at 
night and leaving windows 
closed, there Is a daily fuel sav­
ing of approximately five per 
cent.

If you prefer sleeping with 
the window open, it’s a good 
idea to put weather stripping 
around ^ e  bedroom door to 
keep cold air from the rest of 
the house.

For maximum fuel economy, 
the engineers advise leaving 
the windows closed, turning 
down the heat, and keeping win­
dow shades clown, blinde azKl 
drapes shut.

As a general heating tip, al­
ways be sure the water in the 
h y ^ n ic  boiler is clean and 
free of dirt or grease.

Hot water radiators, eoovec- 
tors and baseboards should be 
checked from time to time and 
vented, so that air collected in 
them will not retard free dreu- 
lation.

ABOUT MITMS
Mr. Vincent Depetris talked 

about the fascinating history of 
mums. He told how the chry­
santhemum originated in Japan 
about 1,500 years ago, and was 
just a common daisy. The Jap­
anese hybridizers inbred and 
propagated many of the glori­
ous blooms we enjoy today. He 
said mums are sensitive to light 
and temperature and gather 
hormones from June 19 to fall; 
therefore, all around sunlight 
makes for better blooms.

Here are a few valuable 
points to remember: Check the 
date when your plants begin to 
open and flower, and count back 
8 weeks from that date to know 
when to stop pinching back the 
following year. Feed your 
mums 4-16-16 fertiziler every 3 
weeks all summer long. At the 
end of the blooming season, cut 
your plants down to the ground 
and do not cover or mulch. This 
spring divide into just one lit­
tle plant—this will develop into 
a lovely large plant with many 
blooms.

LAWN POINTERS
Mr. C. G. Milne talked about 

“How to Be a Lazy Gardener." 
First, lawns will never have to 
be weeded or weed-killer ap­
plied if you cut 2 inches high 
and never drop a blade of cut 
grass on your lawn. Use KL19-10 
three times a year using 20 
pounds at a tinW — water in 
good. Your lawn should be wa­
tered once a week. Use coffee 
cans under your spray to meas­
ure the proper amount needed. 
When cane are filled to 1 inch, 
move your sprayer to another 
part of the lawn and place cans 
under again until whole of 
lawn is watered. (This eaves 
money in wasted, over-water­
ing.**

FOR BEST ROSES
Now we come to roses, these 

directions may seem tmusual, 
but the information comee from 
Mr. Blilne, a man who has spent 
nearly 40 years In the business 
of working out the newest and 
best method of growing rosea. 
In the early spring, put 1 pound 
of magnesium sulfate, (epsom 
salts) yes, you buy it in the 
drug store, and put 1 pound to 
every 50 sq. ft. all around your 
roses. This will bring out strong, 
vigorous shoots up from the 
base of your rose bushes. Cut 
ail rose bushes, except climbers, 
right back to the ground when 
danger of frost is past. From 
spring to fall fertilize roses 
every two weeks with 12-12-12 

[ and Rapid Grow — alternating 
I the two fertilizers, 
j Well, good luck fellow bug- 
I chasers, rose and mum growers 
1 —and lawn "moaners."

/ t ’ s  Easier To Filter Pool Water
S o m e d a y ,  fuUy-automatic 

swimming pools will clean them­
selves.

Until that liappy day, the 
single most important aspect of 
maintenance for pool owners 
will be keeping the water pure 
through proper filtration.

Fortuately, today's filters 
operate with ease and econ­
omy. Many modem filters are 
more compact than their pre­
decessors, woo*t mst or cor­
rode, and can be cleaned and 
backwashed more easily. Peri­
ods between cleanings hsvo 
been lengthened.
There are two basic types of 

water filters — sand and diato- 
mite. Although both types are 
effective, the more compact 
diatomite units, the type used 
in most pools, offer greater ef­
ficiency and operational flexi-

bility in less space.
Proper maintenance of Al­

ters involves cleaning every 
three to ten days. The inter­
val between cleanings can be 
lengthened by proper care of 
pool with frequent vacuuming 
and skimming (either by hand 
or with automatic skimmer.) 
Careful control of algae will 
also cut operating costs. Clog­
ging of diatomite filters can 
be prevented by proper pre­

coating with diatomate filter 
aid.
Filters should be run so that 

the pool water is completely 
filtered every 18 to 24 hours.

Before the swim sesson starts, 
pool owners should check filtra­
tion equipment in accordanco 
with the manufacturer’s man­
ual. When filling the pool, tho 
filter can be put into operation 
as soon as the water level 
reaches the filter intake pipe.

ANN ARBOR — Things of 
great significance are happen­
ing in commercial music says 
John A. Flower, associate dean 
of The University of Michigan 
School of Music.

"Broadway show music is 
clearly an art form.” he points 
out. "Much film and TV music 
is superbly crafted art. Radio 
stations are showing a serious 
concern for musical art.” j 

Flower notes that many com- j 
posers and performers of seri­
ous music are trying their hands 
at commercial music. In th e ' 
recent past some composers 
worked in both realms under 
different names, which in it­
self represented a commentary 
upon tbe separations of our 
musical culture.

This could not have oc­
curred to Mozart or Beetho­
ven, both of whom wrote 
’hit’ tunes In their day, as 
did Verdi and PncclnL 
‘This practice continues to­

day,’* Flower notes, "but there 
are emerging musicians who 
proudly affix their names to 
music in both realms, to say 
nothing of the Metropolitan 
Opera stars who keep turning 
up on variety shows.’*

Flower says it is often the 
case that contemporary music 
which may have encountered 
audience resistance in the con­
cert hall is used in the sup­
porting music of films and is 
accepted by film audiences 

I without question.
I "Close your eyes sometime 
during a enme show, a docu- 
mentar>. or a psychological 

; drama and listen to the music.” 
he advised. "Acceptance of 
evolving m u s i c a l  style can 
come about in strange ways!” 

He remarits, however, that 
the entire field of commercial 
music in America is permeated 
by the "will it sell" point of 
view. "The dollar sign ia an 
ever present reality. No music­
ian in his right mind will be 
critical of the dollar bill and 
its potential helpfulness. Even

Mozart said that nothing in­
spired him like a commission.

The point here, says Flower, 
is its overriding influence. 
"C om m ercial musicians and 
compo.sers, w o r k i n g  in the 
sphere of influence of disk < 
jockeys, TV. films, juke boxes, ! 
even church anthem publishers, ' 
cannot s e p a r a t e  themselves 
from what the public will buy.”
