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Taxi
service

rapped

Taxi service in Plymouth,
or the lack of it, came before
the City commission Monday
night, and the Commissioners
agreed to table the issuance
of new license pending an in-
vestigation. ;

Several Commissioners
reported they had at one
fime or another received
complaints about taxi ser-
vice in Plymouth. Mayor
James Houk said he had
received four in recent
weeks.

Commissioner Arch Vallier
asked if something couldn’t
be done to guarantee better
service. He sought to issue the
licenses with the stipulation
that a certain standard of ser-
vice would be required.

City Attorney Edward
Draueglis wasn't sure this
could be done and asked for
time to study the matter.

The Commissioners report-
ed of people complaining
about taxi service, calling
for one, and being told it
would? be there in ten min-
utes. Many times they never
came, according to the Com-
missioners.

In general discussion it was
-asked if the licenses could
stipulate certain number of
cabs in peak hours.

Commissioner James Mec-
Keon sought to grant licenses
for only those cabs that would
be used in the City.

IN THE PAST, the Checker
Cab of Livonia, Inc., had ac-
quired eight licenses. Vallier
noted that they had paid for
eight licenses to ‘“‘keep the
other guy out’ but never had
put that many cabs into Ply-
mouth.

Houk said:

‘“We should see if the
license can guarantee some
service. I have had numerous
complaints. People have wait-
ed and waited and missed a
doctor’s appointment.”

In other action, the City
agreed to pave Maple St. be-
tween Harvey and McKinley.

In doing so they overrode

the written petition of 16 of
the landowners on the
sitreich of sireet. It was
noted after the meeting that
the signatures did not rep-
resent the majority of the
footage owned on the sireet.

Vallier had questioned why
this street and not the adja-
cent Wing street was being
paved. In the discussion it
came out that Maple had curb
and gutter, Wing did not.

Vallier wasn’t satisfied and
voted ‘no’ on the Maple Street
project.

In other action acting City
manager Kenneth Fischer an-
nounced an administrative
shuffle, naming treasurer
Kenneth Way financial of-

ficer. This places the entire
accounting staff under Way,
and includes City clerk Rich-
ard Schafer. '

It means that Way, is re-

Four school board candi-
dates spoke to a handful of
less than 30 voters Tuesday
night at Farrand elementary
school and, in a question and
answer session, discussed
pay-as-you-go financing.

The program was sponsored
by a group of Lake Pointe
parents, and was the only
time all four candidates ap-
peared before the public in
one group.

The four hopefuls are run-
ning for the position created
by the soon-to-expire term of
Robert Utter. Voters will go
to the polls June 14 for the
election, and to vote for at-
large candidates for trustee
of Schoolcraft College.

The Plymouth candidates
are incumbent Utier. Rob-
ert Jenkins, Mrs. Harland'
Smith and Roger Smithling.
Schoolcraft irustee-at-large
candidates are Sam Hudson
and Mrs. Rosina Raymond
of Livonia.

The sparsely attended meet-
ing was moderated, by Alex
Howell of 41001 Greenbrook
Ln. Here are some of the can-
didates’ comments: '’

Mrs. Dorothy Smith praised

__the change she had seen since

last year's election:

‘“When I ran last year I
ran because even the incum-
bents seemed reluctant to
run. This has been a pleas-
ant change.”” She noted that
only 900 out of 10,000 voters
expressed their opinion at last
year's election.

“BUT EVEN a group of
this size can do a great deal,”
she said. She noted that she
had been a member of the
school finance committee last
year and took part in the dis-
cussions and decisions. She
urged each individual to come
to school board meetings, and
questioned the privilege of
criticizing for those who fail-
ed to vote.

Roger Smithling pointed to

his eight years at a teacher

in Plymouth Community
school and his active-partici-
pation in school affairs as
qualifications for his election,
Smithling expressed concern

over the quality of the pres-
ent school board and said:

“We have better qualified
people than those we have
experienced in the past.”
Later he said, "I is amas-
ing how little concern is
shown for the children.”

