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The much talked about job
corps has yet to register a
youth from Plymouth, but one
will soon be processed, ac-
cording to Michigan Employ-
ment Security Commission
branch manager Edward
Dowling.

Th. local office conn-

pleted processing its first
applicant recently. a youth
f rom South Lyon.
The job corps is a baby,

just new-born from the minds
of the administrators of the

Federal Office of Economic

Opportunity. The administrat-
ive details are just now fil-
tering down to local offices.

Dowling is impressed with
this program more than any
of the others.

The corps is aimed at job-
less youth from 16 to 21, and
is particularly designed to
fill the void for the high
school drop out. Dowling said
in a recent interview:

"First, we lay it on the
line. If they join the corps
they will have to get up in
the morning. There will be
discipline ...We give them
all the bad points first."

ANYONE WHO joins, en-
lists for two years; he may
drop out at anytime. Basic-
ally he will be taught job
habits and some vocational

skill, so he, in Dowling's
words, "will have something
to offer an employer when he
gets out."

Dowling said Michigan had
a goal of enlisting 2100 this
month.

"I feel that the job corps
has the most to offer... the

emphasis is on young peo-
ple."

As an a*ide Dowling
noted thal in this area the

need for ihi corps wain'*
as strong u U i• in others.
"We have 300 permanent

jobs we can't fill... not
$1.25 per hour jobs, either."

Who qualifies for the job
corps? Dowling said a
screening handbook is used to
determine this. "Impover-
ished environment" is the
catch phrase. "If he lives in

a nice neighborhood, he's out

at this point," Dowling noted.
THE CORPS takes selective

service rejectees, and kids
who have been in trouble.

Lawbreaking of minor con-
sequence is not a factor that /
would keep a youth out. A
history or series of repeated
offenses might put him on the
borderline for consideration.
Dowling commented:

"This kind of thing won't
stop him. In fact, he's the kid
that needs it."

The corps, formed in Aug-
ust, 1964, is only months old.
Dowling said his office was
ready to process all appli-
cants, but they have to come
into the office.

'We can't stand on a street
corner and grab them. We
could get a lot of them if we
did, I guess," Dowling con-
cluded.

€ity must pave despite eitizen's protests
ElleCity of Plymouth's beleaguered

citizens were heard once again Mon-
day night by the commission as a
hardy handful protested paving, or
the cost of it

One man said the paving was go-
ing to cost him one-tenth of his yearly
salary-even though he will have five
vears to pay for it.

Many others were complaining
that the paving of a ·street will make
it a drag strip for the City's racers.

Mayor James Houk, acting City
manager Kenneth Fisher and super-
intendent of public works Joseph Bida
took turns Yielding the gripes.

Fisher pooh-poohed the idea of
paving creating a dragstrip and said:

"It would be well if a citizen would
sign a complaint once in a while."
Fisher later said that a license plate,
positive identification of the driver
and the car were necessary to catch
the speeder, and that a complaint

signer would have to appear in court.
Bida and Houk patiently explained

that letting the street go was costing
the City money in insurance claims
on cars hitting holes, and on constant
patching.

The commission also agreed to
paving of Maple St from Harvey to
McKinley, although several people
ahd signed a Detition asking them not
to. A vote of five or more of the Com-
missioners is needed to over ride a
written petition, and the commission
cast such a vote at a meeting earliet
in June, with Arch Vallier voting no.

The public hearings were handled
gently by ¥ayor Houk, and were wide
open. All sorts of gripes were aired
at the last two, from the City's rusty
water (a jug of it was given to Bida
to drive home a point) to drag racing
to the street projects.

In general, when all was said and
done, the main beef was money-the
cost. Carried to its logical extreme,

all paving projects that are objected&
to could be voted down - and all of
them are, to one degree or another-
and soon the City would. have 1901
streets with 1965 traffic.

Public hearings air a lot of gripes,
but that's about all. The City's prac-
tice has been to establish what is

. needed most in the way of paving and
then go ahead, objections or not.

One possible exception might be
the paving proposed a few years back
in the York and Liberty St. area
where total objection brought a post-
ponement of paving from the Com-
mission.

Public hearings are usually a time
when an irate citizen, notice clutched
in hand, rises to ask why the City is
going to pave his street. He is told
it is about to fall through to China and
is costing the City untold hundreds
of dollars in tar to keep up.

That's the last you ever see of him.
The paving gets done, he has to pay,
and he's quiet for 15 years, until the
street needs repaving. Then the

chuck holes hit the fan once azain.

If this is truly the function of a
public hearing on street improve-
ments, we think it's often a waste of
tirne. It gives the press sonne lively
copy, true enough, and it is a form of
democracy in. action.

All in all it seems like a tableau.
City decides to pave.

Redface citizen protests.
Citv says save money in long run.
Citizen says make dragway.

City says we see point but paving
is needed.

Citizen says hurts pocketbook.
City says sorry, but must pave.
Citizen hurts self falling off wallet.

Foolishness!

Of all the practitioners of illicit
trades, the fumbling, amateurish rub-
ber check writer is probably the most
inept and clumsy.

All it takes to trip him up are a fe,
simple rules and regulations(1) Know who you're cashing,4

check for. In past years, local busi-
nessmen could be less stringent be-
cause Plymouth was a closely-knit
little community where it was easy

to know people and spot outsiders.
This is no longer true.

(2) Require proper identification.
"Proper" means a valid drivers',
license that shows no evidence of
change or alteration. The number of
the licensee should be noted on the
check.

(3) Take a few minutes to call the
bank and check en an account with
which you're unfamiliar. Local fi-
nancial institutions will be more
than happy to verify an account for
you.

(4) In all instances, report bad
checks. Admittedly, it's a blow to
the pride to learn you've been
bilked; but p;oper enforcement is
made possible only when police are
notified of violations.

The occasional "pro" may slip
through in spite of all precautions, but'
keeping a wary eye on the check
casher will discourage amateurs and
force them to beat a hasty retreat -
minus what could be your margin of
profit.

Which, after all, is what most of us
are in business for.

What is needed is not shop III for the bumbling
kids who can't write a coher6nt sentence, or even a
teen spot to "keep them off the streets." These in
themselves will not help. '

Also needed is some one *o admire, someone who
can help to create a character and a thought process
that can look at itself too clearly, too candidly, to
agree to its own betrayal. What is needed is someone
who can create a way of looking at things that says
when you are driving, too durnk to see a stop sign
on Ford Road, you go home, slowly, some other way.

It takes a nose-thumbed-at-every thing type oi
arrogane to surVive as an individual in our times,
and a fairly wistful and corny nature to want to
sometimes. Teenagers seem to be able to avoid
the slings and arrows with a little flare and im-
agination and seemed to assert themselves on a
demanding world. while most of us can't, because
we have an ax to grind, or an appearance te keep.

These are scarce outlooks on life, rare resources
that should be guarded in the national interest.

I, and everybody else, hopes everyone had a good
time in the 'boozer a go-go.' and that the carload of
drunk national resources didn't get killed. What else
can we say?
