day for a new $1.5 million

science building and the ap-

By the time you read this

page, this writer will be An
American in Paris. (I really

won't believe it till we touch

down in Orly Airport.) I plan
to investigate what all the fuss

about French cooking amounts
to, and I expect to bring back
my notebook loaded with The
Truth About French Cuisine to

share with you. Right now I am
so excited, I think I could just
flap my wings and fly across
the Atlantic under my own
steam.

Meanwhile, I want to leave

with you this recipe for rich
French pastry, which you don't
have to go to Paris to enjoy.
This is not puff pastry, for
which you must have buckets of
butter and hours of time and a
marble board to roll it out on.

This is much easier, and it can't

be spoiled by overhandling. It
is a perfect pastry for custard
pies and for all of summer's
fresh fruit pies, and it is ideal
for tarts.

RICH FRENCH PASTRY

Place in mixing bowl:
2 cups sifted flour

Make a well in the center and
add:

% cup soft butter (not olly
soft)

3 tablespoons sugar
4 teaspeon Balt

2 teaspou grated lemon
rind /

3 hard-cooked egg yolks,
mashed smooth

1 raw egg

Now get in there with your
fingers (did you wash your
hands?). Using your finger tips,
make a paste of the center in-
gredients, gradually mixing in
the flour to make a smooth,

firm ball of dough. If the
weather is warm, work as quick-
ly as you can to keep the butter
from getting oily. When the
sides of the bowl are clean, stop.
Wrap the dough in wax paper
and chill till it is firm enough
to roll. Roll between 6heets of

wax paper so that you won't
have to add more flour. This is

enough pastry for more than
two dozen small tart shells, and
more than enough for a nine-
inch pie pan or spring form
pan. Line your pans and priek
all over the bottom with a fork

to prevent too much shrinkage.
Chill well, and then bake at
350° on the second-from-the-

bottom shelf of your oven. For
the first ten minutes, look in on
it two or three times with fork

in hand, to prick down places
where it may bubble up, Let it
bake till golden, about 25 min.

utes in all. Cool and fill and

serve with pride.

There now, that ought to keep
you cooking while I am in Paris
(eating). I have my passport,
small pox vaccination, the plane
tickets and hotel reservations,
antacid pills, spot remover,
press credentials, extra pencils,
flash light, tape measure, an
enormous purse stuffed with
shoes ( because my poor old feet
always hurt), a smashable hat,
Fielding's 1965 Travel Guide to
Europe, and a noble couple to
stay with the children and pet
mice and turtles and guppies
and newts and snakes while we
are gone. All I have left to do
before I can leave is buy sea-
food and mouse food. Isn't that
what everyone does before they
weed and guppy food and turtle
go?
