Houk unveiled at Monday
evening’'s city commission
meeting when he announced
the appointment of Richard
D. Blodgett, effective Aug-
ust 1.

Commissioners, after a
lapse of seven months since
the departure of former
Manager Albert F. Glass-
ford. unanimously approved
appointment of the 30-year-
old Blodgett who will come
here from Marysville, O.

He has served as manager
of the Village of Marysville
since June, 1963. A written
statement was issued at Mon-
day's meeting. It reads in
part:

The story, of course, is the news that Plymouth has
been singled out for a Federal loan of nearly $889,000, to
be used ‘for construction of 60 senior citizen housing
units. ;

And the paradox is that Plymouth, by and large, is
still a municiaplity that tends to be more Republican
than Democrat, more conservative than liberal, more
cautious than flamboyant.

Plymouth, the City of Homes, which prides itself
on being progressive (It is in comparison to most towns
its size), affluent (It is), and anything but a pouch of
poverty, has snagged, in loans or outright grants, a
total of about $1,609,000 in U.S. Gummint funds.

And a million and a half bucks is a million and a
half bucks is a million and a half bucks.

The Lord Mayor of Plymouth, James Houk, noted
with some satisfaction Monday evening after the com-
mission meeting that we are about a year ahead of the
Federal and State governments in what is now widely
heralded as a ‘‘youth opportunity campaign.”

from another source . . .
What makes me grateful is I
was considered an outlaw at
Cass for a time, but I struggl-
ed through. Now I come to a
church that does accept me
and shows its appreciation by
providing this place for re-
tirement,"” Perkins said.

Rev. Perkins was credited
with saving the Cass Church
from closing by methods that
reached all the people. For
several years during the de-
pression he transported un-
derprivileged youth to a Lake
Louise camp. He was praised
by Detroit papers for his
work with delinquency, and
the poet Edgar Guest wrote
a poem about him upon his
first retirement in 1958.

‘““The church is one of the
great forces that can be used
for the benefit of the people.
But the church is not the
main point. It should be used
as a tool,” Rev. Perkins said.

After his work at the Cass
Community Church, he was
given a chance to lease the
lot at Lake Louise. He has
held it for 25 years, but has
been unable to build until this
year.

Bill Perkins, who will be
75 this fall, expects he'll be
back in the thick of some pro-
ject in no time at all

The members of the con-
gregation at Drayton asked
about a gift for the retiring
Reverend, and hit upon the
story of his retirement lot.

Thus did a wealthy subur-
ban church give to Rev. Wil-

liam Perkins what he so long,

deserved, but what
Church he loved and served
the hardest — the Cass Com-
munity Church — was finan-
cially unable to give him.
