When the Trailways bus

In closing last week's article
on "Crime and the Human

Brain," this further statement
is introductory to the methods
involved in the propagation of
crime: From heredity and envi-
ronment, from genetic evolution
to his present brain and body
development, man has reached
the highest intellectual Mature
known in the vertebrate king-
dom, with ability to think, to
learn, and to create through

brain and body function. Our
educators and parents need to
appreciate that the brain is the
tool of first knportance in edu-
cation.

Students' interests can be

stimulated in the fecinating

subject of brain anatomy, so that
they will respect their brain-
the greatest electric instrument
in the world. A true understand-

ing of the brain... what will
harm it... what will nourish

it...is basic to the highest
motivation. The human brain is

marvelously organized for a pur-
pose. That purpose is to think.
The hope of the world depends
on the use of the human brain.

CRIME PROPAGATED

Here we consider briefly the
vigorous propamtion of prod-
uets that corrupt the brain all
the way from the lesser delin-
quencies to major crime. I think
it is important to state that each
century and each generation in-
herits many of its most serious
problems and serious behavior
patterns. So the methods which
propagate crime today are carry
oven from the 19th century.

No normal person wants ad-

diction to habit-forming drugs,
or a potential criminal in his
own family, nor wants anyone
in his family to become the vic-
tim of criminal agsault. Crime is
nonpartisan .in every sense and
meaning. So we should all be
agreed that the advancing trend
should be reversed.

There is no group more anxi-
ous than the manufacturers of

alcohol that no crime or health

defects should come from its

use. Much public relations em-
phasis is to the point that aloo-
holism is a diseaee. That pos-
sibly' one out of every twenty-
five persons have the diseage,
and that these should not drink

after they discover it makes
them alcoholic, and that all

others should continue to drink.

The truth is that everyone can
become an alcoholic if he drinks

enough, and so millions drink
enough to become aleoholics.
The cause of Alcoholism is con-

stantly debated, especially by
those interests who want people
to believe that alcohol has noth-

ing to do with Alcoholism. Of
course the cause of Alcoholism

is alcohol, otherwise the condi-

tion is misnamed. The popular-
ization of Alcoholimn going on
in this country savors o# cultism
and quackery. All emphasis is
on propagation and treatment:
none on preention. No program
of treatment will be adequate in
Alcoholism if we leave the door

open to the new recruits at the
rate of 1000 per day.

To simply say, "Alcoholism is
a disease" is an attitude that

will defeat any proEam of pre-
vention. Alcohol is the direct
eausative factor of one of the

four leading disease and death
entities in this country, ranking
with heart disease, cancer and

stroke. Alooholism is a disease,
but so is tuberculosis, polio,
cancer, and many others. Unlike
aU other diseases, Alcoholism
is cultivated. Many people are
more immune naturally than
others. but we do all we can

to increase inminity and pre-
vent other diseaseg. We do not

extol the methods of acquiring
the contagious or other dkases.
We try to prevent them. We do
this by education, by immuniza-

tion, and by constantly keeping
the facts before the public. Mil-

lions are spent in trying to avoid
and cure our major diseases.

It is now becoming clear
that the genes of the children
of alcoholics may become in-
volved to the point that many
children of alcoholics become

alcoholic. Often new born

babies of alcoholic mothers

need immediate treatment

with alcohol at birth te pre
vent death by too sudden
withdrawal of the alcohol the

baby ha. become used to be·
fore birth. There are at pres-
ent m many alooholics that
If alrohol should suddenly not

be available, great numbers
would die. The treatment of

Alcoholl=n requires skilled
attention, and alcoholic, de-
serve luch attention by mod-
ern lociety that has contri-

buted m much to producing
alcoholism.

Who are the propagators of
such crimes that come from the
use of alcohol? The over-all

producers are all who make
money re•ulting from the sale
of alcohol to the consumer, from
whom the money comes. The
more obvious ones are the dis-

tillers, brewers, and wine mak-
ers, the bar owners, restaurants,

and hotels. All liquor outlets.
All advertisers of alcohol prod-
uets including newspapers, mag-
azines, television, radio Stations,
and many more. In an en when
juvenile delinquency and crime
is such a sad problem, the ad-
vertising of alcohol in the form
of beer as a part of reporting
baseball and other athletics
would seem to qualify u an act
of crime in itself, for one out of

every Even and one-half chil-
dren Will become either a

chronic alcoholic, or a problem
drinker in preparation to be-
come a chronic alcoholic. And

40 million persons who are the
families of acute and chronic

aleoholics have the *ad and
costly condition to contend with.
Liberty to drink under the law
is one thing, but liberty for
money, to pe™uade youngsters
during the years when conform-
ity is natural, is somelhing else.

It will be interesting to note
what 68 million women voters

will say about this to the law
makers, as these mothers of the
race awaken to their superior
numbers and power at the polls.

