Schools OK $3,493,875 budget; it’s up one-half million

The big business of running
the Plymouth Community
School District gets bigger
every year, as a $500,000 in-
crease in the 1965-66 operat-
ing budget was approved at
the public hearing Monday
night.

No one other than school
officials were at the meeting
of the Schaol Board to discuss
the record $3,493,875 budget.

Most of the money goes

for teachers salaries, and

direttly related personnel
and supplies.

The bud g e t, the work of

assistant superintendent in
charge of business, Melvin
Blunk, was figured on the
hasis of 6900 students for
next year. About 7,000 had
been projected back in March
when a 3% mills for operation
was approved by the voters.
That vote brought the operat-
ing millage to 19.65.

An increase in receipts is
anticipated because of the
tax base, which
now stands at $13,312,280,

Housing two

The City of Plquutﬁ's
senior housing project took
[one more step toward com-
plenon Tuesday night as the
architects were commis-
sioned’ ta go ahead with
plans.

The approval came at a
meeting of’ the Plymouth
Housing Commission.

The firm of Harley, EIl-
lington, Cowin and Stirton,
Inc., of Detroit have been
with the project since the
start, and will draw up
plans.

Executive director of the
project, City Clerk Richard
Shafer, said he had had a
few calls on the project, but
noted that complétion of the
plans were a long way away.

“We're getting calls .
but it will be at least two
years before occupancy.
There is a lot of time, lot of

Jnvolvement,” he said.

Shafer noted that a ques-
tionaire sent out many
months ago may be mistaken
for an application for an ap-
plication for the low-rent
housing.

“The questionnaire was not
meant to be an application,
or a commitment. We have
no applications prepared at
this point."”

The budget has been in the
works for several months.
and it is extremely difficult
to nin down as enrollment,
state aid formulas and as-
sessed valuations can change
ravidly. For exampvole, the dis-
trict' may add well over two
million more to its assessed
valuation with the addition of
two new school districts.

E. Keith Owens, chair-
man of the board of the
fastest growing life insur-
ance company in America
— Alexander Hamilton Life
-Insurance Co. — reflected
on the past five years in a
recent interview:

“If I have a hobby, this is
it,"”” he said, sweeping his
hand around his posh office
on 'the second floor of Hamil-
ton’s Home Office on Penni-
man Avenue “If I had a
choice of whether to ‘stay in
the office or play golf — 1
would stay here.”

Owens' inner office ‘is dec-
orated in deep blue, with
Georgian style furniture to
enhance the colonial affect

. but Alexander Hamilton
never had it so good.

Owens is a boyishly hand-
some man of thirty, with a
slightly receding hairline. His
photographs make him look
like a rather ascetic graduate
student majoring in English.

AT ANY RATE he doesn't
look like the standard top
man in insurance companies;
he -is not a stooped, gray
haired man that talk8 in a
gravely voice about annuities,
and dividends and actuarial
reports.

Owens instead talks about
making his fledgling com-
pany the biggest in the world.
He talks in terms of a billion
dollars in five years, which
staggers the imagination of
most, particularly the people
who know the life insurance
business.

It's not idle talk by early
indications.

His company will make a
first year profit, which -has
never been done in the life
insurance industry; the
closest try is some five years
before a profit. They have
over a $100 million in force,
twice the world's record for
new life insurance written.

'E. Keith Owens

Stock, locally, is held by
about 900 Plymouthites, and
they have been rewarded
for their faith. The stock
sold on a par of one for $4.
is sow worth anywhere
from $25 to $30, according
to Owens.

The company Owens left
before he formed his own
was five vears old, and hadn’t
declared a profit yet.

him, at least according to the
hard core of men around
him, that makes him dif-

ferent. 5

AFTER AN interlude with
Sears as a management
trainee, he moved into the
insurance field, learned rapid-
ly, and became a consultant
of sorts, which allowed him
to study the inner workings
of 40 or 50 companies.

“l decided I could develop
a group of people with an
unusual and unique concept.
I brought six men together

" . they all had one quality
; . they were extremely

sucessful in what they were
already doing.”