Incumbent Utter com-
mented on the changes during
his four year tenure on the
board, and praised the ‘“‘clim-
ate of believability, the clim-
ate of faith"” that was pres-
ent. He said he felt the board
had risen above the millage
defeat a few years back, and
the ‘“‘bitter’’ fight over teach-
ers’ salaries.

““The last millage passed
because people had faith and
it had no active opposition,”
Utter commented.

The City commission moved
towards a closer relationship
with the City planning com-
mission and planning consult-
ants last Wednesday, as sev-
eral of the City commission-
ers expressed concern over
what the City was getting for
its money.

It was the first of a series
of regular quarterly meetings
scheduled with t lanning
commission and the planners,
Velican and Leman.

The meeting grew out
of disgruntlement Commis-
sioner Arch Vallier had ex-
pressed over the last two
months with the way some
of the money budgeted for
planning was being spent.

At the Wednesday night
meeting Commissioner Rob-
ert Smith said:

“] have been concerned
with the results of the amount
of dollars we've been putting
into planning. Whether 1
haven't been looking or the.

planning commission has
been negligent I'm not sure
S Personally, I haven’t
seen the kinds of things that
should be coming from the
program.”’

The program Smith refer-
red to is the 701 master plan-
ning program, a plan set up
by a 1954 Federal housing act
that established an urban re-
newal program, to be admini-
stered by the Housing and
Home Finance Agency.

Under the program the City
pays about a third of the cost
of planning; the program is
administered by the Michigan
Department of Economic Ex-
pansion,

AT WEDNESDAY'S meet-
ing Commissioner George
Lawton noted that the meet-
ing was not a blanket indict-
ment of the planners, but that
it had grown out of individual

opinions on a matter the com-

Canton twister rips roof -

in half, pair escape

Ivin and Mary Collins of
51500 Ford Rd. are consider-
ing themselves lucky this
week after escaping injury
from a small tornado that
ripped the roof off of their
business establishment Sun-
day evening.

The twister gave no ad-
vance warning: no warn-
ings were announced by the
U.S. weather bureau for the
Detroit area.

The twister tore about half
of the roof off of their nur-
sery building; Ivan Miller
was in it at the time.

The wind lifted the roof off,
and left the plasterboard to
fall. The clock stopped at
4:31 p.m.

Miller wa~ at his desk as
the plaster board fell, hitting
him on the head and shoul-
ders.

He was not hurt.

“There was wind and hail

stones the size of hens' eggs §

hitting the windows. It hap-
pened in a few seconds. 1
expected both windows to
break.” _

“There was no warning, no
creaking, nothing broke . . .
just a bang. The next thing
I knew the rain was hitting
me in the head."

MILLER described the

noise of the roof and tornado
meeting as like a “slight ex-
plosion."”’

“The sheet rock fell in one
big sheet,"”” Miller added.

His wife had left the build-
ing, Mary's Nursery, and had
driven towards the house
when it hit.

“All 1 was doing was sit-
ting and praying. I saw the
funnel go by the garage.
Another five feet and 1
would’ve had a free ride.”

The twister pulled nails out
of the boards, and ripped the
top of the building in half.
The roof carried a few  feet
and landed upside down in
back of the building.

No windows were broken,
and much of the damage was
confined to the roof area.

The wind pulled the heads
off of some tomato plants
near the nursery but didn’t
touch plants and trees inches
away from the building.

“This City has reached
what many, many suburbs
have a long time to reach.
The problem is to renew
yourself.”

The Commission reviewed
the planning contract to date.
Vallier also pushed for an
estimate of the new tax reve-
nue to be received from the
urban renewal project.

MAYOR JAMES HOUK
noted:

**The City has learned some
painful lessons over there
and has sadly missed what
we had started out to do.”

Later in the meeting Law-
ton noted that the Bathey
plant alone had created a
$45,000 tax base, producing
well over what tax monies
had come out of the area be-
fore urban renewal.