One of these
cars is allowed for a meal. leav-
ing only two cars Is that police
protection?

In the afternoon when acct-
dents are most frequent, as
little as four cars are on duty
covering four thousand acci-
dents per year.

Final Say on Weeds
The Noxious Weed and Ref-

use Ordinance is proving to be
of little value to the City of

' Livonia. For example: a large
tract of land just east of Roose-
velt School was cut of weeds
last year under then existing
Ordinance No. 486; this year,
under Ordinance No. 516, only
about 25% of this area is vul-
nerable to the Weed Ordinance
This is not an isolated instance,
and what does it prove? It
proves that weeds that were
illegal last year have suddenly
become legal. The Weed Ordi
nance was botched-up last yeal

and permitted weeds to grow
until July 29th. The new ordi·
nance eliminates thousands of
acres from its control.

Reading the ordinance, you
would assume that the weeds

wherein it is asserted that fire-
men "work" eighty hours a
week.

Their "kid.glqve" approach
will get them nowhere, a
strong ordinance could be
their real weapon. When I
fought so hard for a better
ordinance, you may have
thought the Mayor would
have sought me out for his
Committee, but I thought not
because I would have gone
after the biggest offenders,
the builders and large land-
owners.

I am confident that the pres-
ent ordinance will be an ex-
pense to the City, hence my
recommendation of raising the
penalty provision to 25%;
first, to more adequately assure
reimbursement to the City. and
second, to give the ordinance
more incentive to compliance.

We need a full-time Weed
and Refuse Inspector to police
our weed and refuse strewn
city. It would pay off in the

long run with a cleaner. neater
and healthier city, eliminate
rats and vermin, encourage
citizen participation, attract in-
dustrial and commercial devel-
opment and eliminate many
areas vulnerable to child moles-
tation.

"In other areas, only a baffle
may be required-a pair or trio

Such baf,les can be
built using a variety of patterns
or systems, such as vertical
louvers or spaced 1129.

-In some instances, the baf-
nes are needed directly on the
property line; in others, they're
most effective when set just a
few feet out from house walls to

protect certain windows, such
as kitchen, laundry or bath.

If summer is going to "bust
out all over" in the rose garden,
homeowners must take efiec-

tive measures against disease
and insects, says a Michigan
State University horticulture

specialist.
"Control of both insects and

diseases is a weekly project,"
says Dr. . Richard F. Stinson.
'Think of spraying and dust-

ing as a preventive measure to
control insects and disease be-

fore serious injury has devel
I oped. The idea is to lightly but
thoroughly cover the upper and
lower leaf surfaces."

Stinson says the worst pest
of re,es b barely visible to
the human eye. The red spider
mite -also called the two-

spotted mite-damages plants
by sucking the juices from
the leaves, thereby reducing
plant vigor. They multiply at
a phenomenal rate in hot
wrather.

Aphids, soft-bodied, usually
green insects suck juices from
the soft stem tissue near the

For Beauty
In landscaping your home,

try to provide color for the
better part of the year, regard-
less of season.

Of course. evergreen will pro-
vide the fresh green color
throughout the year. Other trees
and shrubs offer colorful barks
and berries or attractive branch
formations.

In planting, consider whether
the shrubs are easy to grow, if

i they are attractive for long
periods, whether they bloom, if
they may be used in flower ar-
rangements indoors, and wheth-
er they are hardy for your 10-
cale.

Evergreens desirable for their
foliage include juniper, cedar,
arbor viate, yews, blue spruce
and various pines.

Flowering evergreen include
rhododendrons, laurels, pieris
and azaleas.

Deciduous shrubs, which lose
their leaves in winter offer

great seasonal color - among
them roses for all summer,
forsythia early in the spring,
bivurnum and flowering quince,

stems, leaves and blooms. An-
other pest is thrips who cause
streaks in petal colors, and
sticking of the petals so the
flowers "balloon" instead of

opening normally.

Stinson says that the best
"all-purpose" pest control for-
mulation is one that contains

the least number of ingredients
that will effectively control
pests. lIe recommends mala-
thion or diazinon as effective

pesticides.
The two leading rose diseases

are mildew and black spot. Both
are trouble-makers in moist,
moist, hot weather.

Mildew produces a very line
white webbing over buds,
leaves and stems. Infected

stems may be twisted, leaves
puckered, and flower buds

may be killed.
Black spot starts as black

spots surrounded by yellow
zones. The spots first occur on
lower leaves, enlarge quickly,
and may spread upward in the
plant in a few days. Rapid de-
foliation often follows.

Disease control is similar to

insect control. Effective chemi-

cals are Mildex and Captan or
sulfur and Captan.

Spraying may be done in a
light wind whereas dusting can
only be efTective when the air
is still.

Many people prefer to use a
dust. however, because the

equipment is much lighter than
that used for a spray solution
made up with water. Either
method is efTective when ap-
plied regularly.