This statement from Owens
only taps the surface of what
happened. Owens took“some
of the best from other places,
convinced them solely. on his
own idea, told they might not
earn a salary for a year or
so, and organized his com-
pany.

He worked on the old
fashioned free enferprise
sysiem .. . a man geis
paid for what he earns.
Owens was told he had to
guarantee his men a salary.
at first, especially. He said
nuis to the idea.

Adams last Thursday and
City firemen were summoned
to douse the flames.

Black smoke poured out
of the housé for a few
minutes., until firemen had
the fire under control. and
fans hooked up clearing the
house. A crowd gathered
quickly because of the
amount of smoke.

How . much the Plymouth Com- .

" munity is growing, and how well it's

doing it, was pointed o1t again Mon-
day night at the regular meeting of
the School Board.

The board approved a $3,493,875
general operating budget, close on
the heels of borrowing $760,000 for
building. purposes. The operating
budget has jumped almost a million
dollars since 1963. This makes the
Plymouth Community School Dis-
trict easily the biggest governmental
unit in expenditures in the area.

Land was added too, as the Geer
School District annexation was ap-
proved. The week before, the South
Salem Stone School District was an-
nexed.

The move reflects several things.

For instance, the Geer families,
whose spokesman has said will ap-
proved the annexation to a man, will
be voting themeslves a 60% increase
in taxes. That's a‘ pretty substantial
blow to the pocketbook.

The Geer district lies about at the
half-way point between here and
It is closer to Willow
Run than either place..

Yet apparently the Plymouth
Community has made its influence
felt to these families. Two weeks
ago the same thing was noted. Ex-
actly 44 families of the 52 involved
in the Salem district said they
shopped in Plymouth for most of
their necessary items.

So now the Plymouth School Dis-
trict reaches deep into Canton Town-
ship, into a chunk of Northville, and
,several -raggedy portions of Salem:
and Superior Townships.

Many people in the Geer District
are Plymouth oriented; Mrs. James
Gilbert, board secretary, is presi-
dent of the Plymouth' Garden Club.

The problem is, however, that the

Plymouth School District has really
no choice. The additions can be made
out of hand by the district wishing to
oin.
: But, we don’t really feel it is fair
to say ‘no’ to these people, even if
we could, and must be lattered be-
cause the influence of Plymouth ap-
parently spread so far.

But we do wonder about paying
for what is sure to come to the area.
Right now the Plymouth district
blankets portions of five governmen-
tal units.

What these areas plans are for in-
dustrial tax base is known only par-
tially. It’s going to take some pretty
careful planning to continue to main-
tain a quality school system and
build new schools all over the country
side as subdivisions grow.

In fact, it staggers our imagina-
tion to think that someday Plymouth
will have to have an elementary
school on the corner of Napier and

.Ann Arbor Road.

All we can say is if area home-

‘owners are looking for cheaper taxes,

they might as well move to Andorra
in the Pyrenees Mountains between
Spain and France.

There they have no taxes, believe
it or not.

As for us, we think it’s going to be
more fun staying here and watching
the fireworks.

Shafer also commented on
the nature of the architect-
ural plans for the buildings:

Shafer said also he as-
sumed the City commission
might take a hand in decid-
ing the building’s appear-
ance. He speculated about
a ‘''colonial enirance, or
colonial touch.’’

Citing the long months

ahead of work for the hous-
ing commission Shafer said
that many policy items were
as yet to be set. He is pre-
sently studying the policy
statements of other such pro-
jects, including those from
Dearborn and Inkster.

Citizens who appeared before Plymouth’'s City
Commission a week ago Tuesday to voice complaints
about fast drivers on their streets and issue a plea for
more police protection, should recognize one thing:

It's going to cost them money.

In fact, they may have to shell out just to retain
the present degree of protection.

Because, while it's no deep, dark secret that Ply- -

mouth could use more law enforcement officers, neither
is it difficult to determine that we're one of the low
men on the totem pole of police pay. .

Last week, one of the Detroit metropolitan daily
papers engaged in some public breast beating about
remuneration for policemen in the suburbs. The story
noted, for instance, that neighboring Livonia is having
its problems attracting and keeping officers.