A member of the planning
commission, George Bower,
expressed some misgivings
about the City's questioning
the planners:

“l am ashamed io be
connected with the City on
this particular item. They
have acted childishly. No
business concern is going to
take this batting back uu!
forth."”

Sidney Strong, chairman of
the City planning commis-
sion, said that there had al-
ways been ‘“good under-
standing and relationships”
with tht planners.

In other action at the spe-
cial meeting, the Commission

questioned the planning con-
sultants ‘about the new zon-
ing ordinance, which is the
backbone of the new 701
plan, and were told that it
would be ready by July 1.

Lawton also sought to set
up better communications be-
tween City planning consult-
ants and those from neigh-
boring governmental units.

Leman noted:

‘“The communication has
been hit or miss. It could be
more formalized.”

LAWTON SAID he feared
some of the individual plans
might make moves that were
not for the overall good of the
entire community, and noted
that there was a duplication
of civic auditoriums, for in-
stance, in two Plymouth Com-
munity master plans.

Commissioner George Hud-
son urged completion of pres-
ent programs, to get out of
the “‘state of limbo.”

Vallier also continued to
press for an exact accounting
of what the contracts called
for, and urged that some of
the items be reconsidered,
particularly a $2,000 allot-
ment for an opinion survey.

Commissioner James Ja-
bara called for another
study of the overpass prob-
lem, bot got little response
to his comments.

The next quarterly meetmg
was tentatively set for Sep-
tember 15.

They complained in late February
about overcrowded conditions in Far-
rand elementary school; if nothing
else they made it extremely plain that
they didn’t want it to happen again.

They also voted in strong num-
bers, and in the Lake Pointe precinct
the March operating millage issue
passed by its biggest margin - 448-207.

Once again this week they have

taken the iniative in a school matter |

— not to complain, but to explain.

The Farrand parents organized a
candidates’ night for the school board
candidates.

No other parents’ group, or PTA,
or club or just plain individual has
shown such an interest.

The candidates night was held last
night, Tuesday, at the Farrand school.

The parents involved asked all local
PTA's to participate, and all schools
concerned to send notes home with the
children.

The result was, to say the least,
disappointing.

One school said they weren't send-
ing notes home until next week, and
couldn’t send this one asking parents

Last week, in a brief letter to the
Mail, a Mrs. B. Browning sought a
definition of community co-operation.

We would see co-operation as involv-
ing three things:

(1) A willingness to talk anytime
about community unity. Clearly a
study could do no harm, and would
give many area residents facts they
have long been denied.

(2) A willingness by civic leaders to
pay more than mere lip service to the
idea that someday the Plymouth Com-
munity might be united under one
government each time it becomes a
hot issue.

(3) A willingness to do it now.
Money can be saved by uniting basic
services, and a study of that sort
should be started now. Not next year.

People in the Township deserve pav-
ed and cared-for streets, adequate
police protection and cheaper trash
pickup.

We are particularily concerned
about the way the Township police de-
partment study was dropped after
Trusteer Dick Lauterbach’s special
report two months ago. Not one formal

Sprinkle with salt and
pepper and fold remaining
pastry over filling, sealing
edges together. Place in pie
plates.

Bake at 375 degrees for
45-50 minutes, reducing the
heat during the last 15 min-
utes to about 350 degrees.

coughing fit.

I had been there only two weeks when McNasty
“Yourrunch-ed'’ me and we were off to the first tee.

“Whatcha your name?”’ he snarled.
“Douglas.” I said, gy voice squeaking.

“You're kidding.”” he said with a funny laugh, and
then issued an unprintable string of foul language.

I handed him his four wood, and he teed off. The
ball went straight down for about fifty yards, then
curved west into a clump of pine trees.

“Oh no, why there?’”’ he said weakly. McNasty
played alone, and talked incoherently.

“I paid my income taxes last year. I bought Girl
Scout cookies. I respect motherhood. I use the zip code.

We marched in to the woods, found his ball, and he
was on the green in two, and had three putted before
he spoke again.