Well, Virginia, the nitty-gritty of the thing is
that Plymouth doesn’'t pay as well as Livonia and
we, too, are and may be having our troubles.

In the past year or so, we have lost three officers —
all with more than eight years experience.

And our pay schedule is such that we might be able
(as one official put it) to hire the ‘“‘best of the worst,”
which could be a practice that would result in attraect-
ing men with something less than high integrity and
qualifications.

Being something of a land holder in Plymouth, I
would cheerfully add a few more shekels to my tax bill
for more officers and better pay for the ones we have.

During my young years in this racket, I have had
opportunity to ride with lawmen, to talk with them and
to see — first hand — what their duties involve.

It’s no picnic to be summoned to where a bleary |

eyed and belligerent drunk is picking a fight. It's less
fun to haul him home or to the tank and have him
vomit all over you and your squad car.

It tries the patience to handle with care an obscen-
ity spouting punk who knows you won't clobber him
because ‘“‘juvenile law’’ protects him.

I have ridden in State Police cars and sheriff's
patrol vehicles and with conservation officers in the
dead of night when a warm bed would be far more in-
viting.

I have seen them chase speeders and raid
gambling parties and take all kinds of crud from
the public for their trouble.

And I have watched while they struggled to hold
back throngs of gore seekers — the human vultures
that congregate at any scene of death or disorder.

* * *

“Nothing is too good for our policemen,” some
people say; and that's what they give them.

Nothing. .

“Come to our street,”” the people holler. “There

are hot-rodders racing back and forth.”

‘“Send a car over,” they shout. ‘Kids are breaking
windows in the new house next door."” And so it goes.
But when the officer arrives, the cars are gone and the
kids have disappeared — leaving shards of shattered
glass in their wake.

“Oh, no,” the caller says wistfully, “I can't sign
a complaint.

“It would get me in bad with the neighbors.”
Nuts.

Nuts to idiots who pick residential streets to show
off their car’'s power.

Nuts to undisciplined little monsters who heave
bricks through windows and kick holes in the walls of
newly built homes.

And an extra vigorous raspberry to the milk-
toast who won't help police by signing a complaint
when he knows whe's at fault.

Because police deserve that kind of assistance if
they're going to do a job.

And they deserve more money and more help.

I just hope the city commission finds some way to
give it to them.

Trefoil doings

Come July -15, 9,000 teen-
age girls will pitch 6,000 tents
in the hills of Farragut,
Idaho, for Roundup, a kind of
summit conference of the
Girl Scouts of the U.S.A.

In preparation for this get-
together, most of the girls
filled out a comprehensive
questionnaire studded with
searching queries about their
lives and thoughts.

These Girl Scouts, 15 - 17,
indicated interests in higher
education, helping others,
serving in the Peace Corps,
eradicating prejudice, enjoy-
ing folk music, dating with-
out going steady and earning
their own spending money.

The teen-ager who emerged
from this survey, a composite
of girls from all 50 states and
from all types of homes, is
serious, purposeful, industri-
ous.

She has earned some or all
of her cost of attending
Roundup. Tutoring math,
babysitting, working as a
mother's helper, washing
cars, mowing lawns and life
guarding are just some of the
ways she accumulated it.

Her hobbies are 'varied —
from knitting, sewing and
cookmg to collecting stamps
coins and fossils. She is musi-
cal; she and her fellow scouts
w:ll arrive in Farragut laden
yith 1,375 guitars, 1,156 uke-
leles, 211 harmonicas, 199 re-
corders, 84 bongos plus an
armful of banjos, flutes, pic-
colos, tonettes, kazoos and
assorted home-made instru-
ments.

Fashion and its vagaries
spurred the girls to outspoken
opinions. They loathe ‘‘too
tight and too short clothes.”
The pale look, long hair that
“hangs in your face,” heavy
mascara and teased hair are
intolerable.

Of all the subjects touched
on by the survey, dating gave
the most surprising — and
comforting — answers. The
teen-ager, according to these
Girl Scouts, has had her fill
of going steady. She likes dat-
ing with another couple and
observes cheerfully that more
teens are going to chaperoned
affairs. She prefers going out
strictly for fun, and enjoys
teen centers. Beach parties
and hootenannies are preferr-
ed by far to parking or par-
ties with no games.

Log-rolling demonstrations,
tree climbing contests, beach
picnics and campfire ses-
sions, tours of the Kaniksu
National Forest and forum
discussions will be some of
the Round-up activities.

At forum discussions the
Scouts will discuss such top-
ics as juvenile delinquency,
curfews, driving ages, the
role of a good wife at home
and at the office and the
Negro’s problems. They also
want forums on the Peace
Corps, the situation in Viet-
nam, the spread of Commu-
nism, drug addiction, birth
control, world peace, the
space age and how to achieve
a better understanding be-
tween teen-agers and  their
parents,

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Mrs. Ralph Hewitz of Pa-
cific Ave., Bird School cafe-
teria manager, suggested her
“Frosted Marble Squares’ as
one of her favorite recipes.

Marble Squares'’ is one she
said she has been making for
a number of years and is a
favorite with her family.

FROSTED
MARBLE SQUARES
1 C. butter or margarine
1% tsp. vanilla
2 C, sugar
4 eggs ‘
2 C. sifted flour
1% tsp. salt
2 C. chopped nuts
2 squares unsweetened
chocolate

Cream butter, vanilla- and
sugar together until light and
fluffy. Add eggs one at a
time, beating well after each
addition. Add flour and salt;
mix until blended.

Stir in nuts. Divide batter
in half; add cooled chocolate
to one part.

Drop batter alternately by
teaspoonfuls into greased 13
x 9 x 2 inch pan. Run knife
through batter several times
to marbleize.

Bake in moderate oven, 350
degrees, for about 45 minutes.
Turn out on rack to cool.
Spread with Velvety Choco-
late Frosting. Cut into
squares.

How to cook
vegetables over
charcoal fire

For easy summer living,
Michigan State University
Extension home economists
suggest cooking vegetables
on your patio grill along
with your meat.

Frozen French fried pota-
toes or onion rings can be
wrapped in  aluminum foil
and cooked on a grill. The
above procedure also can be
followed for any frozen vege-
table.

Baked potatoes wrapped in
aluminum foil should be
baked ' for about one hour
hot coals. Potatoes,
diced, sliced or cut into
strips with milk and season-
ings added can- be cooked
over charcoal in an air-tight
foil package.

A delicious addition to a
grilled meal are firm, ripe
tomatoes wrapped in foil and
cooked outdoors.

To cook corn-on-the-cob on
the grill, leave it in the
husks but strip off the silk
and soak -+t in water to pre-
vent browning. Corn should
be roasted ten to 15 minutes
over an open fire.

The Sporting Life
Playgrounds are
a big headache

Once again into the breech.

I, and my boss, Dave Wiley, think it's great
fun to tilt at a few local windmills, and this we did
two weeks ago when we ran a picture of the “‘tired
and rusty”’ swing on the Mill Street playground in
what we hoped would be an inspired crusade for
more playground equipment.

e were after more equipment for the Mill
Street lot in particular, and the Mill picture ran
along one with the fully-stocked Hough Park
playground.

The photos drew sharp retorts from Superin-
tendent of Public Works Joseph Bida, and City com-
missigher George Hudson.

Later last week, Bida summoned me to his
Eaneled office at the DPW headquarters, and we

opped in my tired and rusty Pontiac (purchased
and installed in February) to look at some tired and
rusty equipment at other City-managed playgrounds.

First stop was Auburn, where vandals had
banged up a green ‘‘Keep Our City Clean” can, bent
swings, cut chains, and took apart a picnic table. -

One bluejean-clad youth cornered Joe and said:

“Hey Mr. Bida, when are we going to get our
backstop fixed."” :

. Bida replied as soon as the DPW had time.

He went on to relate how one fathead near the
playground had complained about baseballs
hitting his garage every once in a while, and
wanted the City to shut down the playground.

Really. A real Scrooge. Close a playground?’

We toured the other areas, and Joe said his
crew was busy with the parks, and several were on
vacation, and he didn't know when he would get
more equipment into the Mill Street playground.
